In our opinion, this is one
Ofpthe most effective methods of improving listening, because it is not just an audio recording of the educational material
in the textbook, it is an example of the living English language with its pace, vocabulary, accent, facial expressions
and gestures of the speakers who are reporting. T. ED Talks provide many opportunities for training in public speaking,
deve?op critical thinking, and also have a significant informative character, which provides an opportunity for students of
higher education to learn a lot of new and interesting things in the field of their professional direction. Undoubtedly, the
use of TED Talks video materials in English language classes significantly diversifies the educational process, stimulates
higher education applicants to work actively in class, and improves language and speech skills.
