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PERSPECTIVES OF USING GREEN ROOFS IN CONDITIONS
CLIMATE CHANGES FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF
CITIES

Abstract. The challenges of climate change and adaptation are becoming
more and more acute, especially in large cities. Green roofs are one of the objects
of green infrastructure, which together with other greenery in the city form its green
framework and make cities more environmentally friendly and sustainable. Was
conducted a full-scale study of building types in Kharkiv, were assessed the design
features of different types of buildings and accordingly, were developed
recommendations for the arrangement of green roofs, walls and terraces. At the
same time, landscaping of roofs, in contrast to the creation of parks and squares
does not require the allocation of large areas, but on the contrary allow more
efficient use of space of buildings. This articles deal with features of green roofs
and types of buildings where they can be installed.

Keywords: green infrastructure, green roofs, landscaping, cities, climate
change.

A green roof is the roof of a build, partially or completely covered with
vegetation and soil layer. Depends on the substrate layer in which plants grow,
green roofs are divided into extensive and intensive types. Extensive green roofs
are roofs with thin vegetation, consisting of low grass, moss, lichens. Intensive
green roofs are larger plant systems that involve planting tall plants and even trees.
Extensive green roofs in most cases are sedum, and intensive - container or
modular. The arrangement of a green roof has a positive effect on the energy
efficiency of the house due to thermal insulation. Green roofs have the ability to
hold up to 90% of rainfall and precipitation and have influence on surface runoff
cleaning. For the arrangement of the extensive type of green roof, the thickness of
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the substrate is 8-15 cm, and for the intensive type - 20-60 cm (Riabyka et al.,
2021).

To date, the norms of Ukrainian legislation Governmental Buildings
Normative B.2.6-220:2017 “Covering of buildings and constrictions” provides the
following definition of green roofing — it is a flat or sloping combined coating with
the top layer of vegetation. The legislation does not provide a classification of types
of green roofs, this document uses only extensive type of roof with the possibility
of arranging a pedestrian zone, and in addition, the installation of landscaping on
the roof is not mandatory and determined by the developer.

The main conditions that determine the possibility of installing a green roof
are the ability of the building structure to withstand additional loads; placement on
the roofs of engineering communications buildings, exhaust ventilation systems,
etc.; the angle of the roof; general condition of the roof - the presence of pre-
insulation.

When creating a green roof, the first step is to determine its purpose.
However, in practice you can see that green roofs of different types can be
combined - part of the extensive roof, and the other used for recreation, or for
commercial purposes. The next step is the conditions of creation - the building
already exists or construction is at the design stage. The next step depends on this
- the calculation of the load on the structure of the future green roof.

When we decided on the type of green roof, the allowable load was
determined, the question of communications arose - not to touch the vents, and one
of the main - to organize a system of surface precipitation. Rainwater and meltwater
are usually removed from the roof through funnels and drainage trays. At the same
time on the floor of both ordinary roof and green it is necessary to install drainage
and filter layers.

In general, the following layers must be installed for an extensive green roof:
plants with substrate; a filter that protects the substrate from leaching; drainage,
which will serve instead of watering; additional insulating layer; waterproof.

The following layers are necessary for an intensive green roof: plants with
substrate; a filter that protects the substrate from leaching; drainage; filter,
protective layer; waterproof; additional insulating layer; vapor barrier.

The existing housing stock of Ukrainian cities, in particular on the example
of Kharkiv, can be divided into the following types:

- five - nine floors’ buildings, were built in the 1950-1980s. They have a flat
roof, but due to their obsolescence are not suitable for green roofing. Such houses
are not suitable for green roofs;

- nine, twelve, sixteen floors’ buildings (1960-1970s). Most have a technical
floor. On them arrangement of an extensive type of green roof taking into account
engineering communications is possible.

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- two, five floors’ buildings (1930-50s). The roof in houses is two- or multi-
pitched, forming a large attic. Slate or roofing iron was used as a roofing material.
In such buildings, a possible option is to install modular attic or balcony greening.

Therefore, the following are perspectives for the arrangement of a green
roof:

- one-floors, two-floors private existing and new buildings with a flat roof
(possible arrangement of extensive and intensive types) or sloping with an angle of
not more than 35 degrees (only for extensive roof);

- multi-floors new buildings that are under construction;

- arrangement of a green roof is also possible at public transport stops;

- administrative buildings of private and state property;

- industrial enterprises, warehouses etc.;

- commercial centers.
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PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF BIODIVERSITY CONSERVATION
IN THE CONDITIONS OF CLIMATE CHANGE AT THE ECOLOGICAL
NETWORK OF SUMY REGION

Abstract. The article considers the role of the objects of the nature reserve
fund in Sumy region for the conservation of biological diversity, emphasizing a
positive effect of creating an ecological network. There is also an assessment of the
recreational load dynamics on protected areas.

Keywords: biological diversity, national park, recreational load, ecological
network, nature reserve fund.
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At present, the problem of biodiversity loss is very acute in the world and in
Ukraine, too. Climate change as well as anthropogenic activities are the main
factors that negatively affect biodiversity. Under the influence of human activities,
there is a fragmentation of species habitat, more and more habitats are being
destroyed. The area of land for agricultural, as well as for industrial and domestic
use is increasing. Threats to biological diversity are illegal construction and
deforestation, poaching, deforestation, economic activities in coastal protection
zones. Because of this, the active settlement of species and populations cannot
develop properly. In general, the reduction of biodiversity can lead to
destabilization of biota, loss of integrity in the biosphere and affect stabilizing
functions. Due to the irreversible transition of the biosphere to a new state, it may
become unfit for human life. Biodiversity conservation is a very important task
(Danyliuk, 2015).

The ecological network will help preserve the natural habitat of species in
fragmented natural areas and in anthropogenic landscapes. The Emerald network
is such a powerful ecological network. Its direct goal is to preserve natural fauna,
flora and natural habitats. The objects of the nature reserve fund are a kind of
concentration-connecting centers of the network. Thus, in Sumy region more than
10 objects of the reserve fund are the territories of the Emerald Network. Namely,
these are the following objects: UA0000050 Mykhailivska tsilyna Nature Reserve;
UAO0000031 Desniansko-Starohutskyi National Nature Park; UA0000042
Hetmanskyi National Nature Park. Reserves: UAO0000048 Serednoseimskyi,
UA0000049  Shalyhynskyi, UA0000051  Verkhnosulskyi, = UA0000052
Verkhnoesmanskyi, UAQ0000053 Bohdanivskyi, UAO0000062 Smiatsko-
Znobivskyi, UA0000147 Verkhnie Podesinnia, UA0000187 Shostkynskyi. It is
worth noting that the important objects for the Emerald Network of Sumy
region are national nature parks and nature reserves. Thus, in Sumy region, due to
its optimal location (Fig. 1), uniqueness and scale, the Hetmanskyi NNP still has
the greatest load.

Although the Desniansko-Starohutskyi National Park is also unique and
interesting, it is less popular than the Hetmanskyi National Park due to its
location. Accordingly, it has less load. Desniansko-Starohutskyi National Park is
located in the north of Sumy region, where there are no big cities. This is a
significant influencing factor, as a particularly large number of tourists come from
cities to the recreational places. The nature reserve Mykhailivska tsilyna according
to its status in general has a special protection regime. Accordingly, it is not the
same place of recreation as national parks.

Thus, the Hetmanskyi National Park plays a particularly important role. It is
part of a global strategy for the conservation of species within biogeographical
regions.

The park is an integral part of the Dnieper meridional and Polissya latitudinal
ecological corridors. Due to this, the adjacent foci of biodiversity were able to
merge into a single integrated network. Accordingly, protected areas can better
maintain stability. The process of species migration is better and with fewer
obstacles. This is especially important against the background of climate change
and massive loss of biodiversity (Stupchuk, 2021; Boichenko, 2019).

The Hetmanskyi National Park is important for the Emerald Network due to
its uniqueness. Its flora and fauna is very diverse, including more than 1,013 species
of plants and 2,580 species of animals, many of which are in the Red Book of
Ukraine. For example, river otter (Lutra lutra), ermine (Mustela erminea),
Ukrainian lamprey (Eudontomyzon mariae), bumblebee (Bombus muscorum), deer
beetle (Lucanus cervus cervus), mahogany (Papilio machaon), grasshoppers
(Gladiolus tenuis), two-leafed beetle (Platanthera / Orchis bifolia) and
other). Within the park, various landscapes of the forest-steppe of the Left Bank
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have been preserved. These are low-lying floodplains and sphangian swamps, and
relict native forests (Hetmanskyi, 2021).

However, since this protected area is a national park, it also performs a
scientific-educational function in addition to protection and recreational
one. Consequently, there is a significant load on it. 98,850 people live in the area
close to the Hetmanskyi NNP. Every year about 70% of them are visitors to the
park, meeting their own recreational needs. In addition, about 2,000 people come
to the park from other regions of Ukraine for the same purpose.

Vacationers use the territory of the Park for walking, sports, and swimming.
A significant number of visitors to the park are small, unorganized groups of
tourists who come for a few days, arriving by public transport or in their own cars.
Residents of nearby cities (mainly residents of Okhtyrka and Trostyanets), villages,
hamlets and settlements regularly visit natural complexes of the park. In general,
they come for short-term holidays, namely for fishing, swimming, picking
mushrooms and berries. As for the participants in environmental educational
activities and the number of tourists, according to the available data, their number
is steadily growing (Fig. 2).

There are no data for the recent years, but we can assume that even in the
pre-quarantine period, the dynamics indicated an increase in the number of people
participating in events as well as tourists, but now the increase should continue or
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even intensify. In the quarantine period, it is difficult to go abroad to rest, and at
times it is not even possible, and people pay more attention to recreational facilities
within the country and, most importantly, within their region. As most recreation
places do not work due to the quarantine in general or operate in a limited mode,
more and more people are paying attention to the objects of the reserve fund.
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ANALYSIS OF THE HEAVY METALS CONTENT IN THE SOIL OF
KHARKIV RECREATIONAL AREAS

Abstract. The publication contains research results of the heavy metals
content of soil state in recreation zones of Kharkiv city. This study includes soil
sampling, laboratory analysis of samples on an atomic spectrometer for the content
of heavy metals and analysis of the data obtained.

Keywords: atomic absorption spectrometry, heavy metals, soil, recreational
area, MAC

Recreational areas are a buffer zone separating anthropogenic hazardous
areas from residential development. Recreational areas also serve as a place of
recreation for the urban population and vitalize the urbanized environment of the
city.
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Green areas do not only protect the city from noise and vibration, but also
accumulate and break down pollutants into simple elements with active flora and
microorganisms.

Indicators of soil chemistry can give a great deal of information about the
ecological condition of a city's green space ecosystem. Chemical elements such as
heavy metals can get into the soil from mobile and stationary emission sources and
accumulate in the soil. Excessive concentration of heavy metals leads to soil
contamination, kills growth processes and impoverishes biodiversity. Therefore,
the study of the content of heavy metals in soil is a very important component of
laboratory research in assessing the ecological state of the territory.

To study the content of heavy metals in the soil of recreational areas, we
chose three major parks from different districts of Kharkiv city. These are parks —
“Machine Builders”, “Peremoha” and ““Yunist”.

Such enterprises as the Turboatom, Malyshev Plant, Kharkov Machine
Building Plant, Kharkov CHP-3 and the highways create anthropogenic load on the
“Machine Builders” Park. The medical center encloses the “Peremoha” Park from
the north and the Saltovsky Highway from the south. Poltava Way has an impact
on the “Yunist” Park, branching to the Zalyutinsky highway and the Zalyutinsky
bridge with two-way vehicular traffic.

To analyze distribution of pollutants in the green areas, we chose points with
different anthropogenic load. We took total of six soil samples in accordance with
GOST 17.4.3.01 and GOST 17.4.4.02. The author took samples in the spring of
2020, before the beginning of the growing season by the envelope method at a depth
of 0-20 cm.

For laboratory analyses, we used an atomic absorption spectrometry on an
atomic spectrometer. The content of such chemical elements as Lead, Zinc, Copper,
Cadmium and Chromium was investigated according to DSTU 4770.1-9:2007.

The obtained data were compared with the maximum permissible
concentrations (MAC) and background concentrations of these elements in the soil.
Table 1 shows the results of the analyses.

Analysis of the obtained data shows that the concentration of lead in all parks
is within the MPC and does not increase the background content, typical for this
landscape-geographical zone.

The indicators of zinc content are different in the three parks. The lowest
zinc concentration is in the samples from “The Peremoha” Park, and the highest -
in the samples from “The Yunist” Park. Here, the concentration of zinc in the soil
is 18.4 mg/kg. This concentration increases the background zinc content 36 times
and is close to the MAC limit value.

Concentrations of copper and chromium in all three parks are within the
normative values and do not overpass the background content and MPC. Cadmium
concentrations are also within the MPC and background limits.

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The highest cadmium concentration, approaching the background content, was in
the “Peremoha” Park.

Thus, in the recreational areas under study, we did not record any
exceedances of MPC for the content of heavy metals in the soil. Since the
recreational areas are quite large, they fully handle the anthropogenic load.

Soils assessment of Kharkiv's recreational areas has shown that the excesses
of the normative values of MPC are not observed. This indicates that the green
areas cope with the anthropogenic load coming into the territory of these zones.
Further study of the concentration of heavy metals in the soil will help to monitor
the dynamics of the elements content in the soil and prevent soil contamination.

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INVENTORY OF GREEN AREAS ENSURING FUNCTIONING OF
GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE

Abstract. This article shows the results of research on the inventory of green
chestnut plantations in the Shevchenkivskyi district of Kharkiv. This plant is one
of the most common plants in Ukrainian cities. It serves as a green infrastructure in
cities, regulating the microclimate, cleaning the air, and is a good indicator of the
environment quality. Conducting an inventory will allow timely identification of
plants to be replaced or assistance to maintain green infrastructure in cities.

Keywords: monitoring, plantation state, age structure, vital state,
adaptation, green infrastructure.

The world is becoming increasingly aware that global climate change is a
new reality of existence to which we must adapt and try to slow down. Expansion
of green spaces allows us to adapt to new realities by providing certain ecosystem
services.

In large cities there is a meteorological phenomenon "urban heat island". If
we estimate the temperature and humidity at the same time in the city and in a
nearby town,it can be argued that the city's meteorological temperature will be
higher and humidity, on the other hand, is lower.Thus, at the time of the study the
temperature in the city was + 30 °C at 40 % humidity, and in the suburbs at this
time the temperature was + 27 °C, humidity — 48 %. This phenomenon is explained
by the anthropization of the landscape, i.e.creation of artificial surfaces, changes in
the structure of short-wave and long-wave radiation, as well as thermal conductivity
and heat capacity.

Trees as elements of green infrastructure play an important role in adapting
to global climate change, because they create a certain microclimate that is more
favorable for people, especially in cases of organized green areas.

The object of the study is single-species green plantations of the
Shevchenkivskyi district of the city of Kharkiv - bitter chestnut. In Ukraine, this
type of greenery is one of the key in landscaping in both large and small cities.
Many scientists believe that this plant has a number of benefits and provides a wide
range of ecosystem services. Thus, according to Hryhoriuk, this plant is a
bioaccumulator of phytotoxic pollutants, and according to other authors - a good
purifier of industrial pollution (Bessonova, 2001), observed in the city all the time.
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Chestnuts are almost barrier-free higher plants in the accumulation of harmful
substances that enter the air due to emissions from vehicles, industrial enterprises,
so they are good living filters and bioindicators of environmental cleanliness among
various types of street plantations.

The subject of the study is the monitoring and visual assessment of the
plantations quality, i.e. conducting an inventory of bitter chestnut plantations at the
research site. The study was conducted on the basis of the methodology developed
by Lokhmatov N. A. (Lokhmatov, 1981), as well as the current instructions for the
inventory of greenery (Instruction, 2001) and was a score of damage to the surface
of bitter chestnut moth. During the field stage of the work, the authors surveyed
1079 individuals and developed an inventory map at the in-house stage. (Figure 2).

The article evaluates categories of the state of green plantations, showing
that the vast majority of trees are in good and satisfactory condition, but there is
damage to the structural condition of plants, namely: broken branches, sometimes
no crowns and damage to tree trunks (Figure 1).
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In the study, we estimated the age composition of bitter chestnut plantations,
which showed that the age range was from 10 to 70 years, but young trees already
had some damage. This is negative for their use as elements of green infrastructure
of the city as they lose not only aesthetically pleasing. but also its functions of air
purification, the possibility of creating a shadow for the regulation of urban climate,
etc., i.e the quality of their ecosystem services is reduced.

An inventory of greenery should be carried out in both large and small cities.
It will allow us to assess their quality, prevent its deterioration, rationally cut down
trees that have lost their functions, as well as give recommendations for selection
of greenery during urban landscaping.

This research assesses the quality of green infrastructure elements,
identifying their ability to provide ecosystem services to adapt to climate change.
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IS SUSTAINABLE COEXISTENCE OF BEARS AND APIARIES POSIBL?
PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS

Abstract. The problems of apiaries’protection from bears’ attacks, the
adjustment of damages’ opportunities caused to the owners of apiaries have been
discussed in the paper. The role of the state in the adjustment of damages’ policy
to the beekeeping branch’s improvement has been defined. The activities for the
adjustment of damages’ improvement for the protection providing of the apiaries
have been proposed.

Keywords: bears’ damages, hives, damages, assessment of damages.

Bees are an essential part of nature, which have to be conserved. The total
amount of apiaries in Latvia in 2018 was 2708, but the total amount of the host
colonies — 102226 (Latvijas biskopibas programma, 2019:4). Analyzing the data
available at the Agricultural data center, the increase of the host colonies can be
seen till 2018. But the turn took place in 2021, as the evident tendency of the
decrease in host colonies’ amount was observed. 87465 host colonies were
registered already at the beginning of May, which is 14.3% fewer host colonies
than during the previous corresponding period (Sakotnéjie dati, Latvija par 14 %
sarucis registreto bisu saimju skaits, 2021). The reasons are various, starting with
the limited realization opportunities of the honey and honey products produced,
including the limitations caused by Covid- 19; huge financial investments, which
are necessary for the development of professional beekeeping farms, the rapid
development of conventional agriculture, the diseases of bees and a new problem,
which has appeared during the recent years — bears’ attacks on the hives.

The apiaries or separate hives destroyed by the bears is a new but very topical
problem for Latvia’s beekeepers. That is why I cannot agree with the ideas of some
authors that *’the problem is not related to the whole field of beekeeping but to the
separate regions of Latvia’ (Latvijas biSkopibas programma, 2019:4). The
information provided by the beekeepers clearly reflects that although at the moment
the attacks of bears take place on the apiaries, which are located in Vidzeme and
Latgale, the amount of bears’ attacks on the apiaries becomes more topical and
regionally these attacks become broader and broader.

The information on the bears’ attacks is acquired from the beekeepers, from
the Nature Conservation Agency if a bee-keeper has applied for the compensation;

from the video cameras located near the wild animals’ feeders by the hunters, from
the close circuit televisions located on the territories of apiaries by the beekeepers.
We have to agree with the conclusion that bears have settled down in Latvia (it was
assumed before that young bear males have arrived from Estonia and Russia).
(Jauns bisu kaitéklis-lacis.Ka pasargat savas bites, 2021).

Already in 2006 a beekeeper from the Limbazi region, Staicele reported that
he had suffered from bears’ attacks already for 27 years; bears had destroyed 105
host colonies of his. (Zemkopibas ministrija pagaidam nepalidzés biskopjiem cina
ar laciem, 2006) Comparatively, a short time has passed and at the moment
professional beekeepers consider bears’ attacks as a problem, which requires
immediate actions and state involvement in a solution of the particular issue. For
example, the Beekeepers Society of Latvia concludes that it can be spoken seriously
about bears’ attacks on the apiaries starting from 2018 (Jauns bisu kaiteklis-
lacis.Ka pasargat savas bites, 2021).

It is possible that beekeepers kept silent about the problem mentioned above
in the public space and tried to solve the problems of the losses individually, every
one according to his /her opportunities that is to renew the destroyed host colonies,
or maybe even to stop work in the producing of bees’ products. Historically, 2018
is considered to be the first year when beekeepers from different regions reported
on bears’ damages.

In particular:

1) Rujiena (borderland of Estonia) on destroying of approximately 30 host
colonies,

2) Baltinava region and Tilza rural municipality of Balvi region on
destroying of more than 15 host colonies

3) Pale rural municipality of Limbazi region, where around 20 host colonies
were destroyed. (Jauns bisu kaitéklis-lacis.Ka pasargat savas bites, 2021).

It is concluded that bears’ damages can be seen not only on the borderland
with Estonia and Russia but also on the inland territory of the state. In 2019 signals
on the bears’ damages were recorded in 26 different places on the destroying of
113 host colonies, particularly from the rural municipalities of Serene, Inesi,
Salacgrivas, Berzkalne, Liezere, Grundzale, Malupe, Kubuli, Sarkani, bet in 2000
bears’ damages were found in the center of Vidzeme — in Lubana region (Jauns
bisu kaiteklis-lacis. Ka pasargat savas bites, 2021).

It can be concluded that bears’ damages embrace the most part of the state
territory and the problem is so serious that the beekeeping branch needs the
assistance of the state level and the solutions, which would, first, limit bears
damages, and, second, keep up the desire of professional beekeepers to work in the
professional production of honey and honey products.

First about solutions, which at first sight are not related to the problem
mentioned. It is not easy to identify the number of bears as bears move all the time.
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It is generally recognized that bears do not try to look for people’s homes on
purpose but they more readily live in large forest tracts. It can be seen now that the
forests are being sawn off, in that way destroying the habitat of the bears,
involuntarily making an animal go and look for food and habitat in a non-typical
way. That is why an explanatory work on the conservation necessity of habitat and
biological diversity has to be activated in the community.

In Latvia a bear is a protected species; that is why the hopes that the
damaging of apiaries could be linked with the destroying of bears are not well-
grounded. It can be concluded that it is necessary to look for ways how to maintain
at least neutral neighborly relations, utmost taking care that a bear cannot approach
hives. That is why it is necessary to look for ways how to protect professional
apiaries from damage. The solutions can be as follows:

1) purchase and placing of electric fences around hives;

2) purchase and placing of other appliances, which produce noise and light
in a hive,

3) placing of the hives on the platforms or in particularly safe mobile
buildings.

Each of the mentioned ways of protection is linked with financial
investments. An electric fence is acknowledged as an essential means of protection
also in Finland. Norwegian beekeepers are advised to place several layers of the
electric fence, besides with a sensitive construction of the sieve around the fence.
(Juris, Steiselis, 2021) In Latvia, a set of electric fences with a 40 meters long
ribbon will cost approximately 263 EUR, but if electricity is not available in a
particular place, a battery will have to be purchased in addition, then the price of
an electric fence will be 600 EUR. (Jauns bisu kaiteklis-lacis.Ka pasargat savas
bites, 2021). It is clear that only a small amount of host colonies can be protected
in such a way because it is not possible to arrange an electric fence for the site of
the apiaries, where, for example, around 50 hives are located.

A well-considered solution of hives’ placing could be a supportable solution,
which would keep animals back from hives damaging. For example, as staying in
open places is not typical for bears, hives could be located in places free of trees
and bushes; to locate hives nearby populated buildings and to place several hives
together in one place, making groups. Beekeepers have to take into consideration
that hives have to be inspected much more often than during the previous years. A
combined application of the activities mentioned could at least partly protect the
placed hives from bears’ damages.

Finance, in its turn, has to be planned for the implementation of the
mentioned state activities. For example, the Beekeeepikng Society of Latvia has
pointed out that in 2021 it has envisaged using 357472 EUR for technical support
of beekeepers and beekeeping organizations. Introducing to what is meant by this
assistance, it can be seen that these are payments for the costs of lecturers,
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consultants, and preparing of informative materials, but not providing real financial
support, at least for the members of the society for the solution of the problem
discussed. Also, the activities that the society would at least, encourage, for
example, the Ministry of Agriculture to provide purposeful, real support for at least
partial payment for necessary technical equipment. On the contrary, for example,
technical; assistance for beekeepers and beekeepers’ organizations has been
included in the Beekeepers programme of Finland for the years 2019 -2022.
(Somijas biskopibas programma, 2021).

It has to be recognized that paragraph 49 of the Regula (ES) N0.1308/2013
(Agriculture And Development ISAMM CM, 2021) envisages that national
governments have to do activities in order to provide that the support scheme of the
European Union is adapted to the most recent changes and the activities included
into it are effective in order to improve the conditions of beekeeping products’
production and sales in common conditions. Therefore, we should learn from
Estonia and Finland where the purchase and construction of electric fences have
been subsidized.

At the same time, it is necessary to raise the issue of compensation for
damages caused by bears. The requirements of the Cabinet of ministers’
regulations have to be fulfilled in order to demand compensation from the state
budget (Ministru kabineta noteikumi Nr.114, 2021). In 2021 the Nature protection
council has paid 6192 EUR to beekeepers and cattle-breeders for damages caused
by bears (Sogad DAP izmaksajusi 6192 eiro biskopjiem un lopkopim par lacu
postijumiem, 2021). Nevertheless, in order to receive the compensation, the
drawbacks, which have to be corrected, can be seen in the Cabinet of ministers’
regulations. For example, it is not reasonable to make a beekeeper wait, until
representatives from three public agencies arrive at the site of damages (the Nature
Protection Council, the State Forestry Service, and the State Food and Veterinary
Service); in addition, the amount of compensation does not exceed 80% of the
damage calculated, the resolution on the earmarking of compensation is passed
during a month and then the reimbursement can be expected for (for example, the
beekeepers received compensation on the damages of the year 2020 only in 2021
(Latvija nakotne sagaidams lacu populdcijas pieaugums, prognozé VMD, 2020). It
has to be recognized that the procedure is too heavyset and the damages caused are
compensated not in the full amount. For example, in Estonia, the damages are
compensated at the amount of 100%. The inspection of damages could be done by
the board, which consists of, for example, the rural municipality representative and
the beekeeper who has suffered from the damages.

The Beekeeping Society of Latvia has to become a real professional counsel
of beekeepers’ interests; including the passing of the external normative acts; which
provides the payment of financial compensation to the beekeepers for the purchase
of electric fences.
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It has to be envisaged in paragraph No 114 3 Cabinet of ministers’
regulations that the compensations to the beekeepers have to be paid at the amount
of 100%; it has to be envisaged in paragraph No 19. 33 that the board of assessing
damages has to consist of the representative of the local municipality and a
beekeeper, in whose farm the damage has been caused, the board has to arrive at
the site of the damage no later than on the next day after the revealing of the
damage; compensations have to be paid not later than during a month from the day
of inspection.
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ANALYSIS OF PATHOGENIC ACTION OF WEATHER IN POLATAVA
REGION AND ITS IMPACT ON HUMAN HEALTH IN
THE CONDITIONS OF GLOBAL CLIMATE CHANGE

Abstract. The article looks at the problem of weather pathogenicity in
Poltava region in 2020 and the potential of its territory as climate therapy. The
consequences of climatic factors on the population are described in the article.

Keywords: health, weather pathogenicity, climatotherapy, adaptation of the
organism

Climate change in the global system of the planet has been a major issue for
some time and needs to be addressed immediately. In particular, this is caused by
the consequences of such changes: sharp changes in temperature, extreme weather
events, depletion of biological diversity, negative impact on the human economy
and health of the population. According to the World Meteorological Organization,
a record high average annual temperature is expected in the next five years. Global
climate change is bound to change at the local level. This, in turn, leads not only to
prolonged droughts or excessive rainfall, but also affects the general well-being of
residents.

Exacerbation of respiratory diseases is caused by excessive or insufficient
humidity, high or low temperatures are the cause of weakened immunity and
exacerbation of cardiovascular disease. Climatotherapy is also effective for
allergies, skin pathologies, diseases of the musculoskeletal system (Gerasimenko,
2017).
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Climatotherapy is an effective method of preventing diseases associated
with any climatic factors. It is a priority approach in case of increased weather
sensitivity. A complex of favorable climatic conditions, landscape and orographic
factors, vegetation and weather conditions can improve psycho-emotional state,
general well-being and reduce the impact of chronic diseases on the body
(Gerasimenko, 2017; Sukhan, 2012).

To analyze the impact of weather conditions and climate in general, we use
the indicator of weather pathogenicity. It characterizes the impact on man, leading
to a violation of his normal state. The temperature of the study area, humidity, wind
speed and atmospheric pressure influence this indicator.Any deviation causes
deterioration of health of inhabitants, especially those who suffer from
meteosensitivity. In Poltava region, the impact of these indicators is changing. For
example, during the study period from 2015 to 2020 there has been an increase in
average annual temperature (Fig. 1).
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Figure 1. Average temperature for 2015-2020

One of the consequences of rising average temperatures both on the planet,
and locally is redistribution of total moisture. In April, July, August, September and
October 2020 there was a decrease in humidity relative to the optimal rate in
Poltava region.

Pathogenic effect of weather is calculated through the sum of pathogenicity
indices components for individual indicators: ii - index of pathogenicity of air
temperature; ih - moisture pathogenicity index; iv - index of pathogenicity of wind
speed, iAp - index of pathogenicity of changes in atmospheric pressure, iAt - index
of pathogenicity of changes in air temperature. Calculations of their values are
shown in Fig. 2. From the graph we see that the highest indicators of temperature
pathogenicity index are observed in January, February and December. Indices of
pathogenicity of air temperature have the greatest influence on the general
indicator, because too low or too high temperature triggers the body's processes of
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adaptation to these changes. During this period there is a decrease in general
immunity, loss of strength, decreased physical activity.

Humidity pathogenicity index ranks second in terms of impact on the body.
This happens because high humidity prevents evaporation, which in turn prevents
evaporation, then it is harder to tolerate heat ,increasing the sensation and effects
of cold. In dry climates, heat and cold are better tolerated.

We calculate the pathogenicity index of wind speed as too strong wind
depletes the body, causes difficult breathing, irritates the nervous system, and the
index of changes in atmospheric pressure - because sudden changes can cause
insufficient oxygen saturation or oversaturation. The air temperature change index
is calculated to control the sharpness of daily temperature changes (Bykov, 2009;
Sukhan, 2012). The article gives a general indicator for 2020 calculated according
to the constituent indices of pathogenicity (Fig. 3).

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Thus, in the period from January to April, as well as in August, September,
November and December, there is an acute pathogenic effect of the weather
because the indicators, determining the pathogenicity, have significant deviations
from the optimal value. In this case, health is suppressed, chronic diseases are
manifested. Irritation is more obvious in April and July, during which there are
minor changes in human well-being. The optimal effect, when the body is not
suppressed by any of the indicators, is observed in May, June and October.

Thus, the climatic conditions of Poltava region allow us to use its territory
for medicinal purposes. This is not just resorts and sanatoriums, but also recreation
in the woods near water bodies. It is also possible to temporarily move to Poltava
region from areas where the pathogenic effect of the weather is more acute and has
a stronger negative impact on health.
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ORGANIZATION AND CONSERVATION OF PROTECTED AREAS AS
A GUARANTEE OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. Ukraine, especially its natural resources have great ecological and
recreational potential for the development of health, medical and cultural activities.
The urgency of such activities in protected areas has long been of great importance
not only in Ukraine but also around the world. The purpose of this article is to prove
that Ukraine has the opportunity to create new territories for environmental,
aesthetic, scientific, educational and recreational purposes on the example of
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Khoroshevo village. There is a problem of organization and preservation of the
protected areas, which will be the key to sustainable development. The paper
studies and analyzes the development of environmental education as well as
recreational activities in aspects of sustainable development on the example of
archaeologists' publications. The authors highlighted the main reasons why we
should study this area and how a historical monument can be a component of
sustainable development.

Keywords: Khoroshevo, historical monument, sustainable development,
nature reserve fund.

The village of Khoroshevo is located on the right bank of the Uda River. The
settlement is located at an altitude of about 50 m. The steepness of the shore reaches
over 45 degrees. Many different archeological finds have been discovered on the
territory of the settlement, confirming its long-term development. VV.V. Passek was
the first to survey the site in the 19th century. It has turned out that Khoroshevo
settlement is a multi-layered monument as there are deposits of the Scythian era,
Romanesque culture of VI1II - X centuries and the ancient period of Kievan Rus (XI
- X111 centuries). In the written sources, the first information about it appeared in
the documents of the XVI century. In 1627, it appears on the map of the Moscow
state, as we know from the Book of the Great Drawings. So, it is not surprising
that in the XIX - early XX centuries (when scientific archeology was born)
Khoroshevo settlement attracted the attention of many researchers of local
antiquity, including V.V. Passek, Archbishop Filaret (Gumilevsky), S.I. Kovanko,
Y.l .Morozov, V.E. Danylevich, and others.

During the Soviet period, archaeologists saw the monument only in the
1940s and 1950s. Full-scale excavations of the Khoroshevo settlement started only
in the 1980s by the Kharkiv Archaeological Expedition led by B.A. Shramko
(Selegeev, 2016). During the field research, Kharkiv University expedition
collected lifting material and made an attempt to explore the fortifications of the
settlement. In particular, they made a partial shaft incision. In 1983, on the initiative
of Kharkiv Regional Society for the Protection of Historical and Cultural
Monuments and due to the initiative of the residents of the village of Khoroshevo
the field research continued.

The threat of the monument's destruction as a result of the construction of
new residential areas was the reason for organizing security excavations in
Khoroshevo settlement. A separate warehouse of the cape was chosen for them -
the remnant of Gulyay-Hora. As a result of this work, the scientists discovered
several houses, household pits, various fragments of ceramics of Romanesque
archeological culture and the times of Kievan Rus. Even such small excavations
have shown that Khoroshevo settlement is an interesting archaeological monument,
the study of which should be continued in the future.
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In 1987, there was another attempt to destroy Khoroshev settlement on the
remains of Gulyay-Hora. During this field season, a small excavation of
Romanesque culture was in the western part of the remains. A summary of all long-
term research of this monument is contained in the work of Borys Andriyovych
Shramko "Khoroshevo settlement”, published in the collection of scientific articles
"Archeology of the Slavic Southeast" in 1991. By the way, today this article is the
only modern scientific work that is entirely dedicated to Khoroshevo settlement
(Selegeev, 2016).

In the conditions of modern anthropogenic expansion of territories, the key
to ecological stability is the preservation of natural landscapes and their use as
centers of community development. If the archeological monument is part of the
nature reserve fund, the operation of the territory will be limited only to scientific,
tourist, recreational and educational activities. Historical landscapes will be
preserved and gradually studied.

The creation of the reserve on the territory of Khoroshevo settlement is
subject to the Law of Ukraine “On Protection of Cultural Heritage” of June 8,
2000.1t requires a set of steps, including the following stages:

1) preparation and submission of a petition;

2) consideration of the application within a month;

3) agreement with the owners and users of natural resources within the
territories recommended for the reserve, as well as agreement with local authorities
and self-government at all levels;

4) development of a project to create a NPF facility;

5) preparation of a draft decision of the regional council on the establishment
of the NPF;

6) approval of the project in the relevant local authorities;

7) preparation of the necessary set of documents and submission of a draft
decision on the establishment of the NPF to the regional council;

8) signing the decision of the regional council. The implementation of these
measures is the ultimate goal of our study.

Balanced development of ecological and recreational activities and nature
conservation is one of the important components of sustainable development of
nature reserves of Ukraine. This gives a person the opportunity to realize the value
of natural objects of Ukraine, encourages him/her to love their land and protect its
nature. Therefore, it is necessary to protect such valuable areas by granting them a
conservation status. This will ensure their preservation and inexhaustible use.
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ANALYSIS OF THE DYNAMICS OF WATER CONSERVATION IN THE
KHARKIV REGION

Abstract. The article examines the dynamics of change in water resource
conservation in the Kharkiv region from 2015 to 2019. In terms of fresh water use
per capita, the Kharkiv area ranked ninth in Ukraine in 2020. It is therefore critical
to assess the current state of water conservation in order to identify the most
significant areas for improvement.

Keywords: water consumption, level of water loss, water capacity in the
utility sector.

According to recent studies, the availability of domestic renewable water
resources in the country has no significant impact on GDP, while the total
catchment per capita in the country has a considerable impact on GDP (Fedulova
et al., 2021a). Scientists have found that the economic complex in most regions of
Ukraine is water-intensive and unbalanced, does not restore water resources based
on environmental parameters, and necessitates the implementation of infrastructure
schemes for water redistribution between regions for economic activity (Fedulova
et al., 2021b).

The Kharkiv region is located at the confluence of the Don (Siversky
Donets) and Dnipro basins. The Siversky Donets basin has 17 administrative
districts, and the Dnipro basin has ten. The region has a very limited water supply,
which is about 1.8% of Ukraine's total water resources (Report ..., 2020).
Precipitation (local river runoff, soil moisture, groundwater) and external
tributaries from the surrounding areas contribute to the creation of water resources
in the region (transit waters of Russia). Water resources of Kharkiv region are
formed due to the transit inflow of surface waters along the Siversky Donets River,
local river runoff formed within the region, wastewater, mine and quarry waters, as
well as operational groundwater reserves.

The results of the study indicate that the dynamics of water resource
conservation in the Kharkiv region in 2015-2019 is negative, only in 2020 there is
a slight improvement. This indicator was the worst in 2017 and 2019 (0.333 and
0.308, respectively), and the best in 2015 (Fig. 1).

Based on the calculation of annual indicators of the coefficient of water
resource conservation for each of the regions of Ukraine, the corresponding rating
of regions was formed (Fig. 2).

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During the study period, Kharkiv region has never been ranked higher than
13th in this ranking. In 2015, 2016 and 2020, it ranked 13th, in 2017 — due to the
high value of the integrated indicator of the degree of savings — 20th, in 2018 —
15th, and in 2019 — 14th. Therefore, there is a need to analyze the factors
influencing the current situation.

The indicator of the coefficient of water resource conservation is the average
value of a number of standardized indicators (fresh water intake from natural water
bodies per capita; use of fresh water per capita; level of water loss during
transportation; level of discharge of contaminated return water; level of polluted
water consumption, water capacity in the industrial sector, water capacity in the
utility sector, water capacity of the economy, the water content ratio of the
economy, capital investment and current costs of return water treatment per unit of
these waters, relative water capacity in kind and value of water resources) (Kucher,
2019). Two of the above indicators have the greatest negative impact, and they are
discussed further below.

During the study period, there is a tendency to (sometimes significantly)
exceed the level of water loss during transportation and water capacity in the utility
sector of the Kharkiv region of the corresponding values in Ukraine as a whole.

The level of water loss during transportation. On average for the study
period, this figure in Ukraine as a whole is 11.3%, from a minimum of 10.1% in
2019 to a maximum of 12.4% in 2017. The magnitude of fluctuations in the values
of this indicator is 2.3%. For the Kharkiv region, the situation is much worse: the
average value of this indicator is 29.75%, from a minimum of 21.0% in 2020 to a
maximum of 38.1% in 2017. Thus, the magnitude of fluctuations in the values of
this indicator is 17.1%.

Water capacity in the utility sector. On average for the study period, this
figure in Ukraine as a whole is 27.8 m? / person, from a minimum of 27.2 m3 /
person in 2019 to a maximum of 29 m3 / person in 2016. The range of fluctuations
in the values of this indicator is 1.8 m®/ person. The value of this indicator for the
Kharkiv region is also much worse: the average value of this indicator is 40.5 m3/
person, from a minimum of 37.7 m3 / person in 2015 to a maximum of 43 m3/
person in 2016. Thus, the range of fluctuations in the values of this indicator is 5.3
m? / person.

Therefore, both indicators, in addition to high absolute values, also have a
high range of fluctuations. The lack of clear dynamics of these indicators indicates
the presence of many factors of influence and complicates the process of making
effective management decisions.

In conclusion, we emphasize the negative dynamics of changes in water
resource conservation in the Kharkiv region. In order to improve the situation with
conservation of water resources in the region, it is necessary to focus efforts on
measures in two main areas: technical and organizational. The technical measures
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include monitoring the technical condition of communications, as well as
accounting for the use of water resources; updating communications; ensuring
proper water quality. The organizational measures include the introduction of a
multi-level tariff system for water consumption and educational activities aimed at
conscious and responsible use of water resources by consumers.

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CAUSES AND CONSEQUENCES OF INTERNATIONAL LABOR
MIGRATION FOR THE ECONOMY OF UKRAINE IN
THE CONDITIONS OF GLOBALIZATION

Abstract. International labor migration is one of the objective principles of
a holistic world economic system. At the same time, the problem of free migration
is the most dangerous for the governments of countries, and in particular Ukraine,
both politically and socially. International labor migration in Ukraine is caused by
factors of internal economic development of the country and external factors.
Traditionally, the main reason is the economic cause of international labor
migration, related to the scale, pace and structure of capital accumulation. The
reasons for the international migration of labor resources in Ukraine and its
consequences for the country's economy are considered. Measures to improve
migration policy in Ukraine are proposed.

Mass migration of the population has become one of the characteristic
phenomena of the life of the world community and the Ukrainian economy in
modern globalization. It is due to:

- rapid population growth on our planet;

- uneven economic development of the world community;

- innovative development of national economies;

- socio-political development of certain regions of the world and states;

- ecological state of the national economy.
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International labor migration is a process of organized or spontaneous
movement of the working population from country to country, caused by economic
reasons.

The end of the XX century - the beginning of the XXI century. became a
turning point in the history of Ukraine. The formation of a market economy and the
development of an independent state have led to radical changes in all spheres of
public life. Against this background, migration processes have undergone
significant transformations. In particular, the intensity of stationary migration has
significantly decreased over the last decade (which is related to changes in
residence and is registered by state statistics). At the same time, the almost absent
form of migration - labor migration - has become widespread (Labunets, Nikulin,
2019).

The economic downturn, the devaluation of the national currency and the
sharp rise in domestic prices that began in 2014 have led to a marked decline in
living standards in Ukraine. In dollar terms, the incomes of most Ukrainians fell 2-
3 times. The situation is also exacerbated by rising unemployment. Only the data
of the Ministry of Social Policy show that the real unemployment rate in Ukraine
in 2017 was 9.5%, which is about 2 million people. That is why today Ukraine
plays a leading role in international migration processes and acts mainly as a state
- an exporter of labor, or a migration donor. At the current stage of Ukraine’s
economic development, the difficult demographic situation, namely the war in the
east of the country, the negative dynamics of birth rates and high mortality rates, is
complemented by a negative balance of migration. Ukraine is among the top 10
countries - donors of migrants in the world. From 2013 to 2018, the number of
economically active population decreased from almost 21 million to 18 million
people. According to the Center for Economic Strategy, about 16% of the working
population of Ukraine are migrant workers (Malinovska, 2018).

The main model of migration behavior of Ukrainians today is temporary,
circular, i.e. periodically repeated, labor migration. Almost half of migrants
(48.5%) were short-term (up to one year) labor migrants. The duration of the
majority (57%) of trips abroad did not exceed three months. Only 8.3% of migrant
workers were long-term migrants (over 12 months). It should also be noted that
46.1% of migrants made several trips a year, 5.9% left several times a month, and
4.4% - weekly. The predominance of short-term trips abroad suggests that the
center of vital interests of migrants remains in Ukraine.

In recent years, the number of Ukrainians violating EU migration legislation
has increased significantly, namely the number of citizens working abroad without
proper permits by word of mouth. According to a 2017 survey by the State Statistics
Service, 17.9% of identified migrants did not have any legal status abroad, 5.5%
worked with only a tourist visa, for 4.8% the legal status remained unclear, which
for the most part probably means its absence (Malinovska, 2018). In addition to the
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threats faced by illegal migrants, this poses a risk to Ukraine's image and visa-free
regime with the EU. After all, there is a procedure for suspending visa-free travel,
which is launched, among other things, in the event of a sharp increase in the
number of violators.

Due to labor migration, Ukrainians send a lot of money from abroad, which
is an important advantage for the economy. According to updated data from the
National Bank of Ukraine (NBU), in 2017 remittances to Ukraine from abroad
amounted to approximately $ 9.3 billion. This amount is more than five times
higher than foreign direct investment in the same year. The NBU estimated them
at $ 1.8 billion. In total, in 2015-2017, migrant workers transferred $ 23.8 billion
to Ukraine. This is more than all the country's foreign exchange reserves, which at
the beginning of 2018 amounted to 18.8 billion dollars. The volume of private
remittances to the country is constantly growing, and in 2018 they were comparable
to 8.4% of GDP (Tanasinko, Kazanovska, 2018). It is important to do everything
possible to invest this money in children's education and real estate in our country,
to become a powerful investment resource. Labor migration for Ukraine today is a
complex and large-scale phenomenon, which has mostly negative consequences:
we are losing young people and highly qualified specialists, for training, education
and training the state has spent a lot of money, and they will implement their
knowledge outside our country. Thus, the mass exodus of Ukrainians to work in
neighboring countries contributes to the growth of the economy and prosperity of
these countries, but at the same time worsening the economic, demographic and
social situation in Ukraine. Legal migrant workers pay taxes in the countries where
they work, and the problem with pension payments is exacerbated, as Ukraine still
has a solidarity pension system.

Thus, thanks to the freedom of movement gained during independence in
difficult economic circumstances and low wages, working abroad has become a
strategy for many Ukrainians to survive and improve the well-being of their
families. It is a powerful social shock absorber, a factor in reducing poverty,
tensions in the labor market, a source of significant foreign exchange earnings, but
also risks losing some of the labor and intellectual potential needed for the country's
development. To reduce the rate of labor migration, increase the number of
employed people, we need to create favorable conditions for the development of
small and medium-sized businesses, improve the business climate, legalize shadow
employment, increase demand for labor from both sides.

The private and public sectors of the economy raise wages and provide
workers with well-functioning and technically equipped jobs, create normal
macroeconomic conditions, such as a stable exchange rate, low interest rates on
loans, and acceptable rates of economic growth. Until these problems are resolved,
our country will continue to be an exporter of labor resources, and the outflow of
labor and brains will continue. If the government does nothing, it could have
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catastrophic consequences for the country's business and economy in the future, as
there is no point in modernizing or expanding production if there is no one to work
for. We can see migration as a person's freedom of choice, because everyone has
the right to live where he or she wants to live, as well as to have all the benefits he
or she deserves. However, we live in Ukraine, and when our country loses a
significant amount of its human capital, it has a very high risk for the formation and
development of the state.
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NON-GOVERNMENTAL ORGANIZATIONS AS AN INTERNATIONAL
RELATIONS ACTOR: PUBLIC DIPLOMACY PERSPECTIVE

Abstract. In the context of extension of international environment field and
emergence of new diplomatic actors there is a need to conceptualize their role in
global politics. An essential role under these conditions is played by NGOs which
are claimed to acquire an independent actor status. By representing civil society
both in domestic and international environments, NGOs can act on their own rights,
generate pressure on states and international communities as well as to impact state
images.

Keywords: NGO, non-state actor, soft power, international affairs.
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Since the 1960s, when Edmund Gullion first introduced the concept of
public diplomacy into the scientific use, this field has been constantly drawing
attention of theorists and practitioners. Public diplomacy is considered to be the
main tool of “soft power”, as it directly provides the state’s ability to maintain
power through attractiveness, instead of coercion or violence. This type of
diplomacy involves the efforts of governments to establish communication with the
foreign community in order to spread the ideas and ideals of their nation,
disseminate information about national goals and interests, institutions, culture, etc.
(Sevin, 2017).

Nicholas Cull identifies several activities within public diplomacy -
advocacy, cultural diplomacy, exchange, foreign broadcasting, listening and
psychological warfare (Cull, 2009). These approaches are implemented through a
number of measures and instruments, the activities of government agencies, media
organizations and various non-state actors, including non-governmental
organizations.

The changes which have occurred in all spheres of human’s life with the
uprise of digital technologies and paradigm shifts in international affairs area, have
also affected diplomacy. In particular, under their influence, diplomatic practices
and tools were transformed and the circle of actors in international relations was
significantly expanded, and as a result the concept of “new public diplomacy” was
crystallized (Sheludiakova et al., 2021). An important aspect of this integrated
approach to diplomacy is a consolidation of efforts of state and non-state actors to
achieve national interests and maintain national values.

Non-governmental actors are entities which are not representatives of the
government, but are able to influence domestic and international politics. They are
international institutions, business corporations, private think tanks, religious
groups, non-governmental organizations etc. Especially NGO are gaining
significant influence on politics both nationally and globally, and are increasingly
recognized as competent actors of international affairs (McCleary, 2009).

NGOs are defined as non-profit voluntary community groups that can
operate on local, national or international levels. They are associations of people
with common interests that perform a number of functions - from bringing people's
interests to the government and control over its activities to shaping the
international agenda and influencing world politics. NGOs are usually a center of
expertise in specific problem areas due to their proximity to the public facing these
problems, and can therefore transform this knowledge into a clear position and
meaningful suggestions for problem solving and policy in general (Vera & Herranz
de la Casa, 2020).

The main mechanism of NGOs’ influence in the international arena is their
people-to-people orientation, which determines their non-alignment with the
methods and practices of official government bodies. Regardless of government
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NGOs can create their own messages that will reach different audiences around the
world. Therefore, in the context of public diplomacy, they can be either a means of
influencing states as traditional actors in international relations, or an independent
actor capable of pursuing its own international policies and exert pressure on other
actors in international relations.

Through interaction and cooperation with NGOs, states can involve them in
their own diplomacy, using them as a tool of “soft power” to promote their strategic
goals and national interests. This can be done in several ways.

On the one hand, the role of NGOs in public diplomacy is linked to changes
in the state itself, where civil society and the organizations that represent it are
becoming increasingly important. NGOs can participate in shaping the foreign
policy of their country of origin, defending the interests of society or part of it.

On the other hand, NGOs that have access to the external environment can
be used by the government to promote positions or decisions on a particular issue
through non-governmental channels. Thus, through the activities of NGOs,
relations between countries can be established, certain decisions can be reached that
will be beneficial to all participating states. By providing financial, legal or
technological support to NGOs in other countries, the country of origin has the
opportunity to demonstrate its own policy priorities related to the organization’s
activities, commitment to building a strong civil society that can directly affect the
country’s image. In addition, according to Olga Zatepilina-Monacell, NGO
corporate identities almost always incorporate references to the country of origin -
either directly through positioning oneself as a representative of one’s country or
through transmitting values and ideas that are important to that country (Zatepilina-
Monacell, 2015).

However, despite the close link between the activities of NGOs and the
country of origin, it would be incorrect to consider NGOs only as an additional
means of promoting public public diplomacy. This perspective does not take into
account that NGOs themselves can be international actors without being tied to the
state. Through people-to-people communication they are able to promote their own
interests, not the interests of the state. In addition, conflicts of interest may arise
between the government and NGOs, and organizations tend to question the
government’s foreign policy direction. Whether funded by the government or not,
NGOs represent the opinion of civil society and its groups and can therefore
directly influence the formation of public opinion in their own countries and
abroad. Therefore, we can say that non-governmental organizations can claim the
role of an independent actor in international relations with their own strategy and
interests, the main means of which is public diplomacy.

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THE ROLE OF JOURNALIST UNDER CONDITIONS OF DIGITAL
TRANSFORMATIONS IN MEDIA FIELD

Abstract. The introduction of digital technologies into the field of social
communication resulted in a range of significant changes, in particular, those
concerning the role of journalists in new conditions. There are three main ways of
expression of this influence: economic (change in the conditions of media
business); diversification of media actors and the need to stand out among them;
broadening the range of professional skills and self-realization of journalists.

Keywords: digitalization, journalism, citizen journalism, information
environment.

The rapid development of digital technologies, along with the fundamental
impact on the economy, has also identified significant transformations in the field
of social communications and journalism in particular. The access of new actors to
a field that used to be exclusively journalists ’domain has led to unprecedented
changes. The changes affected both the composition of institutions, the professional
infrastructure of news, journalistic processes and practices and the established ideas
about the role of journalists. In view of this, it seems important to bring to the
attention of scholars the question of the impact of the new digital environment on
the formation of a new type of journalism and how journalists understand their own
role in society.

According to Thomas Hanitzsch, journalistic roles can be divided into four
main categories - normative, cognitive, practiced, and narrated, which conceptually
correspond to the notion what journalists should do; what they want to do; what
they actually do and what they think they do (Hanitzsch, 2017). Each of the
categories should be studied using different approaches and methods aimed at
revealing different embodiments of modern journalism. Therefore, modern
researchers are interested not only in how the roles of journalists change from the
point of view of society, but also in the ways journalists themselves perceive their
work in modern conditions.

There are three main ways in which the introduction of digital technologies
has changed the professional roles of journalists. The first, economic, is related to
the transformation of the media business in the context of digitalization. These
include the economic downturn in the media industry, the resulting job cuts for
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journalists, the forced transition to freelance work, and the efforts of media
organizations to remain profitable, sometimes through their loss of autonomy
(O'Donnell et al., 2012).

The second dimension of the impact of digitalization on journalism is related
to the entry of new actors into the traditional journalistic professional field. The
most striking manifestation of this process is citizen journalism or participatory
journalism, which is interpreted as the inclusion and active role of public citizens
in the processes of collecting, publishing, analyzing and disseminating news and
information. Digital tools and means have enabled ordinary citizens to create their
own content, which with some limitations can be called journalism. These actors in
the information environment are seen to occupy an intermediate position between
traditional journalists and the audience, between the news producer and their
consumer (Carlson & Lewis, 2015). At the same time, we cannot exclude a wider
range of content creators who take on the function of information and
entertainment: bloggers, activists and scholars seeking to shape public discourse,
business journalists and news startups who want to build a new type of media
business, etc. They blog on popular social networks, create content for the media
on an irregular basis, entertain or inform the audience and are often sources of hews
for the media. Their activities show a blurring of lines between journalism and the
blogosphere.

These transformations require the change in perception of the audience,
which can no longer be seen as a passive recipient of the information product, but
must be regarded as an audience with which journalists should cooperate at all
stages of working with information. One of the tools for such interaction is the so-
called network journalism, a concept that combines the efforts of professionals and
amateurs to obtain a true story and sharing facts, questions, answers, ideas, views,
etc. (Kroll, 2015). It has become a familiar ecosystem for journalists, although there
are no established procedures and standards for public relations. At the same time,
fundamental things such as filtering, verification, data analysis, editing, packaging,
etc. remain unchanged in the role of a journalist, although the tools for their
implementation have changed significantly to digital.

Another important factor in changing the role of journalists is the
requirements of the modern digital environment for the work of journalists, in
particular the mastery and active use of digital technologies. This means that most
of the work today is done by journalists outside the editorial office, which is a
significant challenge for traditional journalism. The latter was usually associated
with the newsroom discourse, which defined the professional skills valued in the
profession (Usher, 2014). Thus, the requirements for digital competence and the
need to have modern tools go beyond the newsroom, which is no longer thought of
as a reference point for journalists. They are increasingly involved in various
specialized projects and ventures. The field of professional realization of journalists
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is expanding and begins to cover all types of communication - PR, content
management in social networks, etc. (Manfiedi Sinchez et al., 2019).

Thus, the role of journalists is a complex concept that encompasses not only
the objective reflection of the functions of journalists in the public consciousness,
but also the self-understanding of journalists. Digitalization, which has become an
essential condition of modernity, has led to changes in these roles. There are three
main ways in which the impact of digitalization on the transformation of the roles
of journalists: economic (significant change in the conditions of media business);
diversification of actors in the information field and the need to stand out among
the players; expanding the range of professional skills and self-realization.

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HOW IS THE APPROACH TO READING CHANGED IN THE MODERN
DIGITALIZED SOCIETY

Abstract. The Information Age has brought forward a "new paradigm for
reading." This article focuses on the issues of reading and consumption of
information: the speed of transmission and perception of information; sources and
carriers of information in modern society; change of vocabulary. It is shown that
the traditional printed (paper) book and the new possibilities of Internet
technologies should become complementary sources of information.

Keywords: transitive society, digitalization, reading, Internet
communications, clip thinking.

Modern society is a complex and rather dynamic phenomenon, the
consideration of the mechanisms and processes of which today cannot be
accommodated within the framework of one paradigm or scientific approach. That
is why, in different directions of modern scientific thought, research projects are
emerging and actively developing, reflecting on the topic of modernity and the
changeability of the world (Asmolov, 2015).
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The concept of "transitivity” well characterizes the state of modern society.
There are many discrepancies in the disclosure of the concept of transitivity as a
transitional stage in the existence of society.

Specialists in various fields of social knowledge complicate the
understanding of the content side of this transition. However, regardless of the
model and the parameters identified, one way or another, most authors agree on
such key criteria of a modern transitive society as the uncertainty and multiplicity
of social choices (Dubovskaya, 2014).

Accelerating the pace of life and trying to keep up with everything in order
to keep abreast of events changes the information context by simplifying it. People's
ideas about space-time boundaries are changing very quickly, the need for both a
quick transformation of their own ideas about the world and the exchange of these
ideas is actualized. Internet communications and virtual interactions directly affect
these accelerations and changes.

Producers of consumed information content have learned to adapt to modern
people and are investing huge amounts of money in the development of the film
industry and books, resorting to simpler texts filled with short phrases with weak
logical connections.

The psychology of perception of modern children is changing - this is
already a medical fact: it is more difficult for them to concentrate attention and
perceive information by ear, their thinking has become more visual than linguistic.

For hundreds of years, the book, literature remained the main source of
information about the world - historical, cultural, natural-scientific, psychological.

Reading as a type of cognitive and informational activity occupies a special
place in the structure of personality formation. It forms mental activity, is the basis
for the development, training and education of a person. Reading is the result of
cultural experience, the degree of mastery of which depends to a large extent on
social conditions, educational level and age.

Today the situation is changing: reading, in fact, has ceased to be the main
channel through which information flows. Today you can be a perfectly educated
person without having read practically anything in your life.

In the course of the development and implementation of digital technologies,
digitalization has affected and influenced all aspects of human activity.

Reading habits have changed, the presentation of information and the
structure of texts in literature have changed. A “digital generation” has emerged
that lives in the digital space in the context of its two-way interaction. This
generation is used to consuming information in short, concise sentences, preferably
with visual support.

This is clearly seen in the education sector. In many countries, school and
university reforms are being developed to introduce smart devices into the learning
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process. Studies show that interactive classes are more effective and generate more
interest among students, new information is easier and faster to digest.

For all the usefulness and positiveness of this interaction, one should
understand and take into account its negative side, as well as the problems of
digitization that appear when it is introduced into very important areas for a person
- communication, education.

The younger generation is used to thinking in pictures, phrases, in other
words - clips. Clip thinking is called a global transformation of human nature and
a huge problem for the modern generation.

Clip thinking is convenient for commerce and advertising. Advertising is
aimed at emotion, not thought.

After the research carried out in 2010 by the Russian philosopher and
culturologist K.G. Frumkin identified 5 main reasons for the emergence of clip
thinking:

1. Development of modern technologies, and, accordingly, an increase in the
information flow;

2. The need to accept more information;

3. Multitasking;

4. Acceleration of the pace of life and attempts to keep up with everything
to keep abreast of events;

5. The growth of democracy and dialogue at different levels of the social
system.

The peculiarities of "clip" are the speed of data processing, the
predominance of visual perception, problems with the perception of a long linear
sequence and homogeneous information. This is directly opposite to the conceptual
thinking described by L.S. Vygotsky, which allows a person to find and highlight
the essential features of objects, easily delve into information and carry out its
analytical review. Anyone who has a conceptual type of thinking thoroughly studies
and analyzes information, but because of this time it takes more processing. Such
people are often called "people of the book™ by psychologists.

In conditions of an accelerated rhythm, a person needs to be multitasking
and able to perform several actions at the same time. Information comes in chaotic
streams, and a person does not always have time for deep and focused analysis.

Literature, the book invites its readers to the psychogenic world, the world
of images created by natural human communication, and the cyberspace of the
Internet is a technogenic world that lives by laws (algorithms). ...

The book contains a part of the spirituality of its author, his energy, which
appeals to the spirituality of the reader, conveys an emotional mood.

Today we are faced with the task of finding a balance of these two
complementary types of information acquisition, which will help preserve the
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cultural heritage of mankind, including books, and promptly and voluminously
bring information to its consumer.

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LOCALISATION IN UKRAINIAN VIDEO GAMING INDUSTRY

Abstract. The article discusses the state of the gaming industry in Ukraine,
characterizes the concept of localization of games, and revises its history and its
impact on the culture of gaming. The problems of the Ukrainian localization and
the reasons behind them are considered.

Keywords: Gaming industry, localization, translation, cultural adaptation,
video games.

Computer games are a very promising and profitable business in today's
world. This type of recreation is no longer seen as children's entertainment, which
is not worth the attention of adults. The development of cybersport as a full-fledged
competition - which requires skills such as concentration, attention, teamwork,
quick reaction, etc. - has contributed to the development of gaming around the
world. In addition, computer games are a large market. In 2020, the revenue from
the worldwide PC gaming market was estimated at almost 37 billion U.S. dollars,
while the mobile gaming market generated an estimated income of over 77 billion
U.S. dollars.

Ukrainian developers are also gradually conquering this niche. Many
European gamers know such companies as GSC Game World (developers of the
game series S.T.A.L.K.E.R and "Cossacks"), PERSHA STUDIA (cooperates with
Wargaming), and 4A Games (gave us a series of games called "Metro™). However,
there are many difficulties in creating games. This is painstaking and long-term
work that requires maximum effort and considerable material costs, Not only do
programmers work on the game, but also screenwriters, artists, designers, editors,
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composers, actors, dubbing actors, etc. An exciting game with incredible gameplay
and impressive graphics can emerge only because of teamwork

As you can see, the video game market is not news for Ukrainian
entrepreneurs and consumers. But to enter this field it must be qualitatively
localized to be sold abroad (if it is a Ukrainian developer) or in the Ukrainian (if it
is a representative of a foreign corporation) market.

Video game localization is the translation of text and/or sound of video
games in languages other than the original, as well as their adaptation to other
cultures. Localization can be done for commercial purposes to sell video games in
other regions, or non-commercially, just to make the game clearer to players who
are expected to already know the game in another language. Localization involves
making changes to game files, rewriting them, according to the language and
cultural characteristics of the target audience. Localization does not change the
general concept of the game, unlike text/sound modifications that, for example, can
turn a serious video game into a humorous one.

There may be a situation where you need to match the gender or number of
some words with others. For example, if a player has the choice to play for a man
or a woman, it affects the appeal to his character. All this involves either using
neutral words or creating several warrants of subtitles and audio tracks for each
case.

In addition, word games, idioms can be part of game puzzles and their literal
translation will make the game impossible, which encourages looking for matches
in the language in which the game is localized. Localization is also part of the
adaptation of text and sound to cultural realities. For example, things that are
obvious to the Japanese will be incomprehensible to Americans, which should be
corrected by replacing words or whole sentences.

In the process of localization there is a frequent phenomenon when for
various reasons the translator does not have access to the game itself, which means
that the localizer is detached from the game world, they are unable to address its
context in a difficult translating situation. Sometimes developers add comments to
facilitate the translation process, but usually, the localizer is left alone with the text.

The need for localization for the sale of the game first arose in the 1980s,
when the developers of the Japanese game Pac-Man corrected the transliteration to
"Puck-Man", but when releasing the game in the US decided to return the original
name because "Puck" can be seen as a veiled swear word.

An important issue in the localization of early video games in the 1980s was
the limitation of word length. Therefore, the translated text had to be either equal
to the original or shorter. This was especially true for games for NES and SNES.

Budgets and production times were often short, resulting in both confusing
and inaccurate translations or rewriting. In addition, there were no special tools for
localization, so the process required programming knowledge. Programmers who
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did not speak the language of the target audience properly sometimes performed
early localizations. Such decisions could lead to the fact that the original and
localized versions became in practice different games. Sometimes the poor quality
of the translation contributed to the popularity of the game, as in the case of the
translation of Zero Wing, the phrase from which "All your base are belong to us™
became an early Internet meme.

In the early 2000s, technology allowed the text to be saved in ASCII lines
rather than image format, as was common, making it easier to process and providing
more storage space for text. Improved audio capabilities and voice propagation
have created new challenges and localization capabilities, making dubbing be able
to use. As the graphics improved and the games relied more on cinematography,
more attention had to be paid to synchronizing lip movements with language, as
well as gestures that may have different cultural specifics.

A large number of dialogues, including high-budget RPGs, characterizes
modern video games. For example, the team responsible for localizing Fable 1l in
five languages consisted of 270 actors and 130 employees. The dialogue texts for
Star Wars: The Old Republic contained a text comparable to 40 novels.

The localization of video games in Ukrainian appeared almost at the same
time as video games in Ukraine, but for a long time, it was purely amateur.
Translations were usually made from Russian, which was officially distributed in
the CIS. The main reasons for the lack of Ukrainian localization in video games are
the attitude to Ukraine as a former country of the Soviet Union, where everyone
should understand Russian; and the cost of additional localization in Ukrainian.
This situation of the Ukrainian language is caused by historical factors, as in the
past the Ukrainian language was suppressed in every possible way, which hindered
its full development. This is one of the reasons that hinder the Ukrainianization of
the gaming industry in the country. Most often, even the players themselves,
choosing the language of the game, habitually choose Russian, because they are
sure that the Ukrainian localization is absent. Article 27 of the Law on Language
obliges to provide computer programs distributed on the territory of Ukraine with
a user interface in the Ukrainian language, which in terms of volume and content
must contain no less information than foreign language versions of such interface.
However, this provision comes into force only in the summer of 2022.

Only in 2010 did some enthusiasts manage to sign contracts with video game
publishers. Thus, the official Ukrainian localization was given to Valve games, such
as Counter-Strike: GO, Dota 2, Dota Underlords, Half-Life: Alyx, as well as
Kingdom Come: Deliverance, Metro 2033, The Sinking City, and others. However,
publishers are usually not interested in having the Ukrainian language in the game,
believing that it does not have enough impact on sales. Only a few games, such as
Cradle, received Ukrainian localization immediately after its release. Some studios,
released games in Ukraine first in Russian, then performed their localizations in
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Ukrainian. This is how translations of the S.T.A.L.K.E.R, Kozaki, Metro 2033
series appeared. As of 2021, more than a thousand video game products (games and
additions to them) have official localization in Ukrainian. However, most of them
are small indie games, localized by enthusiasts in collaboration with publishers.
Most of them are distributed on the Steam platform. A professional translator
translates about 50,000 words of video game text per month.

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PRINCIPLES OF BUILDING SCALABLE APPLICATIONS USING
THE FLUTTER FRAMEWORK AND CLEAN ARCHITECTURE

Abstract. This dissertation is about using Flutter in the development of
scalable and well-tested applications. We will analyze the pros and cons of the
approaches that Clean Architecture offers and partially its implementation in the
Flutter environment.

Flutter is an open source software framework for creating applications for
Android, i0S, Linux, Mac, Windows, Google Fuchsia, as well as the Web platform
developed by Google.

For better performance, versions of Flutter that target Android and iOS are
pre-compiled (AOT).

When developing applications, it is often necessary to make improvements
that range from simple changes or corrections of non-critical errors to large-scale
transfers to other platforms of the environment with which the application works or
a complete redesign with the addition of new functionality. If the application was
poorly planned from the beginning, any changes can be a big waste of time, or a
loss of productivity of the application.

There are many ways to design an application architecture, and one of them
is Clean Architecture. Pure architecture is a software development philosophy that
divides project elements into ring levels. An important goal of a clean architecture
is to give developers a way to organize code so that it encapsulates business logic
but keeps it separate from the delivery mechanism.

The main rule of pure architecture is that code dependencies can only be
moved from the outer levels inwards. Code at the internal levels may not know the
function at the external levels. Variables, functions, and classes (any entities) that
exist at the external levels cannot be mentioned at the more internal levels. It is
recommended that data formats remain separate between levels.

Usually, when implementing a clean architecture in projects, the entire
source code is divided into 3 major levels, namely data, domain, and presentation.
For convenience, the application is logically divided into features, and each feature
is divided into three levels, which were mentioned above. It is also almost always
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necessary to establish a connection between the features of the application, for this
purpose the project creates a module called core, which will house all the entities
that are used in several features of the application.

Consider the essences of the three main levels in terms of implementation
using the Flutter framework:

The presentation layer contains everything that is responsible for the user's
relationship with the application, namely widgets and classes that are responsible
for managing the status of these widgets such as ChangeNotifier or BloC / Cubit
(represented by the flutter_bloc package). This level is linked to the next domain
through UseCase classes.

The domain level consists of UseCase classes, entities, and repository
interfaces. UseCase is responsible for calling application-specific functions. They
directly depend on the interfaces of the repositories, which in turn describe the
entire business logic of the application. Entities are data from your application, such
as the UserEntity or ProductEntity entity, that symbolize a user or product,
respectively.

The data layer is responsible for interacting with external services and data
sources. This level includes DataSource classes (data sources that depend on
external services. Usually LocalDataSource and RemoteDataSource). These classes
interact with a database, API, or cloud service and return models. Models are
derived from entities, but implement methods that then allow you to create entities
from external sources that the application initially receives in other formats (Json,
XML). This level also includes the implementation of repository interfaces from
the domain level, which in turn depend on DataSource classes.

The core module can include all of the above entities, provided they are used
in multiple features of the application at the same time. This module also includes
all auxiliary base classes, extensions, navigation, networking, auxiliary functions,
exception classes, errors and the main application widget.

This project structure allows you to create the most scalable applications,
while maintaining the purity of the source code. At the same time, we get almost
complete independence from external services, and the ability to cover 100% of the
functionality with automatic tests, which opens the way for development by TDD.

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COMBINED USE OF BLUEPRINTS AND C++ WHEN DEVELOPING
VIDEO GAMES IN UNREAL ENGINE

Abstract. This dissertation talks about the use of Blueprints and C++ when
developing games in Unreal Engine and their combined use. Consider the scope of
their application, advantages and disadvantages.

Keywords: programming; visual programming; video game development;
C++; Unreal Engine; blueprints.
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Unreal Engine is a gaming engine developed and maintained by Epic Games.
The first game created on this engine - appeared in 1998. Since then, various
versions of the engine have been used in more than a hundred games and other
projects. This is one of the most popular gaming engines in the world. It was used
to create such famous games as Fortnite, PUBG, Star Wars Jedi: Fallen Order,
Valorant and others.

Written in C ++, the engine allows you to create games for most operating
systems and platforms: Microsoft Windows, Linux, Mac OS; Xbox consoles,
PlayStation, etc., as well as various portable devices, such as Apple and Android
devices. (The first work with iOS was presented in 2009, in 2010 the engine was
demonstrated on a device with webQOS).

In the engine you can write game logic in C++, as well as with the help of a
visual programming system - Blueprint. Unreal Engine's Blueprint visual scripting
system is a complete gameplay scripting system based on the concept of using a
node-based interface to create gameplay elements from Unreal Editor. Like many
common scripting languages, it is used to define object-oriented classes or objects
in a solution.

Blueprint is better than C ++ in the early stages of development. It does not
require the installation of an additional IDE, and also offers fast iterations. And the
block syntax of blueprints is understandable not only to programmers, but also to
those who are familiar with similar interfaces in content creation programs - such
as designers or artists. But if you look at game development in general, in the long
run, the classic approach to programming shows its advantages. Even the Epic
Games themselves point out that blue prints are not code, but data, so they should
be treated accordingly. For example, some general logic still needs to be passed to
the code. For the same reason, blueprints cannot be "merged", that is to combine
the results of development. Therefore, they have to be blocked separately so as not
to create conflicts and lose the work done. Even several people can work with the
classic code at the same time, but the result of their work in one file is usually still
very easy to combine.

Finally, blueprints beat performance because they compile into bytecode that
runs on a virtual machine built into the engine. Yes, they can be nativized, that is,
turn Blueprint logic into C ++ files, but even the developers of Epic recommend
not to abuse it. And in terms of GOMS-analysis, pressing a keyboard key is faster
than moving a mouse. This in no way eliminates the convenience of a visual editor,
but with autocomplete and other syntactic features of modern IDEs, writing code is
easier and faster than creating a graph in blueprints. Although useful keyboard
shortcuts and shortcuts in Unreal Engine also make life easier.

If a programmer needs to work with Tick-functions, or he uses some
complex mathematics and spatial queries (for example, LineTrace), it is better to
make it all in C ++. Partly because of these features, Epic Games is considering
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creating a separate scripting language to implement game logic in Unreal Engine.
However, blueprints are a very powerful tool, which in Unreal Engine 4 is used not
only to build game logic, but also to work with animation and Niagara effects
system. Therefore, each studio must find the right balance between Blueprints and
C ++. For example, technical designers at Riot Games used blueprints in Valorant
only to create character abilities.

Epic Games themselves recommend the use of blueprints, when the project
has a lot of links to content, and its logic works primarily on the visual component.
They will also be useful in prototyping, straightforward or rarely used logic that is
not part of the main architecture. Anything that doesn't benefit from C ++ in terms
of performance, scalability and stability can also be created in Blueprints.

Well, it is better to work with C ++ if the functionality is used in more than
one place and includes complex elements - such as saving games or network code.
If the project continues to expand, it is also better to create it with the help of
classical programming - it helps to carefully maintain the logic and stability of the
code.

So, on UEA4 there are 2 options for creating a program: Blueprint and C ++.
If you take a pure implementation without mixing languages, then C ++, at the cost
of higher development, offers flexibility, increased productivity, the creation of
complex Al (for example, for RTS) and online gaming capability. Using Blueprint
in its purest form is hardly possible to create complex resource-intensive games.
The best option, as always, is somewhere in the middle - the best result can be
achieved if the team uses Blueprint and C++. Each tool is well suited for its tasks.

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THE ROLE OF A LEADER IN PREVENTING CORRUPTION

Abstract. The corruption is one of the biggest evils which spreads into all
the spheres enables the development of the body, in spite of all other positive efforts
and measures applied. Ukraine is now on the way to looking for a working method
for fighting this problem. Administrative decisions, ethical leadership and the
influence of leader are key factors that produce a basis for solving corruption issues.

Keywords: corruption, leadership, compliance, integrity, responsibility,
role of a leader.

Cases of corruption in the media are reported almost daily. When humanity
reached a new level of economic relations, we realized how much corruption is
actually causing harm to society and how much it has infiltrated our lives.

According to a Transparency International survey, Ukraine's Corruption
Perceptions Index (CPI) has grown by 3 points over the past year. With 33 points
out of 100 possible, we received 117th place out of 180 countries in the SRI list.
Next to us in the ranking are Egypt, Africa's Esvatini (Swaziland), Nepal, Sierra
Leone and Zambia - all of these countries also scored 33 points in the CPI 2020.
Despite slight improvements, the level of corruption in Ukraine remains very high
and requires radical change. Among the countries bordering us, only in Russia the
situation is worse - 30/100 points (Transparency International Ukraine, 2020).

Currently, people working in business, education, economics, public service
and other spheres of public life are looking for ways to prevent corruption and help
solve problems in relevant institutions. According to the Kyiv International
Institute of Sociology (KIIS) monitoring study, the majority of respondents named
punitive methods as the most effective measures to combat corruption: to ensure
the inevitability of criminal penalties for corruption (58.4% indicated three main
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measures, including 23.9% - as the first choice), to deprive MPs of parliamentary
immunity (56.2% indicated among the three main, 29% - as a priority) and dismiss
officials from work with a ban on further holding a similar position (53% indicated,
in including 12.2% - as the first choice).

Speaking of all the above methods and techniques, people usually forget
about one key factor in combating corruption, namely the role of the leader of the
organization in this complex process. The influence exerted by the leader is
spreading as fast as a forest fire. A corrupt leader is a corrupt organization.
Conversely, if the company has a good leader, then his organization will have a
reputation, and corruption will exist separately.

Every leader, institution or even state must be aware that people expect
decisions that will lead to positive change. This is what is called the political will
of the leader. Failure to understand the consequences can lead to significant
corruption, financial and reputational losses. The leader must be careful with his
influence on people and be sure that they are moving in the right direction.

In our study, we would like to consider the role of the concept of ethical
leadership as one of the important factors in combating corruption.

To combat corruption, it is necessary to create standards of integrity of the
organization. This process consists of 5 parts. The first part is good leadership,
which is formed by good behavior and good decision-making. The second is the
widely used Code of Conduct, which consists of regulations, rules and standards.
The third part is to create a culture of ethical action that includes values and a strong
reputation. The fourth part is related to the establishment of maximum
transparency, anti-corruption measures to promote the formation of the necessary
awareness of people to understand the processes of leveling the impact of
corruption. Finally, the process of forming a integrity structure consists of
information systems, protection from retaliation and disclosure of financial
information. All these factors contribute to a better world. Good governance can
put an end to corruption if there is full transparency, as in the Nordic countries,
protection of people who report cases of opacity and corruption. Moreover,
confidentiality and ethical development contribute to good leadership, good action,
decision-making and awareness (Dubinsky, 2022).

A striking example of the implementation of the concept of good leadership
in the fight against corruption is the actions of the Thai Institute of Directors.
Corruption has long been a serious problem in Thailand. Until 2010, there were no
initiatives in Thailand that went beyond government anti-corruption policy and
public sector reforms, such as anti-corruption regulation, strengthening conflict of
interest legislation, or improving public procurement rules. The situation changed
in 2010 when the Center for International Private Enterprise (CIPE) and the Thai
Institute of Directors (I0D) launched an innovative collective action program that
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demonstrated that businesses are not only interested in reducing corruption, but also
willing and committed to taking concrete action. steps to combat it.

With the assistance of CIPE, 10D has assembled a growing coalition of anti-
corruption companies and business associations. To join this coalition, the company
signs the 10D Declaration on Collective Action Against Corruption, a document
that outlines tangible and concrete steps the company must take to actively reduce
the risks of corruption from its employees, managers and suppliers. This anti-
corruption coalition of the private sector includes the largest companies operating
in Thailand, both Thai and multinational, as well as the most influential business
associations in the country. The CIPE and 10D estimate that the coalition represents
more than 15 percent of Thailand's entire economy and more than one million
workers.

A clear case of the role of leadership in leveling the role of corruption in the
institution is the case of Ukrposhta. Until a few years ago, Ukrposhta was one of
the most corrupt government customers, and its tenders were regularly reported on
by investigative journalists. Everything changed in 2016, when the company was
headed by a new top management. It was then that Oleksandr Nakhod, who had
previously played an important role in public procurement reform and was the first
director of Prozorro, became Ukrposhta's Deputy Procurement Director.

Over these 4 years, Ukrposhta has already saved over UAH 1 billion on
purchases from Prozorro and has an average of 3.63 bids at its auctions (while the
average in Ukraine is 2.4) (Brown, Mitchell, 2010).

In an interview with Prozorro, Oleksandr Nakhod identifies 3 main factors
needed for anti-corruption change. First, the desire for change must go beyond the
organization. Therefore, we need to think focusing on internal local changes, we
need to act more broadly and globally. The second key factor is the role of the first
person of the company. This person must be as impartial as possible, have strong
principles of integrity and be able to make important and difficult decisions in
difficult situations (Corruption Ethical Systems, 2018). The last factor highlighted
by Alexander was the rapid change of team and market conditions. Without a
change of team, it is impossible to change the vector of development and quality of
work of the company. People who have already proven their so-called corruption
should not get a second chance.

The link between leadership and corruption is obvious, as people in power
usually commit the most serious acts of corruption. Presidents, CEOs, and other
powerful people who were entrusted with governing countries and organizations
dared to betray the trust of their followers. Corruption arises primarily from poor
governance and the lack of established anti-corruption standards of the
organization. The concept of good leadership has repeatedly proven and continues
to prove its effectiveness in practice. The examples of the Thai University of
Directors and Ukrposhta are good practices, and there should be more. Leadership
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and corruption are two interrelated and interdependent concepts, a high level of
integrity-led leadership enables the development of a new level of institution of any
size, and high-level corruption can be said to put an end to its prospects (Corruption
in Ukraine, n.d).

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IMPROVEMENT OF LEGISLATION IN THE FIELD OF
REINTEGRATION OF TEMPORARILY OCCUPIED TERRITORIES

Abstract. This article discusses the prospects for improving the existing
mechanisms for the reintegration of the temporarily occupied territorial entities.
The preconditions for the formation of the optimal legal mechanism for the
diplomatic settlement of modern international conflicts related to the occupation of
territories are considered. Three key principles are derived on which de-occupation
agreements should be based.

Keywords: reintegration of occupied territories, regional stability, regional
security and peace, de-occupation, international collaboration.
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For Ukraine today, the issue of liberating the temporarily occupied part of
Donbass is extremely important. A peaceful resolution of the conflict in the
occupied Ukrainian territories through purely diplomatic means could set a
significant precedent for resolving similar conflicts in the future for many
problematic situations around the world.

The word occupation comes from the Latin word occupatio, which literally
translates as "conquest”. According to the legal meaning of this word, it includes
primarily the illegal occupation of the territory of one state by the troops of another.
In this context, the term occupation and its general understanding were introduced
by the 1907 Hague Convention.

After the Second World War, the importance of international organizations
and negotiations in resolving international conflicts increased enormously. The
Geneva Convention of 1949 added many points aimed at protecting civilians in the
occupied territories (Safonov, 2021). However, even today there is no clear and
well-defined procedure for resolving occupation conflicts (Bramsen, 2019).

Increasingly, in order to avoid international isolation and responsibility for
the occupation of other countries, states are hiding their involvement in hostilities
and occupation, and instead of open hostilities are waging so-called hybrid warfare,
using terrorist and guerrilla warfare instead of open hostilities (Gorbulin, 2017).

The occupation of parts of Donetsk and Luhansk regions of Ukraine by the
Russian Federation is also hybrid: the occupier does not de jure recognize that it
has occupied the occupied territories, but de facto retains control over them through
local quasi-state entities.

The Ukrainian problem of consolidating the status of the occupied territories
due to the hybrid nature of the war is not the first of its kind. Quasi-state entities
such as the Transnistrian Republic in Moldova, as well as Abkhazia and South
Ossetia in Georgia are based on the same principle. The de facto occupied territories
are presented to the world community as separate states claiming independence
(Edmund, 2021).

Thus, in an effort to legally resolve the pressing issues of hybrid-occupied
territories, three main principles can be identified that should be laid down in the
foundations of legal agreements on de-occupation.

I. The priority of demilitarization and security over the approval of political
agreements of any kind between the states involved in the conflict. In order to
ensure further stability and finality in resolving the conflict, the direct
implementation of any agreement in a purely demilitarized, peaceful and secure
environment is extremely important. If de-occupation is not preceded by
demilitarization and the complete withdrawal of troops from the occupied
territories, it cannot be considered de-occupation in the true sense of the word.

II. The presence of international peacekeeping contingents is the second
condition that should be a prerequisite for legal de-occupation. An international
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interim administration over the occupied region by peacekeepers is needed to
ensure the transparency of its de-occupation before the entire world community and
the parties to the conflict.

I11. Direct negotiations with the country that initiated the aggression, and not
with quasi-state formations in the occupied territories, in order to prevent the
possibility of evading responsibility from the occupiers (Tanaka, 2018).

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SOCIAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF
VOLUNTEERS AND THEIR MANIFESTATION OF HELPING
BEHAVIOR

Abstract. In the framework of current issues related to volunteer activities,
we conducted an experimental study in which volunteers tried to study the socio-
psychological characteristics and the manifestations of helping behavior on the
example of volunteers. In the process of implementing this experiment, the goals
set were achieved, and it is to examine the manifestations of helping behavior of
volunteers in relationship with socio-psychological characteristics.

Keywords: altruism, prosocial behavior, free work.

Socio-psychological characteristics of volunteers have a terminological and
contextual manifold, which indicates a variety of interpretations of the essence of
socio-psychological entities. The main thing in the formation of a socio-
psychological characteristic remains the life path, which is based on the worldview,
that is guided by an individual. Depending on the life path, certain qualities and
features, interests and inclinations are developing. All this begins with the family
and public education through which the person passes.

There are several social and psychological components of the identity of the
volunteer are: empathy, emotional intelligence, courage in decision-making and
value-sense sphere. Under the value-semantic sphere, the characteristics and
actions that motivate and determine its decisions are understood under the values.
Therefore, the value-semantic sphere, it is necessary to determine the nature of the
relationship between values and meanings. According to many authors, value is
awareness and adoption of their meaning of life. For an individual, values are the
main ones based on its constant relationships to the main spheres of their life: to
the world, to themselves and other people.
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Helping behavior is mean benefiting other people. It does not matter that the
assistant motivation is important only that the recipient is assisted. This is different
from a more general term "prosocial behavior" and from a more specific term
"altruistic behavior". Assistance turns out to be volunteers who consciously choose
the activity that is aimed at assisting anyone in need.

The problematic of our work is determined by the lack of scientific research
in this area and the growing interest in the problems of helping behavior. The study
of the social and psychological characteristics of volunteers and the manifestation
of helping behavior by them will give us an opportunity in the future to understand
why, in such an individualistic and turbulent time, the phenomena we study did not
exhaust themselves, but, on the contrary, acquired new forms.

Thus, we made an attempt to investigate the socio-psychological
characteristics of volunteers and the manifestation of helping behavior.
Volunteering is a contribution of time, effort and support on people who needs help,
it is free of charge. Volunteers are people with inherent forms of altruistic behavior,
engaging in socially useful activities for free, as well as making their unique
contribution to the development of society, using a variety of skills, knowledge and
experience.

The purpose of our experimental study is to study social psychological
characteristics of volunteers and the manifestation of helping behavior.

In the course of the study, several hypotheses were nominated, but we will
consider the main, which was that volunteers more often show helping behavior in
any conditions than non-volunteers.

Two groups of respondents took part in our experimental study: volunteers
(experimental group) and non-volunteers (control group).

The study was conducted individually that is in full-time and in online
format. Our experimental research consisted of three stages: experiment; filling the
author's questionnaire; filling out an online questionnaire.

First stage of research. The first stage of the study can be considered the
main part. The experiment assumed a personal meeting with each participant, so
one location was chosen for the experiment where a further study was taken. The
respondents asked to become a member of the experiment, while not called the
main topic and the purpose of the study, in order not to form any installations.

The psychologist-researcher sent a letter: "Hello, | ask you to take part in
experimental research work, which is aimed at studying sustainable personality
traits. You need to come to the appointed place and time to go through the Lucher
Test. It will take a maximum of 20 minutes of your time. "After that, the
respondents themselves decided on what day and at what time they were more
convenient to come, but the place was indicated by the psychologist-researcher.

On the day of the appointment of a meeting, a psychologist-researcher and
the " submelor " test, came to the meeting place in 10 minutes. At the beginning,
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the researcher and the subject, proceed to the fulfillment of a false task. Then, a
stranger can be taken as the subject for the research A false man was a young girl
of 19 years old. After the respondent began to perform the task (to undergo a Lucher
Test), a passing person approached and asked to assist. Further, the fake subject is
suitable and asked or help. The request for help sounded like this: "Sorry, could
you not walk me home, | feel bad and, | think I will not reach myself".

After that, the respondent had to decide: had to decide whether they want to
help or not. In the event that he decided to help, a stacnifier showed the road to a
pre-built route. After assisting, the subject revealed the true purpose of the
experiment and asked to fill out the questionnaire. In the situation of refusal to help,
a passing person, just leaving, and the respondent was given the opportunity to
finish performing the tasks. After that, the true goal of the experiment was also
revealed and the author's profile was given to fill. The time of the experiment was
15-20 minutes.

The second stage of the study. After the main stage, the respondents were
asked to answer the questions of the author's questionnaire. The author's profile was
compiled by a psychologist-researcher prepared in a printed format on paper. The
time of filling the questionnaire was 10-15 minutes.

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Third stage of research. The last stage of the study was conducted an online
mode. Each respondent personally was sent to the mail questionnaire in Google
Form format. The questionnaire consisted of three techniques, which diagnosed the
value-semantic sphere, prosocial behavior and level of care. The psychologist-
researcher was in touch, all the time, until the respondent filled the questionnaire,
in order to answer the questions and explain the instructions in case of its
misunderstanding. The time given to fill in questionnaire was 50 minutes.

According to the data obtained, we found out that volunteers are more likely
to show helpful behavior in unforeseen conditions, compared with non-volunteers.
Volunteers provided assistance more often than who were not volunteers. It has
been experimentally established that women volunteers and non-volunteers are
more likely to provide assistance than men. This is due to the fact that, in our study,
women have more pronounced altruistic trait, namely a sense of empathy. Men tend
to be more rational about unforeseen situations and think about the consequences.

Currently, several significant problems associated with the relevance of
charitable organizations and foundations can be distinguished. Nevertheless, there
are people who are a bridge between various non-profit non-government
organization and a weak population that can assist. Persons who assist others are
called volunteers. Volunteer is a person who is ready to assist free of charge.
Various non-profit charitable organizations make it possible not only to satisfy the
internal need to assist, but also discover talents. So, for example, there are
charitable races, where many sports lovers can combine any activity with the
benefit of others, while some participants can detect love of sports. Also, providing
assistance to poor families, disabled children or orphans, people engaged in
volunteering may face other people's challenges, as a result of which, many values
and priorities change.

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THE ROLE OF HARDINESS IN THE INDIVIDUAL SOCIALIZATION

Abstract. Successful functioning during times of stress is a necessary
personality trait. Hardiness can be formed in the process of socialization.

Keywords: stress tolerance, challenge, commitment, control, socialization
institutions.

The problem of psychological stress in recent decades has attracted the
interest of various scientists due to the steady increase in negative events in our
lives, due to the increasing influence of extreme factors of technogenic, social,
environmental, biological, political and other nature. All this, of course, leaves
traces on the psychological status of individuals, negatively affects the
psychological well-being, leading to the development of psychogenic diseases.
These impacts and mental reactions, in turn, affect a person's performance, affect
the personal sphere, interpersonal relationships, and affect professional longevity
(Zhuravlev, Sergienko, 2011).

As a consequence, the ability of a person to cope with stress becomes an
important quality necessary for the successful socialization of the individual. In the
development of stability, resistance to stress, an important role, in our opinion, is
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played by such institutions of socialization as the family, preschool children’s
institutions, school, university, labor collective. After all, as you know, a person
develops not only according to biological, but also according to social laws. As
G. M. Andreeva writes, a person is not born as a person, he becomes one in the
process of his life activity (Andreeva, 2001).

Among the qualities that help a person cope successfully with stressful
situations, psychologists distinguish hardiness, a sense of coherence, self-efficacy,
an internal locus of control, optimism, etc. In this article, we want to consider one
of them, namely the hardiness of a person.

In psychology, the term "hardiness" was introduced by S. Maddy and
S. Kobbas (Rasskazova, Leontiev, 2011). Hardiness research began with the
discovery of a contradiction: it turned out that for some people, changes are
debilitating stressors, while for creative people, changes act as stimulating factors
that provoke development. In 1975, a 12-year study began at the Illinois Telephone
Company, each year the managers of this company underwent psychological and
medical studies. Based on the results of these studies, the authors identified this
psychological phenomenon (Maddi, 1998).

Hardiness in their model is seen as a system of human beliefs about the
world, about themselves, about other people. These beliefs are activators of human
behavior, which helps to prevent the negative effects of stress. The belief of a
cancer patient at the last stage of the disease that he will immediately recover is not
hardiness, but the belief that a lot depends on him and that he is able to influence
his life is hardiness. Hardiness beliefs have the formula: "if I ... then I can."
Hardiness lies in the courage to acknowledge the presence of stress and the courage
to try to turn stress into an advantage. A person with hardiness beliefs will try to
change the situation that causes stress into a favorable one, but if the situation
cannot be changed, resilient coping will take the form of compensatory self-
development (Rasskazova, Leontiev, 2011).

According to S. Cobbas and S. Maddy, resilience includes 3 components:
commitment, control and challenge. Let's consider them in more detail.

Commitment refers to a person's enjoyment of their own activities. In
contrast, the absence of such a conviction creates a sense of rejection, a feeling of
being “outside” of life.

Control is the belief that the struggle allows you to influence the outcome of
what is happening. The opposite of this is the feeling of helplessness. A person with
highly developed control feels that he chooses his own activity, his own path.

Challenge - the conviction that everything that happens contributes to
development - due to knowledge gained from experience (whether positive or
negative). A person who considers life as a way of gaining experience is ready to
act in the absence of reliable guarantees of success, at his own peril and risk,
considering the desire for simple comfort and security to impoverish the life of an
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individual. Challenge is based on the idea of development through the active
assimilation of knowledge from experience and their subsequent use (Leontiev and
Rasskazova, 2006; Rasskazova and Leontiev, 2011).

D. Koshaba's research was also aimed at finding an answer to the question:
is hardiness an innate characteristic or an acquired one? The results of this study
showed that managers with high hardiness rated early family life as highly stressful,
and they also described being their parents' only hope for a good future. Apparently,
hardiness is formed and developed starting from childhood. Thus, existential
courage is not innate, but acquired. Nietzsche also wrote about this: “Whatever
doesn’t kill me makes me stronger” (Maddi, 1998).

If we consider this issue in relation to the process of socialization, in our
opinion, hardiness can and should be developed at every step in the development
of the individual. In particular, building and maintaining hardiness depends on
relationships with parents. As noted by S. Maddi, for the development of the
component of commitment, acceptance and support, love and approval from
parents is fundamentally important. For the development of control, it is important
to support the child's initiative, his desire to cope with tasks of ever-increasing
complexity on the verge of his capabilities. For the development of challenge, the
richness of impressions, the variability and heterogeneity of the environment are
important. The next step in the process of becoming a part of society is going to
kindergarten, then to school. At these stages of socialization, it is important for the
development of hardiness and the personality as a whole that the emergence of new
activities that become more complicated in accordance with the age of the child,
the emergence and assimilation of new social roles, the development of awareness,
and so on. When entering a university, the components of hardiness also continue
to progress due to different tasks, independent work, heterogeneity of the
environment, and the richness of impressions of student years. According to
S. Maddi, hardiness in adults can be developed by showing successful behaviors
and giving feedback on unsuccessful actions (Maddi, 1998).

Summing up in this article, we can say that stress has become a companion
of our lives. One of the most important personality traits that allows a person to
function successfully is hardiness. This quality can be developed in the process of
socialization of the individual.
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SOCIAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL ADAPTATION OF STUDENTS WITH
DISABLED HEALTH OPPORTUNITIES IN HIGHER EDUCATIONAL
INSTITUTIONS

Abstract. This article discusses the adaptation of students with disabilities
in higher educational institutions. What problems do students with disabilities face?

Keywords: adaptation, maladjustment, stress, disability, disabilities,
student, attention, memory, learning, socio-psychological.

The problem of adapting a student to an educational institution has always
been relevant, but it has never been as acute as it is now. Admission to the first year
entails significant changes in a student's life, its adaptation takes on average one
year, adaptation of a student with disabilities can take up to three years.

The student's activity is related to the learning process, is to master the
constantly increasing volume of material. Adaptation of students to study at the
university is characterized by a sharp change in conditions and dynamism.
Admission to the first year is a significant moment in the transition of a young
student to adulthood. On each course, the adaptation process has its own
characteristics. For example, the first course is considered the apogee of stress, the
stage that determines the status in the team and the social role of the student. The
effectiveness of adaptation is directly related to health, immunity and body
resources. The basic features of the higher mental functions of students with
disabilities and disabilities include: rapid fatigue, slow workability in the process,
poor switching ability, the need for rest and abstraction from work, as well as a
reduced volume of short-term memory (Shinina, 2011). Experts note that an
ordinary person can voluntarily hold attention (7 £+ 2) minutes. For students with
disabilities and disabilities, this time is much less (Icemontas, 2013).

And now in the Kokand State Pedagogical Institute, as in all higher
educational institutions, students with disabilities with disabilities are trained from
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childhood. Such students have the opportunity to get higher education in different
areas such as pedagogy and psychology, defectology, fine arts, history and others.
Students are assigned tutors and student volunteers who help students with
disabilities to take part in various activities, study new topics, go on excursions,
etc. At the initial stage of training, students are faced with a complex of problems,
both at the psychological level, intellectually and physically.

Consider the factors that a student needs to adapt to in the process of
studying at a university.

1. A large amount of diverse information. In addition to the standard block
of general education subjects, the student also receives specialized skills. Most
students are looking to improve their qualifications, so they research additional
information. It is natural that an increase in information leads to an increase in
activity intensity.

2. Stress factor. In the first year, the student is constantly under the influence
of emotional factors. The freshman constantly overcomes difficulties; the
effectiveness of adaptation depends on the speed of overcoming. Naturally, the
period of the session becomes the peak of emotional stress. The examination period
becomes critical and the most difficult for the student to adapt. It is the intellectual
and emotional sphere that has increased requirements. The degree of tension
directly depends on the preparedness of the student and the resources of the
organism.

3. Decreased physical activity. With admission to the university, physical
inactivity increases. Education at the university (with the exception of training in
specialized sports universities) involves:

- Small muscle loads;

Lack of movement;

Low level of energy consumption;
Monotony of movements;

Long-term fixation of the forced posture;
Impoverishment of motor activity.

To prevent the processes of maladjustment in students, it is necessary to
carry out: psychological trainings, psychological correction, preventive care,
psychological assistance.

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THE PROCESS OF GOAL-SETTING IN THE SOCIAL FORM OF
INTERACTION — NEGOTIATIONS

Abstract. The focus of this work is that targeting along with the already
known (motivational profile of the individual, social attributes, etc.) can influence
social behavior in the negotiation process.

Keywords: Society, interaction, communication, achieving a result.
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The negotiations have become more and more interesting for researchers in
various branches of science, as they have shown themselves to be an indispensable
part of human social activity. Whether it is a bazaar, a birthday menu or a business
meeting at which a deal is made. The relevance of this work is determined by the
fact that few studies of the negotiating process in terms of targeting have been
carried out. Modern entrepreneurs and businesspeople face a question of how to
achieve their goal in negotiations in a quick and efficient way, with the greatest
profit or the least loss for their company. The process of shaping goals and
objectives is a process that undoubtedly influences the way negotiations are
structured and helps to control and vary its strategy in negotiations. In addition to
providing a blueprint for action in the negotiations, the right articulation of the goal
helps negotiators build a sound strategy for achieving an outcome. The ability to
shape goals in a way that is realistic and achievable in a negotiating process is
becoming increasingly relevant - this requires an understanding of the criteria on
which the goals are based.

An analysis of the achievement of a certain objective as the basis of the
negotiation process has been undertaken on an ad hoc basis. It is worth noting that
the focus of the targeting analysis will be on the subject of the negotiations. First
of all, the subject is understood as an active participant in the negotiating process.
That is, the person builds his or her own style of behavior in the negotiations. This
raises the question of the point at which a goal is formed and how it influences a
style of behavior. We can assume that the goal is emerging in the pre-negotiation
process. The target may look like an end result (for example, getting the most profit,
agreeing to pay) or may represent unproductive expectations (for example, | am
going to win). The origin of the target may be a particular influence. If the goal
comes from the individual, it will show a high degree of interest in achieving it.
But this is rare, most often we are in a situation of defined objectives from outside
(for example, if a company makes a deal and you negotiate, then a person is only a
means to an outcome). In such a case, it is necessary to create an environment in
which the individual accepts this objective as his own, or else he may not be able
to persevere and to exert the necessary level of effort to achieve it. Thus, already in
the pre-negotiation process, the person has the priority of the desired result. The
preparatory phase of the negotiation process also consists analyzing conditions in
which the negotiations will take place and collecting information on opponents. We
assume that it is at this stage that the negotiating strategy, which may be summed
up as an attempt to accomplish:

- One-way win - loss.

- Two-way win — loss.

However, two (sometimes more) than one party participate in the
negotiations, and each party appears to be an active negotiator. Thus, two activities
are involved. Each side has a goal to achieve, and each side is already thinking
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about the desired outcome. Once negotiations have begun, the choice of strategy
begins. The choice of strategy depends on the assessment of the environment and
the comparison of that assessment with the criteria of the goal. If the goal is clear,
meaningful (achieving a result), the atmosphere is favorable to victory, the party
makes its demands to achieve the goal. This is the first step in the negotiations. The
first step can be said to be the theoretical planning of the strategy. This theoretical
experience comes from person’s past experience (sometimes not from his own, but
the one he has got through learning process). Opponents also make such a move.
Here it is also worth noting the temporal characteristic of the target. If the goal is
delayed, a slow and meticulous negotiating strategy will be chosen, focusing on
each item. In the event that the target is nearby, a quick-action tactic will be chosen,
taking into account all negotiating points as much as possible.

Some of the opponent’s tactics can make it difficult to achieve a
result. Override alternative moves or offer a surrogate. In this case, the objective
can serve as an internal censor that does not allow for a departure from the intended
achievement. With the help of this censor, we compare the obtained picture of what
is happening with our own experience and present a solution that will bring us as
close as possible to achieving the goal. In this way, we can speak of a struggle
between two objectives. When the goals clash strongly, a conflict of interest arises,
which can lead to a shift in the negotiating style from soft and compromise to rigid
and categorical. The question of concessions is also interesting. At what point does
the assignment agreement take place and what role does the purpose play? We can
assume that concessions to the opposing party can be accepted if they do not have
a significant impact on the achievement of our planned result.

The final stage of the negotiation process is the adoption of a final decision.
At this stage, the objective is also present as an "assessment" component. In this
case, the resulting situation is compared with the expected outcome and a decision
is taken. If there are strong differences with the expected outcome, the negotiation
process will continue (if possible). The question arises, however, as to how
significant or insignificant the decoupling of the achieved and expected image of
the objective should be in order to accept the result.

We thus see that the objective can play an integral role in the negotiating
process.
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SPOUSAL CONFLICTS AND METHODS OF THEIR RESOLUTION

Abstract. The conflict has existed since the emergence in society of groups
of people bound by common obligations, feelings, ties of kinship. Even the greatest
love one day comes to a certain stage when lovers of each other become unbearable
together. Romance is replaced by a series of quarrels, and an impenetrable wall of
incomprehension appears in every conversation. Everyone meets with it. But the
only difference is that some couples stay together no matter what, while others get
divorced.

Keywords: family, collision, behavior, attitude, decision.

As a rule, any conflict is generated not by one, but by a complex of reasons,
among which one can conditionally single out the main one. It is impossible to
avoid conflicts, but depending on the behavior of the participants in the conflict
situation and the ways to get out of it, any conflict can be made constructive. This
is especially important for married life, it is not for nothing that the proverb was
born: "Sweethearts scold - only amuse themselves." Conflicts aimed at resolving
emerging interpersonal problems between spouses can either destroy the marriage,
or give it new colors.

The accumulation of resentment in a marital relationship is a huge problem
that can change the life of a family for the worse. This is reflected in
communication, in the character traits of family members, burdens them, manifests
itself in depressive states, distrust of each other and anxiety. The solution to this
problem is very important for the psychology of family relationships. To prevent
conflicts, you can follow the rules: Always remember that any of our careless
statements due to the escalation of conflict genes can lead to conflict. The price is
high for a word, which, as you know, "does not fly out - you will not catch it."
Show empathy for the interlocutor, your other half, get rid of the desire for
superiority. The famous Chinese thinker Lao Tzu taught: “Rivers and streams give
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their water to the seas because they are below them. In the same way, a person,
wishing to be exalted, must keep himself lower than others. " All sorts of
manifestations of superiority are a dead-end path leading in the opposite direction
from reconciliation and understanding of each other. Since a person - a source of
conflict genes - causes a negative reaction from others who value a calm
environment. The conflict between spouses is like a weed in a vegetable garden:
the conflict situation is the root of the weed, and the incident is the part on the
surface. It is clear that by cutting off the tops of the weed, but without touching the
root, we will only strengthen its work to extract nutrients from the soil that are so
necessary for cultivated plants. And finding the root after that is more difficult. The
same is with the conflict: without eliminating the conflict situation, we create
conditions for the deepening of the conflict. A conflict situation is a diagnosis called
conflict. Only a correct diagnosis gives hope for healing.

The resolution of the conflict is possible through the negotiation process. It
is often used in family therapy. In this case, it is necessary:

- 50 that this interaction is meaningful for both spouses;

- so that both spouses are aware of the need to resolve this conflict situation;

- 50 that both spouses are ready to recognize the other's right to have such a
position and interests.

The “mediator” model is a way when spouses turn to a third party, but it is
not the third party who makes the decision, but the spouses themselves. The
psychotherapist or psychologist here creates the conditions and organizes the very
process of interaction between the parties. Many family therapists and
psychologists adhere to the “mediator” model in the practice of family counseling.

Conducting a conversation with one of the spouses. Establishing contact,
collecting information not only about the conflict, but also about both of its
participants, their interests, positions, relationships. During the conversation, it
becomes clear:

1) the range of problems to be discussed, resolved during the consultation;

2) determination of the desired result;

3) reaching an agreement on the procedure for dealing with a conflict
situation, including experiencing it again.

Conversation with the second spouse. There may be problems in establishing
contact, passivity or a lot of assertiveness. The tasks are the same and plus:

1) encourage the other half to be more active or restrained in expressing their
emotions and feelings;

2) remove the barrier in relation to the intermediary, since this spouse was
not the first to consult, then there may be distrust, suspicion, accusation of bias.

Next comes the analysis of the results of the mediator's meeting and
determination of the possibility of negotiations (joint consultation of both spouses),
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their readiness for joint interaction. Sometimes the mediator will hold not one but
several preliminary meetings with each party.

During a joint consultation, the mediator contacts both Spouses, outlining
the range of identified problems, discussing the rules of conduct for the spouses
and the procedure for working on problems. When an agreement is reached, we
turn to the main part of the negotiations.

During the main part, the mediator displays the problems in portions,
discussing them:

- reacts to any positive steps, actions of the spouses;

- pays equal attention to both spouses;

- attracts spouses to moments of unity and harmony.

The final stage is reached only when agreement is reached on a number of
issues, a unanimous opinion.

Based on this model, we see that the conflict resolution process consists of
at least three stages:

- preparatory - diagnostics of the conflict;

- development of a conflict resolution strategy;

- direct practical activities to resolve the conflict.

There are five main styles of conflict resolution described and used in
foreign conflict management training programs. These are styles: competition,
evasion, accommodation, cooperation, compromise. The characteristics of these
styles, the tactics of their choice and the technology of application are described by
the American researcher of the problems of conflict management, Doctor of
Philosophy D.G. Scott in Conflicts, Ways to Overcome Them.

Competition style - is used when the subject is very active and intends to go
to the resolution of the conflict, trying to satisfy first of all his own needs, to the
detriment of another, forcing him to accept his solution to the problem.

The style of evasion is used in a situation where the subject is not sure of a
positive solution to the conflict, or when he does not want to spend energy on
resolving it, or in those cases when he feels wrong.

The style of adaptation is characterized by the fact that the subject acts in
conjunction with others, without seeking to defend his interests. He gives in to his
opponent and resigns himself to his dominance. This style should be used when
you feel that by yielding in something, you have little to lose. In the case of using
the device, the subject seeks to work out a solution that satisfies both parties.

Style of cooperation - in realizing it, the subject actively participates in
resolving the conflict, while defending his interests, but trying, together with
another subject, to look for ways to achieve a mutually beneficial result.

Compromise style - manifested in the fact that both sides of the conflict are
looking for a solution to the problem based on mutual concessions.
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Of course, such a wide range of ways to resolve conflicts is not accidental.
We have already noted that the degree of tension in conflicts can be different. It is
she who determines the choice of one or another method of resolution. The higher
the degree of development of tension, the more spiritual efforts will be required
from us to find a way out of the situation and the more "strong" in its effect should
be the method of resolving conflicts, therefore, you need to find the right way as
soon as possible and use it.
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ATTITUDES TOWARDS CONFLICT INTERACTION IN
THE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT

Abstract. In this article | am to describe the attitudes towards conflict
interaction in the educational environment, addressing teacher-student; teacher-
teacher; teacher-administration; parent teacher relationships.

Keywords: teacher, student, parent, contradiction, education, relationship,
conflict.

In the system of school education, one of the key stages is precisely the
formation of society. In educational institutions, the basis of the intellectually
literate population of the country is being nurtured. The school provides us with
that very psychological stability, together with the institution of the family.
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In the current period of the country's development, there is a transformation
and transformation that requires a scientific understanding of the process. New
trends in the educational environment are determined, which, as a result, leads to
the presence of contradictions and conflict situations. The high level of
computerization of the educational process, new forms of control over the quality
of education contribute to the revision of norms and values in the educational
process. New forms of possible contradictions appear in the school environment.

There are objective contradictions between teachers and parents, which
gives us the basis for further research of this phenomenon.

Consequences of the transitivity of society, The emergence of a new
technological and information space. At present, we see civilizational, and not only
social, changes, this is associated with the emergence not only of computerization,
but with the emergence of new technologies, a new technological society. New
technologies have become a part of the life of modern people, and the influence is
becoming more widespread and global. We are entering another era, perhaps a new
civilizational era, when a technological society has already passed into the next
stage, in which technology is hot something external to humans. A person perceives
informatization as a part of his own everyday life, a way of a fulfilling life and the
possibility of the most comfortable life in society. Often, comparisons are made of
technical equipment as a continuation of a person’'s mental abilities, and not just as
a tool of labor. One can, apparently, say that technical means are integrated into
people's lives, determine the specifics of the perception of the world, interaction
with objects, communication with others. Modern means of communication and
transportation have transformed both the space-time continuum itself and our
understanding of it.

Transition to a new stage of informatization, the introduction of online
platforms in education, difficulties in interaction in the teacher-psychologist-parent
triad. The frequency of conflict situations in the online space between a teacher and
a parent.

Insufficient elaboration of a new interaction format. Another serious
problem is the discrepancy between the expectations of teachers and parents
regarding the behavior, hobbies and future of adolescents. The reason for this
discrepancy is largely due to differences in the system of value orientations of
teachers and parents, and, first of all, their attitude to education, the value of
knowledge, and creative activity. For the most part, teachers (at least in surveys and
guestionnaires) mark these values as leading and evaluate children and adolescents
based on their compliance with these values. At the same time, for many parents,
the value of education is associated not with cognitive activity, but with admission
to college, success and career.

One of the tasks of psychological science is to "monitor” the attitudes of
communicative interaction in a rapidly changing reality. This will help to better
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understand the cultural and historical specificity of existing models of constructive
conflict resolution, as well as to offer recommendations for conflict resolution, the
possibility of identifying new ways of interaction, based on the current cultural and
historical situation.

At the same time, over the past three years, the degree of criticality of
adolescents and young people in relation to information received from electronic
media, mainly television, has grown significantly. This criticality applies to all
types of information - advertising, entertainment, news. At the same time, the
confidence in the information received from the Internet has not diminished.
Another point to which attention should be paid is related to the fact that for a large
group of adolescents and young people, the Internet is not only a means of
entertainment, but also a way of obtaining information and even learning.

This phenomenon has affected not only adolescents, but also younger
schoolchildren, as well as the sphere of preschool education: they all actively use
all kinds of gadgets in the learning process. All this proves to us the need for a more
thorough study of the influence of all types of information, virtual methods of
communication on the mental state of a modern person.

The need to develop systems for the prevention of conflict situations in
communication between teachers and parents. (Mediation). Possibility of
informatization of the mediator's work.

At the moment, in our society, there is a large number of crimes committed
by adolescents precisely on the territory of educational institutions. What directs
the psychological community to study the issue of conflict interaction as deeply as
possible in the direction of interest to us. There is a need and a need for the study
and definition of the specifics of conflicts in the educational process at all levels.

The greatest attention in modern scientific literature is paid to conflicts
arising in the process of interaction between students, the reasons for adolescent
aggression, bullying, and trends in the growth of school violence. The relevance of
this topic is due to the fact that these conflicts are in the greatest risk zone,
developing into situations that threaten human life. It should be noted that there are
significantly fewer studies devoted to the analysis of trends, characteristics and
factors of conflict situations, the subject of which is the teacher. The inability to
manage school conflicts in practice, find the best ways to prevent and resolve them
negatively affects the organization of the educational process. At present, the object
of pedagogical influence is mainly schoolchildren, while teachers and parents
remain out of sight.

Today, the formation of conflictological competencies among teachers and
all participants in the educational process is becoming increasingly important. A
favorable psychological climate in the team (school, classroom, group), reducing
the influence of conflict factors existing in the educational environment, using
individual counseling methods, taking into account the personal component of the
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conflict participants will contribute to the harmonious development of the
personality of each student.

In this work, we will work out in most detail the attitudes towards conflict
interaction between teachers and parents and try to suggest the differences between
the preferred attitudes towards conflict interaction.

The main goal of the study is: comparison of attitudes towards conflict
interaction among participants in the educational process with different frequencies
of participation in conflicts. Analysis of the specifics, content, factors of the
emergence and development of attitudes towards conflict interaction in the
educational environment. It is also necessary to determine the main conflict risks,
designate the main contradictions to eliminate possible psychological
consequences for the participants in the educational process: teacher-student;
teacher-teacher; teacher-administration; parent teacher.

The problem of the interaction of participants in the educational environment
is becoming increasingly important in the modern school. Today, the teacher must
have the skills to prevent, regulate and resolve conflict situations in the educational
space.

The interest of the psychological community in the topic of pedagogical
conflicts is due to the following factors: 1) decrease in the standard of living of the
bulk of the population (socio-economic and political conditions);

2) high competitiveness of the social sphere (business, industrial relations);

3) changes in the previously established institutions for the upbringing and
socialization of the child;

4) weakening and change of value systems, cardinal transformation; 5) a
significant increase in the number of offenses;

6) change in the value approach to the teaching profession in society for the
worse; 7) difficulties in interpersonal relationships in the education system;

8) the authority of school management;

9) psychopathological communication style in many families.

Conflicts in the educational environment are a social phenomenon that, in
principle, is natural for a rapidly developing society, such as a modern educational
institution. The teacher in his activities must take into account the individual
psychological, age-specific characteristics of the student's personality, the social
situation of his development, have an idea of the child's social environment (family,
extracurricular activities, interests).

Many processes taking place in society and in pedagogical activity are the
problems of communicative culture. Therefore, it is important to introduce into
pedagogical practice "healing" technologies that contribute to reducing the factor
of conflict and the development of positive relationships in formal and informal
structures of the system of both school and out-of-school education.
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The origin of school conflict is often hidden from adults; in the company of
children and adolescents, disagreements often arise against their wishes, due to
different social status and upbringing. The decisive factor can be a minor fact that
contributes to the "breakdown" of the child.

It is this factor that most adults consider the beginning and the cause of
conflict. But the analysis of the latter case will not be effective if the participants
do not discuss other important issues for themselves related to the background of
the conflict, their past and future relationships.

Participants in a conflict situation at school, in most cases, will continue to
meet on the territory of the educational institution or in the same premises,
regardless of their own desires. It is sometimes more difficult to change an
educational institution in which a tense relationship has developed than it is for an
adult to change jobs. Therefore, for schoolchildren, it will be important not only to
find a way out of a particular situation, but also to change the attitude of peers,
teachers and parents towards it, to prevent a repetition of this in the future, and to
normalize relations.

Some situations that seem insignificant to adults traumatize adolescents for
years. We have learned more than once about protracted long-term conflicts, the
reasons for which no one remembered. Sometimes even adults (parents themselves)
tell us about their school conflicts, which have not been experienced so far. The
feeling of injustice does not leave them, although the situation already seems
trifling.

At the heart of the conflicts between teachers and parents are various
disagreements, namely:

Disagreements regarding the preferred models of education and training of
the student; They can relate to goals, methods and means used by both teachers and
parents. Interestingly, conflict interaction can be provoked by both parties: both the
teacher and the parent. Discontent becomes mutual in the process of conflict.

Disagreements concerning various aspects of the organization of the
educational process at school and the pedagogical activity of a particular teacher.
Most often, dissatisfaction is associated with the teacher's attitude to the student
and the quality of the education received.

Disagreements, as well as conflict situations take place in connection with
dissatisfaction with the teaching methods of practicing teachers; bias in assessing
the student's knowledge; unreasonable (in their opinion) specific assessment; the
teacher's lack of interest in the personality of the student; the use of information of
an intraschool nature by the teacher to the detriment of one or another student;
ignorance by the teacher of the interests of students; as well as humiliation and
insult of a child;

A conflict situation in interaction with parents can also be created by a
teacher, his dissatisfaction can be associated with the manifestation of aggression
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or prejudice towards the teacher on the part of the parent, as well as unreasonable
"nit-picking”, negative assessment of the teacher's professional activity. By actively
imposing one's own point of view, as the only possible one, drawing other students
and their parents into conflict interaction.

According to teachers, in conflict situations, parents rely solely on their
external observations, they judge teachers too superficially, not paying due
attention to their own child.

Assessing the role of parental influence on the educational process,
according to teachers, there is a lack of parental attention to school problems,

It follows from the above. With a common goal of raising a child, parents
and teachers take different positions in the educational process.

Conflicts between a teacher and a parent is a conflict between two adults
who take a pedagogical (similar) position regarding the upbringing of a child or
student. These conflicts can arise for various reasons, both from personal hostility,
and because of the education and upbringing of the child. These conflicts become
pedagogical only when they are focused on education, changing the personal
qualities of each other or their pupils.
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INFLUENCE OF FAMILY EDUCATION STYLE ON CHILD
PERSONALITY FORMATION

Abstract. The article examines the features of family upbringing styles as a
factor in the formation of a child's personality and their impact on the development
of the child, defines the concept of «family upbringing style», lists the principles
that influence its formation.

Keywords: family, personality, social environment, styles of family
education.

The family presupposes a complex social phenomenon that connects various
figures of social relations and processes. The family acts as a social group, which
has numerous functions that ensure the satisfaction of various human and social
needs. The family is considered to be the social group that a person most easily
compares with himself and also with his own hobbies.

Based on the above, it is impossible to overestimate the importance of raising
a child in a family. It is the family that is the main factor in human development.
Each family brings up a child in a unique way, with qualities and knowledge
inherent only in the family in which he grows up (Bodalev, Stolin, 2011).

Education within the family today is not only the transfer of a certain amount
of knowledge about society, man, nature to a child, but, above all, the upbringing
of an intellectually developed, creative personality, the formation of universal
moral values and beliefs, scientific worldview, ideals, aspirations, abilities, skills,
attention, will, feelings (Nesterova, Krivushina, 2017).
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The style of family education is a way of parents' relationship to the child,
their use of certain techniques and methods of influencing the child, expressed in a
peculiar manner of verbal treatment and interaction with the child (Sergeeva,
Nikitina, Nedvetskaya, 2015).

Each style of family education is characterized by different types of child-
parent relationships, the use of brothers and sisters, parents and grandparents of
different methods and means of influence. The importance of family education for
personal development is especially great, since the family is the first and most
important factor in the comprehensive development of a person, including personal,
intellectual and spiritual aspects. Under the style of family education I. S. Bubnov
and V. 1. Rerke understands «the totality of various ways of relations between
parents and a child, as well as the use of various methods, expressed in a peculiar
manner of verbal treatment and interaction with him, and means of pedagogical
influence» (Bubnova, Rerke, 2020:450).

In modern scientific and pedagogical literature, A.l. Petrova defines various
styles of relations between parents and their children: 1. Authoritarian style -
regulation by parents of children's behavior in accordance with standards.
Characterized by a threatening tone, trouble-free submission. 2. With a liberal style,
tolerance reigns, forgiveness of parents, demonstration of love for children. This
style of relationship is characterized by a lack of control over the development of
upbringing and the life of the child. 3. Democratic style - parents, flexibly
motivating their actions and demands, firmly achieve positive actions of children.
The child values independence, self-esteem. It is characterized by the recognition
of the rights of the child and taking into account his capabilities. The best
relationships between children and their parents develop precisely with this style of
relationship (Petrova, 2010).

American psychologist D. Baumrind identified two styles of parenting:
democratic and controlling (Baumrind, 1989).

The democratic style is characterized by the following parameters: a high
degree of verbal communication between parents and children, the involvement of
children in the discussion of family problems, the success of the child with the
willingness of parents to always come to the rescue, the desire of parents for an
objective view of the child.

Controlling the style is characterized by the fact that there are significant
limitations of the child's behavior in the absence of differences between parents and
children regarding disciplinary measures, there is a clear understanding of a sense
restrictions, requirements, parents are a child repeatedly, and consistently
recognized by the child as fair.

A. Varga and V. V. Stolin have identified 4 types of parental relationship
(Varga, 2013):
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1. Adopting authoritarian — warm attitude and acceptance of the child with
the requirements of social progress and achievements in the control in these areas;

2. Rejecting with elements of infantilization and social disability - emotional
rejection of the child, the attitude as younger than the real age, attribution of bad
inclinations;

3. Symbiotic - the desire to establish close and intense emotional contact
with the child, to participate in all the little things of his life;

4. Symbiotic-authoritarian - total control of the behavior of the child's mental
life, blocking the realization of the child's need for psychosocial identification.

As can be seen, the classifications of types of family education are based on
various criteria. But both domestic and foreign psychologists, studying the
peculiarities of upbringing, came to the conclusion that the formation of a child's
personal qualities largely depends on the style of communication and interaction in
the family. It is the family that gives the child the first practical skills of applying
ideas about life goals and values in relationships with other people.

Proceeding from the general situation and relying on the totality of all the
previously mentioned facts, it can be concluded that the lifestyle of the family, the
degree of culture and education, ideas about parenting, and the style of interaction
with children are of great importance directly in the development of individual
properties of children. The child learns the values, norms, traditions of the family
circle, and also imitates and develops those qualities and traits that dominate the
parents. It is very important that the relationship is based on love, respect,
understanding and support of the child. Any parenting style has a direct impact on
the development of a child's personality. Since they influence the formation of self-
determination, receptivity, self-control, in the formation of adaptive abilities and
the full process of personality formation.

All parents want their children to grow up to be self-confident people who
control their behavior and have a positive attitude to the world around them. Almost
all the author's classifications of parenting styles say that in order to raise sociable
and independent children, it is necessary to maintain a balance in family relations
between control and democracy.

Consequently, the family is a complex system of relationships between
spouses, parents, children, and other relatives, which determines how a little person
will grow up. Family education is the basis for the formation of a positive self-
perception of the child, the key to his future achievements.
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PREFERENCE FOR COMPETITIVE AND COOPERATIVE BEHAVIOR
STRATEGIES IN VIRTUAL AND REAL GROUPS

Abstract. This article explores two behavioral strategies. How people,
depending on the type of group, choose the most optimal strategy of behavior
Keywords: behavior, interaction, virtual reality, groups.

In the modern world, a large number of people use the Internet to
communicate and transfer information. A single virtual reality can unite completely
different people from different parts of the globe for a common goal. Thanks to the
Internet, the real world is virtualized, real objects are replaced by their images,
simulations (Bazarov, Shevchenko, 2010). In virtual reality, people often unite in
interest groups, as well as to solve some common problems, so this study will be
relevant for studying different behavioral strategies in different types of groups.

In our research, we study competitive and cooperative behavior strategies in
real and virtual groups. To begin with, let's define competitive and cooperative
behavior strategies. “Competition is one of the main forms of organizing social and
interpersonal interaction, characterized by the achievement of individual or group
goals, interests in conditions of confrontation with other individuals or groups
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seeking the same goals and interests. Competition is usually characterized by strong
personal involvement in the struggle, activation of the subject of action, and partial
depersonalization of ideas about the enemy. Competition, nevertheless, is
genetically linked to cooperation, since competitive interaction requires the
establishment of certain rules and regulatory sanctions, without which it
degenerates into open war” (Akhadova, 2004) In our case, competition as a type of
interpersonal interaction is considered from the point of view of social interaction,
when there is a clear goal and all actions of the participants are aimed at achieving
this goal.

Competition opens up new opportunities for the accumulation of knowledge
and experience, and one of the tools for such accumulation is cooperation.
Reversing the terms (competition and cooperation), we can conclude that these
phenomena are interrelated and complement each other.

In social psychological research, the concept of cooperation has gained
popularity thanks to the works of M. Deutsch. McDougall explained cooperation
through striving imitate another, which is a form of instinctive behavior
(McDougall, 2001). Cooperation is one of the main forms of organizing
interpersonal interaction, characterized by the joining of efforts of participants to
achieve a common goal while simultaneously dividing functions, roles and
responsibilities between them.

At the moment, the number of studies related to virtual reality is increasing,
due to the relevance of this topic. There are also noted tendencies that impede
effective behavior in complex virtual realities (McDougall, 2001). There is much
less research related to strategies of behavior in virtual groups, which is the
problematic of this area. So, the purpose of our study is to compare the severity of
cooperation/competition in solving group problems in real/virtual groups. The
hypotheses of our work reflect the assumptions that the behavior strategy of group
members (cooperation/competition) will depend on the type of group (real/virtual
and familiar/unfamiliar).

Students of higher educational institutions from 1 to 4 courses took part in
our research. Total number of 40 people, of which 20 people in a real group and 20
people in a virtual group.

The study used the following techniques: 1. Observation technique for
analyzing the process of interaction by R. Beils (Bales, 1972). 2. Self-report
questionnaire (Bazarov, Shevchenko, 2010).

Our research included observation of real groups as well as virtual groups.
In addition to the fact that we have collected real and virtual groups, we also
connected them according to the criterion of familiarity and unfamiliarity of people
with each other. In real and virtual groups, there were 2 groups each, in which
people were familiar with each other, as well as 2 groups of people who were
completely unfamiliar with each other.

The virtual group was created in the Telegram messenger, in which the
participants communicated only using video messages.

Also, for more accurate observation in a real group, the entire interaction
process was recorded on a video camera, in order to exclude possible omissions in
observation.

The data obtained as a result of empirical research were processed in
Microsoft Office Excel 2010 and in the SPSS 16 statistical package.

When calculating using the nonparametric Mann-Whitney method, we
confirmed our particular hypothesis that a cooperative strategy of behavior will
prevail in familiar groups. Our results show that in familiar groups, positive
emotions are much more pronounced than in unfamiliar groups.

Also, using the nonparametric Mann-Whitney method, we obtained data that
in real groups there is more expression of positive emotions than in virtual ones.
These results confirm our particular hypothesis that in real groups are dominated
by a cooperative strategy of behavior.

Two-way analysis of variance of the self-report questionnaire showed us that
in a virtual group, between acquaintances and strangers, there are differences in
satisfaction with the group’s work. For a more precise definition, we carried out the
nonparametric Mann-Whitney method and found that in virtual familiar groups,
the expression of satisfaction from all work came out more than in familiar real
groups. Also, Mann-Whitney showed that in virtual familiar groups, the severity of
satisfaction is higher than in virtual unfamiliar groups.

As a result of the study, we found that the manifestation of cooperative and
competitive behavior strategies is influenced by the group in which people interact.
We also found that the manifestation of a particular strategy of behavior is also
influenced by the satisfaction of a group member with interaction with other
participants in the process, as well as the entire atmosphere as a whole. The data
obtained in the future can serve as material for a deeper study of this area.
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YOUTH AND AGGRESSION: A COMPARATIVE STUDY
OF DIFFERENCES BETWEEN CIVILIANS AND MILITARY

Abstract. The article presents the results of a study, according to which
groups of civilian and military youth do not have significant differences in the level
of aggression and all tend to comply with socially accepted norms. Based on the
values obtained, men with military experience and men who witnessed hostilities
are slightly more likely than women to be physically aggressive.

NEGATIVE INFLUENCE OF THE MEDIA AND THE PROBLEM OF
PERSONALITY DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. This article examines the negative impact of mass media on
human consciousness. The article presents the concepts of such methods of media
influence as "suggestion™ and "persuasion”, describes the problems of socialization
of personality, the causes of which are the mass media.

Keywords: mass media, consciousness, personality, influence, suggestion,
persuasion.

The mass application of new technical means and information technologies,
which form the basis of the rapidly developing process of informatization, is
changing people's way of life. Electronic communication generates new forms of
communication, both professional and personal. A striking example is the Internet.
The development of this network and related technologies in the near future may
lead to the fact that it will become the leading media outlet, the main
telecommunications system. The strengthening of the communicative component
of social relations as a result of informatization is also reflected in the specifics of
personality development in the modern era.

In the modern world, the potential of the media has increased significantly,
which is due to the powerful development of modern means of production and
transmission of information. At the same time, as L. A. Myasnikova notes, "instead
of the society of information freedom predicted by D.Bell (“information
socialism™), where knowledge replaces commodity relations, a society with rigid
network unfreedom is being formed, where the essence of a person is even more
alienated from his existence than in an industrial society, and knowledge
increasingly becomes a commodity itself. There is a network alienation of labor,
which leads to the alienation of a person from a person"(Myasnikova, 2002). A
paradoxical situation is developing: the media both unite and separate people, make
the processes of communication and isolation more intense and polar.

B. S. Gershunsky, developing the main directions of pedagogical
forecasting, included in the nomenclature of problems in need of predictive
research, "pedagogical functions of mass media, press, circuses, etc."(Gershunsky,
1986). It should probably be considered the media as a specific communication.
"We all understand," wrote A. A. Bodalev, "that there can be no processes of work,
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learning, games, and the work of the mass media outside of communication with
each other"(Bodalev, 1987).

Over the past decade, people have become heavily dependent on the media
to get information about what is happening in the world around them.
Technological progress has facilitated the efficient and inexpensive dissemination
of information. People quite easily become dependent on information from the
media. This addiction leads to the fact that they cannot lead a decent social life
because they spend more time using different types of media rather than interacting
with the people around them.

The level of dependence of individuals on the media and the intensity of
media activity are closely related to the stability or instability of society and the
degree of social importance attached to the mass media as a source of information.
There are two main methods of forming and changing attitudes in a person's mind
with the help of the media - persuasion and suggestion. In order to convince the
media, they independently select and form the information disseminated in society.
Their subsequent actions largely depend on what information people receive.

The method of emotional influence, i.e. suggestion, has a more effective
influence on the masses compared to persuasion. Suggestion is a type of mental
influence, verbal or figurative, causing uncritical perception and assimilation of any
information. As a result, a person may have formed ideas that are completely untrue
or partially distorted, there may be motives for action without assessing their
motivation and purpose.

The popular opinion about the influence of mass media is that they do more
harm than good. Let's look at some of the negative consequences of social
networks:

- the most well-known disadvantage of the media is the dependence they
cause.

- people who are used to social networks spend hours every day watching
videos, photos and other content posted on the accounts they are watching.

- psychologists note the negative impact of social networks on people's
mental health.

- on-screen relationships replace real life relationships and social skills in
children and adolescents.

Scientists distinguish three levels of possible media exposure, namely
television violence. These levels — behavioral, affective (emotional) and cognitive
- relate to different types of manifestations of the impact of violent scenes. Research
results show that with regular viewing of violent scenes, viewers are becoming less
susceptible to violence on the screen and more willing to accept violence in real
life. Only a few studies have been devoted to the study of this effect, but the data
from two laboratory studies have become sufficient evidence to inspire confidence
in this hypothesis.
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In the course of one experiment, researchers found that children who were
exposed to violence, less inclined to seek help from adults when they witnessed a
fight between other children (Drabman & Thomas, 1974; Thomas, Horton,
Lippincott & Drabman, 1977). Other researchers found that children who watched
TV more than 25 hours per week, and experience less physiological arousal while
viewing scenes of violence than those children who watched TV for more than four
hours per week (Clim, 1973). Studies show that everyone, regardless of age, reacts
emotionally to media violence.

The researchers studied the reaction of viewers to TV programs containing
scenes of various kinds of violence, from bodily injury to threats of such. Emotional
manifestations of the impact of such scenes can follow immediately (fright,
anxiety) or continue for quite a long time (persistent fear, fear of becoming a victim
of a crime).

Many factors reduce the intensity of the impact of television images on the
perception of the audience. B. Gunter identified four main categories of these
factors, which he called levels of judgment: the specifics of the transmission; its
perception by the viewer and interpretation; the individual's personal attitude to
violence; the specifics of the situation (Gunter, 1987).

The influence of the media on the individual is inevitable. However, a
rational and critical analysis of its shortcomings can help mitigate its effects. The
best approach is to equip people with tools such as awareness and analysis.

In the modern era, in the context of the increasing pace of media
improvement, the possibilities of positive self-development of the individual
encounter a serious obstacle, which is called "mass culture”. This phenomenon
forms such personality traits as tactlessness, relativism, omnivore, unrestrained
consumerism. There is a point of view according to which a new type of so-called
"market personality" is emerging, described by Erich Fromm.

According to E. Fromm, the positive and negative sides of a person with a
market orientation are as follows:

- positive negative;
- purposeful taking advantage of the opportunity;
- ready to exchange inconsistent;
- youngish childish;
- looking forward regardless of the future or the past;
- afree-thinker without principles and values;
- sociable is not capable of solitude;
- experimenting aimless;
- non - dogmatic relativistic;
- effective overactive;
- inquisitive tactless;
- intelligent intelligent;
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- contact illegible;

- tolerant indifferent;

- witty silly;

- generous wasteful (Fromm, 1992).

In some essential aspects, the author can be quite supported. In modern
society, under the influence of the media, there are more and more people seeking
only one thing — to sell themselves more expensive.

In our opinion, can (and eventually, even if it will not be soon, should) to
become the institution that is able to raise a person spiritually. This is their vocation
in the future. Now, the media have as their main task to impartially reflect and bring
to the personality the events taking place in the world on a global scale, to
complement the influence of the groups that the personality belongs to. The media
is a conductor of spontaneous socialization, which should always be well organized
and debugged. The constructive experience of the education system in using the
media for the purpose of positive personal development should not be forgotten.

In general, it can be concluded that the problem of the negative influence of
mass media in all its variety of manifestations is one of the most important problems
of modern society, a comprehensive study of which is certainly relevant not only
from a scientific point of view, but also from the point of view of social
significance.
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SUBJECTIVE MARITAL SATISFACTION AND EXPERIENCES OF
LONELINESS IN YOUNG WOMEN (EXAMPLES FROM THE EARLY
STAGES OF MARRIED LIFE)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the subjective marital satisfaction of
women at first stages of their family life in relation to the factors that actualize the
feeling of loneliness in their subjective reality. Within the limits of empirical
research the description of subjective satisfaction with marriage of women at first
stages of family life in correlation with psychological features of their experience
of loneliness is given.

Keywords: subjective marital satisfaction, experience of loneliness,
psychological well-being, motives for marriage.

In recent decades there has been a crisis in the institution of the family,
accompanied by a decline in the stability of marriage. However, if we turn to the
problem of family development in Uzbekistan in comparison with the situation of
this issue at the global level and carry out a comparative analysis of the state of
family and marriage relations in the world, we can conclude that the situation in
the sphere of family and marriage relations in our Republic is relatively
favourable. Nevertheless, regardless of this, cultural stereotypes prescribing
compulsory marriage and its preservation do not take into account real relations in
family, attitude to a woman, her interests and psychological state in general, her
readiness or not readiness for marriage. Thus, these factors can lead to a subjective
feeling of loneliness and dissatisfaction with marriage among women, which can
lead to family conflicts and family breakdown.

The issue of marriage quality is one of the main issues in the study of the
family institution. One of the main indicators of family well-being is subjective
marital satisfaction. In the course of cohabitation of spouses there are significant
changes in the level of subjective satisfaction with marriage, largely determined
by the stage of the family development cycle, in which the couple is at the
moment. Thus, marital satisfaction plays a significant role in preserving family
stability, intrafamily favorable emotional background, affects the harmonious
construction of child-parent relationships. In times of crisis in the family system,
women are susceptible to the perception of negative feelings and emotions and
often feel lonely. The problem of loneliness has always been and remains one of
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the most pressing problems in psychology, which has been addressed at different
times by representatives of different trends.

In this study, we focused our interest on exploring the factors that influence
the experience of loneliness and its severity in marriage, which lead to feelings of
marital dissatisfaction among young women. The phenomenon of loneliness is
considered in the context of psychological well-being and marriage motives, using
a sample from Tashkent, which, in our opinion, allows us to see new facets of
family life that have not yet been addressed in other esearch studies. The aim of
the study was to examine the level of subjective satisfaction with marriage of
women in the early stages of family life in relation to the factors that actualize in
their subjective reality the feeling of loneliness.

The participants in the study were young women whose length of marriage
ranged from 1 to 10 years. The total number of respondents in the study was 101
women aged between 20 and 30. Of these, 67% were mothers of pre- school
children and 33% had no children.

Overall, based on the data collected during the study, our results confirmed
the relationship between subjective marital satisfaction in women in the first stages
of married life and the parameters of their psychological well-being. Autonomy
and the ability to control the environment contribute to higher marital satisfaction.
And experiencing a sense of loneliness reduces this phenomenon. The relationship
between the motives for entering into marriage and the experience of loneliness
and the formation of individual attitudes towards it has also been established. On
this basis, we can say that there are motives that increase or, on the contrary,
decrease the feeling of experiencing loneliness. Parameters of psychological well-
being such as autonomy, goals in life and personal growth reduce the feeling of
experiencing loneliness and influence the formation of positive attitudes towards
it. Anxiety, as an individual psychological feature of personality, reduces
subjective marital satisfaction in women. And the emergence of anxiety itself is
associated with the experience of loneliness. But it is worth noting the fact that
we have considered only a small part of those psychological aspects that may affect
the subject of our study. The results we obtained only extend our understanding of
the psychological reality of the phenomena of subjective marital satisfaction and
the experience of loneliness in young women.

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LEGAL SOCIALIZATION OF EARLY ADOLESCENCE CHILDREN IN
TERMS OF THE SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. The article notes the importance of legal socialization of
adolescents in order to build a free and well-ordered society, where citizens have a
high level of legal awareness and social activity. In addition, the need for early
adolescent legal socialization is noted, taking into account the fact that it is during
adolescence that basic social values are assimilated, communication skills are
acquired in society and a life position is developed.

Keywords: Teenagers, youth, legal attitudes, digitalization, training
program.

On September 25, 2015, 193 UN member states approved 17 Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs), which are global goals that will guide the actions of
the international community in the next 15 years (2016-2030). The 2030 Agenda
for Sustainable Development sets out a vision of a fairer, more peaceful world in
which no one is left without attention.

The Republic of Uzbekistan has also joined the international agenda on
sustainable development, announced at the UN Summit, and has committed itself
to implementing the Sustainable Development Goals until 2030 at the national
level.

Sustainable development is a problem of society, not the environment.
Significant progress is needed in the development of human potential by improving
education and healthcare, which, in particular, will lead to higher welfare and more

effective decisions in all spheres of human life.
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The social component of sustainable development is human-oriented and is
aimed at preserving the stability of social and cultural systems, including reducing
the number of destructive conflicts between people. To achieve sustainable
development, modern society will have to create a more effective decision-making
system that takes into account historical experience and encourages pluralism.
Relying on the expansion of human choice options as the main value, the concept
of sustainable development implies that a person should participate in the processes
that form the sphere of his/her life, facilitate the adoption and implementation of
decisions, monitor their execution.

In order to educate a law-abiding person with a high sense of responsibility
and positive legal attitudes, a person capable of adequate lawful behaviour and
conscious decision-making, it is necessary to carry out consistent purposeful and
systematic work on the implementation of legal socialization methods of the
younger generation.

According to the State Statistics Committee of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
almost a third of the population of Uzbekistan are children under 14 years of age.
The younger generation is the foundation of the future civil society of any country.
Despite the constant work of the state aimed at raising the level of legal awareness
of society, the problem of weak legal awareness and low legal culture remains
relevant in Uzbekistan today.

The process of legal socialization begins from early childhood. It proceeds
sequentially, according to the stages of mental development and the stages of
socialization of the individual. Various researchers write that it is in adolescence
that the process f legal socialization becomes systematic and the legal culture of a
particular person is born.

During adolescence, people begin to form an adult understanding of society
and its institutions. It is during this period that they decide to go beyond the closed
systems of the family and school in order to experience the norms of laws and rules
in various social contexts, where law enforcement is more connected with the adult
world.

«It would not be an exaggeration to say that the dyad "legal awareness -
adolescents" is the basis of the country's legal society in the future: "legal
awareness" mediates the construction of legal behavior of individual and collective
subjects, and adolescence is a stage of revaluation of old norms, rejection of
attitudes and ideas received in childhood (often conditional and fragmentary),
development of own values and attitudes, accumulation of theoretical knowledge
about law, obtaining the first legal experience, and, as a result, re-internalization
and systematization of primary legal socialization» (Lidak, 2015).

By the beginning of adolescence, as representatives of age and legal
psychology agree, the process of cognition of legal norms and relations is already
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meaningful, unlike previous age periods when norms were assimilated through
suggestion and imitation.

According to E.E. Boykin, V.A. Chernov, today we can observe various
positions and forecasts regarding such characteristics of society as the lack of
formation of moral position and value attitudes. In this regard, there are diverse
opinions, ranging, for example, from the apology of family values to the rejection
of the institution of the family in its classical sense. However, almost all theories in
one form or another say that the younger generation does not accept the ideals of
past generations, which, accordingly, makes us think about what ideals the legal
consciousness of citizens will be based on in 10 years (Boykina, Chernov, 2021).

Modern youth perceives many concepts differently than the older
generation, in particular, such a concept as "authority" no longer has such an
unambiguous meaning: firstly, the authorities of the past for minors and young
people either do not exist, or they are not as significant as for their parents, and
adults themselves are no longer absolute authorities for them, and secondly, the
symbiosis of such characteristics as: "curators of their own identity", "learning
through You Tube" (and other social networks) “extreme diversity and instability
of interests", "uncritical attitude to information”, “increasing the share of screen
time" and "preference for virtual face-to-face communication" (through platforms
such as, for example, Face-Time, Snap Chat), rather than through text exchange (e-
mail, sms, etc. - as millennials did, for example)" - lead, according to our
assessment, to the fact that the concept of "authority”" among centinials is rather
replaced by another concept, closer to the word "mentor”, from which a
representative of the new generation can take (including through social networks)
something for himself (Twenge, 2019).

The current generation of children is a generation that was born and grew up
in a constantly accessible and open Internet. This is the first generation whose
cognitive and psycho-emotional sphere has been influenced by digitalization since
birth. Information overload and depersonalization of virtual communication
significantly reduce responsibility for the quality of transmitted information.

In the mass consciousness of children, through free access to a huge amount
of information, there are changes in ideas about the boundaries of permissible and
unacceptable social behavior, about the rules and norms of behavior in society.
Moral concepts and beliefs that are formed in young children spontaneously under
the influence of misunderstood information from the Internet, books, independent
analysis of adult behavior, can be erroneous, immature or distorted, have the
character of misconceptions and cause deformation of moral principles.

Agents of legal socialization of adolescents and youth - family, school and
others, must realize that the channels and methods of social interaction have
changed a lot and continue to change. We need to try to find that point of "access"
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to the consciousness of young people, which will help to convey to them what we
would like to convey to them.

It should be noted that legal socialization is carried out directly in the
practical activity of a person (manifested through legal activity), while legal activity
is based on a theoretical springboard in the form of understanding legal norms, the
need to comply with them, legal awareness, trust in state bodies, which undoubtedly
depends on legal education.

For a more successful adaptation of younger adolescents to social and legal
life, for the formation of positive legal attitudes and legal consciousness, it is
necessary to conduct a theoretical analysis of the materials used in the country
aimed at the process of legal socialization of young adolescents for their
compliance with the age characteristics and interests of modern children. It is
necessary to study the mechanisms of information perception by modern
adolescents in order to develop and test a socio-psychological program of legal
training that will contribute to the successful development of socio-legal norms and
effectively influence the process of legal socialization of adolescents.
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NEUROPSYCHOLOGICAL STATUS OF LEFT-HANDED OLDER
PRESCHOOLERS

Abstract. During practice, I noticed that in schools, there are students who
write with their left hand. The question of left-handedness interested me, because |
am “left-handed”. Therefore, | wondered why some people write with their right
hand and others with their left. In the additional literature that | read, there was a
lot of interesting material about left-handedness, | wanted to bring the acquired
knowledge into a system. Lefty - a person who prefers using the left hand. The
antonym for the term "left-handed" is "right-handed”. Among people, left-handed
make up about 15%, that is, every seventh person. | again became interested, but
how many people in one certain school are left-handed. How does a left-handed
person live in a right-handed world. Thus, the purpose of the article identifying the
neuropsychological approach to the study of mental development in childhood.

Keywords: Neuropsychological approach, childhood, left-handedness.

The neuropsychological approach to the study of mental development in
childhood is one of the topical trends in psychology. One of the common
phenomena of childhood development is the child's left-handedness or preference
for the left hand, which is usually called left-handedness. However, left-
handedness, in contrast to true (born) left-handedness, in some cases, may be the
result of a delay in the formation of interhemispheric relationships. Today, this is
proved by the results of neuropsychological practice, in which, thanks to timely
psychocorrectional exercises, there are frequent cases when, as the functional
potential of the left hemisphere increases, a "magic transformation” of a left-hander
into a right-hander can occur (Semenovich, 2008). The study we wish to share here
was to determine the neuropsychological status of left-handed older preschool
children.

Neuropsychological data on the state of higher mental functions in children
of this age group can be used in the practice of specialists in preschool educational
institutions in order to create favorable pedagogical conditions for the development
of left-handed preschoolers, including in the process of preparing for school.

Today, in world practice, neuropsychological support for the development
of children is one of the most popular areas of psychology. At the same time,
according to the observations of practical psychologists, the mental and somatic
health of children has changed greatly over the past decades, the number of
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indicators of the prepathological and pathological status of the child has increased.
Moreover, this is noted even in cases when the child is “healthy”.

A theoretical analysis of the literature on the problem of left-handedness
indicates that left-handedness is a consequence of the special organization of
interhemispheric relationships. Within the framework of the theoretical part of the
program of our study, the nature of left-handedness was considered, it was shown
that its causes are ambiguous, the main provisions of the theory of interhemispheric
interaction and a brief review of works on neuropsychology of childhood were
described.

As a methodological apparatus, neuropsychological tests developed by
Alexander Luria were determined in accordance with the goals of this study. After
the selection of neuropsychological samples, it was important to decode the tasks
aimed at assessing speech functions, as well as instructions for all tests into the
Uzbek language, and, further, adapt them for presentation to children with the
Uzbek language of communication.

Thus, the study involved children of senior preschool age in the amount of
40 people studying in Russian and Uzbek classes. Based on the results of the study,
the following was obtained:

- Children with the leading left hand quite successfully coped with all
neuropsychological tests for praxis of hand posture, for visual gnosis, for the
perception of rhythms, for reproduction of rhythms, for oral praxis, for phonemic
hearing, for auditory-speech memory, for visual memory, for speech functions, for
understanding the meaning of the story, understanding the figurative meaning of
proverbs, understanding the logical and grammatical constructions, as well as with
the technique of copying the figure of Taylor and Ray-Osterritz and with the test
for the orientation of Benton's lines.

- Left-handed children distinguished themselves from right-handed children
by the results of tests for the perception and assessment of rhythmic structures
presented by ear. The volume of hearing-verbal memory turned out to be higher in
left-handed children with spoken Uzbek.

- Right-handed children with spoken Russian language of communication
better understood the figurative meaning of proverbs, they also coped better with
assignments for constructive praxis and orientation in space. Right-handed
children, with the spoken Uzbek language of communication, in contrast to
children, with the spoken Russian language of communication, successfully
reproduced tests for praxis posture.

The data obtained in the study were processed using the methods of
mathematical analysis. However, at the statistical level, we were unable to identify
any differences between the level of mental development of a group of children
with a preference for the left hand and a group of children with a preference for the
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right hand, as well as between children with Russian and Uzbek languages of
communication.

From the point of view of the tasks set in this study, all of them were
successfully implemented; nevertheless, the main conclusion that we made is that
only a qualitative analysis of the neuropsychological status of children shows the
individual characteristics of the development of children, while a quantitative
analysis of the differences did not show. At the same time, continuing to study this
aspect of child development, we propose, on the one hand, to increase the sample
size, and on the other, to take into account additional information from parents
about the individual development of the child, starting from his prenatal period.
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PECULIARITIES OF THE ORGANIZATION OF THE MODERN UZBEK
FAMILY DEPENDING ON ITS COMPOSITION (ON THE EXAMPLE OF
NUCLEAR AND EXTENDED FAMILIES)

Abstract. The article examines the structure of the family system of modern
Uzbek families in relation to the psychological parameters of communication and
the level of satisfaction with marriage, depending on its composition. This study
compares such parameters as the level of satisfaction with marriage, the level of
cohesion and flexibility of the family, the effectiveness of communication in
nuclear and extended families.

Keywords: young family, extended family, marriage satisfaction, family
cohesion and flexibility, communication.
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In the modern world, the number of divorces is increasing. The number of
divorces in the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan is 31.9 thousand for 2017
(Tashmukhamedova, Karimova, Mavlyanov, 2018). It often happens that a young
family breaks up in the first years of life together. The occurrence of conflicts in
extended families is often caused by a number of factors, including the fact that
family members have to interact with each other regularly, sometimes invading
each other's personal space; due to the pyramid organization of the family, there
may also be a skewed role; at the same time, there is a high probability of social
heterogeneity of its members (the family may include people of different ages,
gender, nationality, level of education and culture). It is also known that the reason
for numerous divorces are misunderstandings in the bride's relationship with her
husband's family. This study will compare such parameters as the level of
satisfaction with marriage, the level of cohesion and flexibility of the family, the
effectiveness of communication in nuclear and extended families.

An extended family is a social unit that includes parents and children, as well
as other, more distant relatives (grandparents or uncles and aunts) living together
in the same house and having the same household. The nuclear family as a social
unit consists of a man and a woman who live together with their children
(Abercrombie, Hill, Turner, 2018). In the first years of the family, young spouses
perform the following functions and tasks: identifying the common values of the
spouses; solving the primacy in the family; organizing the family budget, solving
the problem of family residence; organizing leisure; the adaptation period in the
first years of life together; awareness of the family "We", the formation of future
family plans; establishing relationships with parents and family relatives
(Zatsepin,1997).

The purpose of our study is to study the structure of the family system of
modern Uzbek families in relation to the psychological parameters of
communication and the level of satisfaction with marriage, depending on its
composition.

Hypotheses of the study: we assume that in nuclear families the efficiency
of communication is higher than in extended families; we assume that in nuclear
families the satisfaction with marriage is higher than in extended families.

As a methodological apparatus in accordance with the objectives of this
study, the following were selected: questionnaire "Scale of family adaptation and
cohesion (FACES3)"D. Olson.;questionnaire of satisfaction with marriage by
Yu.A.Aleshina (Aleshina, 1987).

D. Olson's circular model describes the family in terms of such system
parameters as cohesion and flexibility. Cohesion is emotional closeness between
family members, and flexibility characterizes the degree of hierarchy and the
possibility of changing the role distribution (Leaders, 2007).

Satisfaction with marriage is understood as an emotional and evaluative
attitude to the marriage union and to the nature of the relationship between the
spouses. The level of subjective satisfaction with marriage is sensitive to various
factors present in the family system.

Our study involved 30 married couples, of which 30 men and 30 women
aged 19 to 33 years, of them Uzbeks - 68%, Russians - 13%, Tatars 5%, and less
Jews and Mestizos - 3%, Koreans, Azerbaijanis, Uighurs, Armenians - 1%, married
from 1 month to 7 years. All married couples had no children at the time of the
study.

During the processing of the data obtained in our study, we conducted a two-
factor analysis of variance of a mixed plan, which showed that differences in
perceptions of adaptation in real families between men and women, nuclear and
expanded composition were not found. Differences were found in the ideal idea of
adaptation in men and women of nuclear and expanded composition (p= 0.079).
Ideal ideas about adaptation in women in extended and nuclear families are higher
than ideal ideas about adaptation in extended and nuclear families in men. We can
assume that this fact is explained by the fact that the upbringing of future women
is traditionally focused more on family and family relationships, whereas the
upbringing of future men does not have such a definite family framework, their
needs and guidelines often go beyond the family, they are directed into society.
Hence, in our opinion, more moderate ideas about the ideal adaptation to the family
in men. Further, we found out that psychotherapeutic activity in nuclear families is
higher than in extended families. (p= 0.087). There is also a tendency according to
which psychotherapeutics in men is higher than in women. That is, we assume that
spouses living together, empathize more with each other. This manifests itself in
empathy, empathy, that is, psychotherapy is how interpersonal communication of
spouses contributes to the creation of a comfortable and intimate atmosphere in the
family. The next stage of processing was the analysis of pairwise comparison of
samples by the nonparametric Mann-Whitney method, which showed that mutual
understanding between spouses in men and women is higher in nuclear families
(cp= 19.31) than in extended families (cp= 12.59). Perhaps this is due to the fact
that in nuclear families, spouses are more focused on communicating with each
other. In extended families, spouses have more roles, in addition to husband and
wife, they also perform other roles. We can say that in nuclear families, spouses
have more time to communicate with each other. We also established positive
correlations between scales aimed at measuring mutual understanding between
spouses and mutual understanding with oneself, confidential communication
between spouses, confidential communication with oneself, ease of
communication, common symbols in the family, psychotherapy, satisfaction with
marriage in men and women. Thus, it can be argued that the subjective
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characteristics of the family, as well as the quality and depth of the communicative
process, are significantly higher in nuclear, and not in extended Uzbek families.
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HYPEROPIA PREDISPOSITION WORLDWIDE

Abstract. The article discusses one of the main refractive errors of the
human eye called hyperopia. It explains what hyperopia means and how it is
developed as well as its origin. In the article there is a discussion about the studies
from an ophthalmological journal and evaluation of the results provided by the
researcher's main focus of which was hyperopia and refractive errors worldwide.

Keywords: hyperopia, refractive errors, eye, genetic predisposition,
cycloplegic, physiological.

Physiological function of the human eye depends on the ability of the eye to
perceive the energy in the form of light from the surroundings and to produce action
potentials in order to replay them in the specialized optic nerve (cranial nerve II).
Four main structures that make up the ocular apparatus, cornea, aqueous humor,
lens and vitreous humor are working together in order to transmit and to focus the
light information onto the retina, the sensory component of the eye. Choroid,
aqueous and vitreous humor are highly important for keeping the appropriate
pressure and the nourishment of the surrounding tissues.
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Defects or refractive errors can occur during the lifetime or due to genetic
predisposition. One of the three most common conditions in children and adults
that are caused due to the abnormal eye surface and as a consequence prevent the
light from properly focusing on the retina is hyperopia. Hyperopia is a refractive
error in which the parallel light rays that enter the eye from the environment are
focusing behind the neurosensory retina when the accommodation of the eye is at
rest. Therefore, the accommodative rest is essential to detect total hyperopia.

Most humans at birth are hyperopic, although with age the eyeball tends to
grow emmetropic or even myopic. However if the eye does not outgrow this
condition by the age of 4 year old, the person is more likely to develop a more
severe disease like amblyopia, if not treated. Since this condition more often is due
to genetic predisposition, family history is crucial in development of this disease in
the future generations.

Hyperopia can be classified into simple, pathological and functional. Simple
hyperopia is due to the decreased axial length of the eye or decreased converging
power of cornea, lens and/or media. Pathologic hyperopia is due to the abnormal
development, trauma or condition of the eye (cataract, nanophthalmos, etc).
Functional hyperopia is due to paralysis of accommodation, which is usually
present at birth. Usually physiologic hyperopia (functional and simple) are more
common than pathological, and decreased axial length is the most popular etiology.

Numerous studies have been performed and it has been detected that
hyperopia is more prevalent among the white race, primarily in Europe and Western
countries. These studies have also shown the prevalence rate for hyperopia in

children and in adults across the world. The results have shown that among children
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the EPP (End Plate Potential) for hyperopia is 4,6% where the sample size was 200
995 participants. The lowest EPP has been in South Asia (2,2%) and the highest in
the Americas (14,3%).

In adults the number was higher. EPP of hyperopia was equal to 30,26%
where the number of participants was 199 691. This research has shown that the
highest percentage of EPP for hyperopia was given by Africa (38,6%), followed
by 37,2% of Americas, while Europe had the lowest rate of 23,1% of EPP.

To summarize these studies, the Americas and Africa have shown the
highest rates of hyperopia. Although African adults had higher percentage than
America's, the Americas had the highest percentage for hyperopia in children.
There are numerous factors that can affect such high percentages in given countries,
such as lifestyle and computerization. For instance nowadays more children and
adults tend to spend more time behind the computer screens, therefore this can
affect their eye vision. For adults working with computers is more likely to speed
the development of presbyopia (hyperopia that develops with aging). Also an
important role plays the genetic factor which determines the hyperopia in the future
generations. If hyperopia is congenital, meaning that it was not acquired during the
lifetime due to the trauma or some condition, then it will be passed on to the
children. This might explain why there are more people with hyperopia in the
Americas rather than in the rest of the world. It should be noted that the trend of
hyperopia has not been significant over the past 30 years. In fact it has been
decreasing over the years from 1990 to 2016.

Hyperopia is one of the world’s most common refractive errors which affects
mostly children and elderly. Congenital form can be passed by the carrier parent to
their children and future generations. On the other hand, pathological hyperopia is
acquired during lifetime therefore does not pass from parent to child. Hyperopia
has been losing its trend over the years, however is still appearing in high
percentage across adults and children in Americas and Africa. There could be a
number of causes for these results, however more profound study is required in
order to identify an estimated causative agent.

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THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN GENDER IDENTIFICATION AND
THE SOCIALIZATION OF PRESCHOOL CHILDREN

Abstract. The article presents the results of observation of preschool
children in the process of establishing their gender identification and the
relationship with the socialization of preschool children in kindergarten groups. It
was concluded that the most common type of gender at this age is androgynous,
which is most effective for the successful socialization of a child. There was
inferred the great influence of the parental family on the formation of the gender
identity of the individual.

Keywords: gender, identification, gender type, socialization, behavior.
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Gender is one of the most interesting and important topics in psychology.
Gender determines all spheres of a person’s life, his/her way of thinking and
behavior, which in turn affects the success of socialization. Gender identity - the
degree of identification with one or the other category of sex (man / woman) and
the corresponding patterns of behavior (Kletsina, 2009:34). This internal structure,
which is forming in the process of development and upbringing, allows you to form
an image of the 1 and to function socially. It is not given to a person from birth, but
developed in the process of interaction between the individual and the society in
which the individual lives and grows (Deryabina, 2019:8). Gender identification
begins in early childhood, and its manifestations can be observed already in
preschool age.

Gender identification can go in several directions: masculine, feminine,
androgynous, undifferentiated. The masculine type is characterized by the
following qualities - independence, assertiveness, dominance, aggressiveness,
inclination to take risks, independence, self-confidence, etc. Traditionally, typical
female (feminine) traits are compliance, gentleness, sensitivity, shyness,
tenderness, cordiality, the ability to sympathy, empathy, etc. However, an
individual is not necessarily a carrier of clearly expressed psychological
masculinity or femininity. The personality can be represented by essential features
of both masculine and feminine types - psychological androgyny. It is assumed that
these features are presented in a harmonious and complementary manner. It is
believed that such a harmonious integration of masculine and feminine traits
enhances the adaptive capabilities of the androgynous type. At the same time, great
softness, stability in social contacts and the absence of pronounced dominant-
aggressive tendencies in communication are in no way associated with a decrease
in self-confidence, but, on the contrary, are manifested in the case of maintaining
high self-esteem, self-confidence and self-acceptance. The type of people in whom
both masculine and feminine traits are reduced is called undifferentiated (Boehm,
2004).

The first manifestations of gender identification can be observed in the
behavior of a child from 1.5 to 2 years of age (Stepanova, 2009:11). The older the
child becomes, the more clearly his/her actions, appearance, manners and choices
are carried out under the influence of gender patterns. Also, gender can be traced
by the nature and themes of drawings, games, toys, cartoons that the child prefers.
Although it is difficult to conduct full testing on the topic of gender identification
with a preschool child, manifestations of the gender type are clearly visible when
observing and studying the activities of children.

The observation was carried out for 6 years for children aged 1.5 to 7 years,
who attended a private kindergarten in Tashkent. The number of children attending
the kindergarten is from 80 to 100, the number of groups is 6. During the specified
time, some of the children stopped attending the preschool institution, others came
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to their place. However, the main contingent (about 65%) of children did not
change. Most of the children have been under the supervision of a kindergarten
psychologist since the Nursery Group and today are members of the Preparatory
Group, after which they go to school in the fall.

As a result of observing children and their behavior, as well as analyzing the
themes of drawings, preferred games, toys and cartoons, 9 people with pronounced
masculine manifestations were identified (among them 6 boys and 3 girls of
different ages), 7 were of the feminine type (all girls), 4 - undifferentiated type (3
boys and 1 girl from the Nursery group who recently came to the kindergarten).
The remaining 75% of children show signs of an androgynous type of gender.
These figures reflect the picture of the present, but in the time perspective, the
approximate number of children of different types of gender does not change
significantly.

Pronounced masculine children behave very assertively, aggressively,
inclined to leadership and domination, the use of force. They prefer to bring weapon
toys, various cars to kindergarten, dress up in superhero costumes and the themes
of their drawings, as a rule, are the battlefield, war machines or horror movies. In
games, they always want to take the main position, often conflict with other
children and are under the supervision of adults. Peers are afraid of them and prefer
not to deal with them, or respond to their attacks, which can lead to fights.

Extremely feminine girls are distinguished by their feminine appearance and
manners, rather dependent behavior, modesty, shyness, compliance and excessive
softness. These girls always prefer dresses and a large number of jewelry (beads,
rings, headbands, hairpins, handbags), even during physically active activities.
They only bring dolls, soft toys, cosmetics to kindergarten. They are obedient,
overly kind with everyone, soft, which often leads to the fact that other children can
offend them, take away their things, push them aside. In a conflict situation, they
are rarely ready to defend themselves, preferring protection from the outside (adults
or stronger friends). Their drawings are mostly pink and contain only feminine
themes.

Children of the androgynous type have a wider behavioral repertoire. For
example, they can equally easily communicate with children of any gender, more
flexible in behavior and in conflict situations. These children play with the same
interest in different toys and watch cartoons on different topics. There is a wide
range of topics in their works. Although boys are inclined to choose stereotypically
masculine subjects, and girls choose feminine subjects, when coloring, for example,
they equally easily accept coloring books with the themes of the opposite sex. Many
children demonstrate a fairly high self-confidence, the ability to quickly adapt to
various situations and are inclined to cooperate in communication.

An analysis of families in which children grow up shows that a pronounced
gender type is encouraged by one or both parents. Hegemonically masculine boys
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follow the example of their fathers with similar behavior, and their behavior is often
the result of parenting. This information was obtained as a result of conversations
with parents about the behavior of their children. A similar picture is observed in
children with pronounced feminine behavior.

Several children from groups with an extremely pronounced degree of
gender identity left this kindergarten for a while for various reasons (family
circumstances, financial issues, dissatisfaction with the large number of conflicts
their child had with other children, and others), but returned after a while. It is
interesting that in another children's group the situation did not change, it was
identical to that observed in this preschool institution. The reason for the return was
often the staff and the methods of work of the kindergarten, in which all children
are accepted and are not divided into “difficult” and “calm”.

As a result of observation, the following conclusions can be drawn:

1. Children with an overly pronounced gender identity have more problems
with socialization in the children's group due to a narrower repertoire in behavior.
It is more difficult for them to find a common language with the group, they find
themselves in greater amount of conflict situations.

2. The androgynous type is most common in the group of preschoolers due
to the not yet fully formed gender identity of young children who, in the process of
their development, try different behavioral models. Moreover, this type is more
effective in communication and brings greater success in the process of
socialization of children.

3. Upbringing in the family, the views and behavior of the parents have a
great influence on the formation of the child's gender identity.

The results of this observation cannot be extended to the entire sample of
preschool children in our country, since one cannot ignore the factor of the level
and quality of life of the families in which the children grow up. Since the
kindergarten is private, these children’s parents are affluent, which is often also an
indicator of the level of education and culture of the family. Many parents are savvy
in pedagogy, psychology, are interested in modern research in the field of
parenting, and are in constant contact with the kindergarten staff (including a
psychologist). As a result, most mothers and fathers are tolerant towards various
gender manifestations of their children, focused on accepting their child and raising
a versatile personality.
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ECOLOGICAL PSYCHOLOGY OF PEDAGOGICAL SCIENCE
EDUCATION. THE INFLUENCE OF ENVIRONMENTAL
PSYCHOLOGY ON THE HUMAN PSYCHE

Abstract. The key problem of ecological psychology is the study of
individual and group ecological consciousness, where ecological consciousness is
understood as a set of ecological ideas, existing attitudes to nature, as well as
appropriate strategies and technologies for interacting with it.

Keywords: environmental psychology, ecological approach in psychology,
environmental structure, educational environment, environmental parameters.

Environmental psychology is one of the newest trends in psychology, which
has long received intensive formation at the junction of classical psychology,
biology, ecology, pedagogy, psychotherapy, philosophy. The word refers to the
German psychology specialist Roger Barket (Fifty is the letter of the year of the
XX century). In the Russian Federation, the basic principles of environmental
psychology (either the psychology of environmental reason, or ecopsychology)
began to form at the beginning of the 90s of the last century. The impetus was the
understanding of this, that it is possible to cope with environmental decline only by
changing the environmental understanding ("psychological base™). In 1992, the 1st
Biological Laboratory of Environmental Psychology was opened in the
Psychological University of the Academy of Creation. The nature conservation of
the person and ethnopsychology were the initial factors of the emergence of the
academic excerpt "Ecological Psychology", which examines the relations of the
person and nature in the totality of its parts - volumetric-geographical, social,
civilized. The presence of nature in society is introduced into the life process of a
person and also regulates his actions during socialization.
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Environmental psychology studies the patterns and features of mental
phenomena in the system "human - the world of nature” and uses the results of the
study in practice - in solving environmental problems facing human and society.
The subject of ecopsychology research is ecological consciousness

In general, the subject of research in environmental psychology is the
relationship of a person with his environment, the relationship between
environmental variables and various psychological characteristics of a person, his
behavior.

Currently, the main areas of research in environmental psychology abroad
are:

1) the study of spatial cognition (environmental cognition);

2) spatial behavior (environmental behavior);

3) perception of environmental quality (environmental assessment);

4) human reactions to interaction with the environment and the resulting
stress (environmental stress).

In the domestic psychology of the environment, studies of the formation of
the child's psyche in the process of interaction with the environment as a system,
the urban environment, the psychological consequences of natural disasters and
human-made disasters, and others have also been developed.

The development of theoretical models of the educational environment was
carried out in pedagogical science. The most interesting is the "concept of the
environmental approach in education”, presented in 1998 by Yu.S. Manuilov at a
meeting of the specialized Council at the Research Institute of Theory of Education
and Pedagogy of the “RAQO”. In 2004, Yu.S. Manuylov organized the Laboratory
of Environment and Environmental Studies in Education at the Nizhny Novgorod
Institute of Educational Development, and then the Association of Schools of
Environmental Approach and Environmental Researchers in Education was
established. According to the environmental approach in education, the
environment consists of "niches", "elements" and "individuals labeled by them". A
niche is a static element, and an element is a dynamic one. “Individuals marked
with elements and trophies" are potential carriers of changes in the environment.
Niches can be characterized by size, embeddedness, accessibility, trophic
monotony or diversity, quality necessary and sufficient to obtain the desired result,
and the elements - the front of movement, the power of influence, the form of
manifestation.

At the present stage of human society, qualitative changes in personal
attitude to nature are taking place, associated with new requirements for a person
(in the man-environment system), modern production and the development of
scientific and technological progress.

Research in social psychology sometimes takes on an ecological and
economic connotation. Currently, a new ecological and psychological direction has
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appeared in the complex of psychological sciences, designed to study the full range
of problems of human interaction and environmental factors.

The relevance of the development of factors in this direction is due to the
manifestation of specific areas of human-nature interaction associated with the
integration of environmental, social, socio-psychological and other knowledge in
the field of methodology, theory and practice. A complex of environmental
problems arises in situations when a person is forced to change the environment
through his activities.

The solution of ecological and psychological problems allows you to reach
the level of consideration of situations or the level of a real person in his workplace.
This problem can be formulated as the study of environmental friendliness and non-
environmental friendliness of a person.

Ecological psychology cannot be ignored, because it is caused by violations
of the natural balance of living space and those problems, most of which are related
to the understanding or misunderstanding of what is happening by a person.
Although, it would seem, it is quite obvious to everyone that pollution of the air
basin, chemicalization, climate warming affect not only health, but also the human
psyche. Environmental psychology itself still needs theoretical research and the
establishment of the laws of the development of the psyche under the influence of
environmental reality.
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EDUCATION IN MARKET RELATIONS

Abstract. The forms and types of government have a great impact on such
an aspect of life as education. The analysis of the impact of market relations on
education is the main aspect in the correction of existing negative trends. The article
analyzes the impact of market mechanisms and principles on the psychological
health of the teachers and students.
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motives for education, perfectionism, depression and anxiety.

In connection with the global isolation during the Covid-19 pandemic,
modern science had an opportunity to stop and think about its direction and
development. The conditions of isolation should be evaluated as an opportunity to
take a new look - focused and without the excitement inherent in science today - at
the whole range of theoretical and applied problems of modernity.

In our view, the main problem of modern science is the motives of the
modern learning process.The transition to market conditions of the economy has
led to the introduction of market mechanisms and principles in education. The
transition from the installation on self-development, is science in general, to the
formation of intellectual capital to increase productivity and product quality.

Murat Choshanov speaks about sharp decrease of reproducibility coefficient
of scientific data in his article and states that there is a necessity of refusal from
competitive ability as the main and unique purpose of universities activity
(Choshanov, 2018). Singling out the university as an object of market relations Bill
Readings singled out the following attributes of market in conditions of higher
education:

- managerialism (priority of administration and administrators in science
and education);

- competitiveness and ranking improvement;

- race after indicators (publication activity, reception of grants, installation
on profitableness and economic return of scientific researches and so forth)
(Readings, 2010).

All this has a negative impact on the psychological health of teachers and
their high level of stress. A study by the Canadian Association of University
Teachers (CAUT) showed that 22.1% of respondents (Canadian teachers) had
physical health problems and 23.5% had psychological health problems. And
21.8% of the respondents were taking medication to reduce stress and anxiety
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(Choshanov, 2018). The data obtained during the langitude study in St. Petersburg
(from 2008-2018) revealed a high level of stress in teachers, and in particular such
symptoms of stress as feeling tired (69% of respondents indicated this sign), muscle
tension, frequent pain in the neck and lower back (40%), sleep disorders (29%),
unmotivated anxiety on various occasions (23%), increased irritability (20%),
depressed mood (15%), appetite disorder or overeating (12%), persistent headaches
(11%), deterioration of qualitative and quantitative performance (8%) and others
(Shingaev, 2018). Thus, we can notice that the tension in the work process, the
experience of time deficit lead to difficulties in maintaining both mental and
physical health.

We would also like to pay attention to the modern student’s motives for
education and the influence of these motives on scientific activity, as well as
satisfaction in the conditions of "marketization" of science. The market dictates its
rigid rules of success and the laws of competition. The pursuit of success and
excellence in the educational process leads to psychological problems . Research
by Thomas Karen and Andrea Hill revealed a large increase in the last decades of
self-centered and socially prescribed perfectionism as well as other-centered
perfectionism in learning. What brings with it a large increase in indicators of
depression in students, anxiety disorders, suicidal orientation. Under market
conditions a society of competitive individualism is formed, students strive to be
perfect in all respects.

The perfectionist student has a pronounced egocentrism, which manifests
itself as a focus on continuous improvement in various external spheres of life to
the detriment of socially useful activities. Each person is a potential rival for
perfectionist students, and their attitude towards others varies at best from
indifference to overt hostility (Vyunova, Larskikh, Pashkevich, 2018).The growth
of this type of perfectionism with an egocentric tendency can be indirectly
confirmed by an analysis of Google books Ngram Viewer, a gradual decrease in
the use of the pronoun "we" and "us" (down 10%) and an increase in the use of "I"
and "me" (up 42%) in books and publications. We can also cite a study by
A.B. Kholmogorova, N.G. Garanyan. G., Tsatsulina T. O., where a comparison of
samples of Russian students in 2005-2008 and in 2017-2018, showed a significant
increase in the most destructive aspects of perfectionism, closely related to the
symptoms of depression and anxiety. Thus, the average values of the indicator
corresponding to socially prescribed perfectionism increased by 34%, and the
indicators of perfectionist cognitive style actually doubled (Kholmogorova,
Garanyan, Tsatsulin, 2019).

Thus, the motives of perfectionism and egocentrism in students lead to
severe psychological consequences and the race for performance, higher ratings in
the administration lead to higher levels of stress for teachers. All this ultimately
leads to the "extinction of science-for the sake of science". Education becomes a
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field for the implementation of their complexes and desires to the detriment of his
health, and science as the development of objective knowledge outlives itself.

We believe that in modern conditions it is impossible to separate education
from upbringing. It is necessary to pay attention to the education of a fully
developed personality; to support individuality in students; to cultivate highly
spiritual and moral aspects of personality; to develop emotional and social
intelligence.

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LANGUAGE PROBLEMS IN WORLD CONTEXT

Abstract. The article discusses the language problem in different countries
of the world, determines its role in the political and economic development of
countries. Measures are proposed to solve language problems.

Keywords: language problem, language policy multilingualism, language
borrowing, language assimilation.

Language is a national identifier and social consolidator, it is the treasure of
the nation and its culture.

Consider, for example, the Polish language. Poland pays a lot of attention to
the language problem. One of the methods of controlling this issue is legislation.
The Constitution of Poland in Art. 27 indicates that Polish is the only state
language. The Law on Language of 1945 on the State Language and the Language
of Exercise of Power by Public Administration and Local Self-Government Bodies.
This law confirms that the Polish language was the only means of struggle against
enemies and occupiers, against the destruction of the nation, it was and it is an
identifier of national identity, a treasure of culture. The Explanatory Memorandum
to the Government's draft language law notes that the Polish language needs to be
protected because it is an important economic category that affects the living
standards of its users in trade, tourism and the labor market. All Polish authorities
and citizens are obliged to protect the Polish language. According to Art. 9 of the
law, "Polish is the language of instruction and the language of examinations,
dissertations in public and private schools of all types, in educational institutions
and other educational institutions, unless otherwise provided by law".

Language and self-awareness are the two most important features of a nation.

Therefore, in order for Ukraine to become a truly independent state, it is
necessary to pursue an effective language policy. State, nation and language are
identical concepts. All multiethnic empires fell apart because they did not have a
single consolidator - the language. Like Poland, Ukraine has carried out a number
of legislative reforms in the language sphere. In 1997, the Language Policy Council
under the President of Ukraine and the Language Policy Department within the
State Committee on Nationalities and Migration were established, although they
were soon abolished. The decision of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine of
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14 December 1999 was adopted, stating that the Ukrainian language is obligatory
for use in legislative, executive and judicial bodies, as well as in other state bodies
of local self-government, the Armed Forces, state and municipal authorities.
educational institutions that proficiency in the Ukrainian language is a prerequisite
for replacement of positions in state bodies, and according to the Law on
Citizenship of Ukraine, citizenship can be acquired only if proficiency in the
Ukrainian language is sufficient for communication. Despite seemingly good
legislation, all these requirements remain only on paper and are not actually met.

This situation is not uncommon in other countries.

In France at the end of the XVI11 century. half of the population did not speak
the language of their country. However, thanks to the correct language policy of
the state regarding conscription, education, publishing books and especially
newspapers and magazines in French, the obligation of government officials to use
the language of the state - the French language during the XIX century. became the
only one in the whole territory of the state and in all spheres of public life. As a
result of this policy, society was united, the spiritual and economic growth of
France began, and science, culture, and economics reached heights. As already
mentioned in the example of other countries, an important aspect is legislation. The
National Assembly and the French Senate passed a law on the use of the French
language on August 4, 1994, which not only proclaims that “the French language
as the state language, according to the Constitution, is an important part of France's
identity and national heritage," but also establishes sanctions for ignoring the
language in the state.

When Italy gained independence in 1861, the Italian language was barely
alive: of Italy's more than 25 million people, only 600,000 spoke Italian. And of
those 600 thousand, the vast majority, 400 thousand, was concentrated in Tuscany
and only 70 thousand - in the capital Rome. On behalf of the Italian government,
the famous writer Alessandro Manzoni developed a program to spread the Italian
language among the population of Italy. A. Manzoni wrote: "Following the unity
of government, armed forces and laws, the unity of language contributes most to
making the unity of the nation tangible, strong and beneficial.” The implementation
of this program contributed to the consolidation of the Italian population into a
single society.

In Indonesia, with a population of over 200 million, there are more than 300
languages and 1,000 dialects. For more than 300 years, this country was ruled by
the Netherlands. She wanted to consolidate her colonial rule and worked hard to
impose the Dutch language on Indonesian society. "If we want to achieve the unity
of Dutch India (Indonesia)," said one Dutch politician, "we must make the language
of unity a language that represents international culture: in our case, it is Dutch."
All schooling was conducted in Dutch. "Dutch became the language I thought,”
wrote Sukarno, the first president of independent Indonesia.
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Almost twenty years before the proclamation of independence, Indonesian
youth put forward the slogan: "The only homeland is Indonesia, the only nation is
Indonesian, the only language is Indonesian." The official language is Indonesian.
And it is one of the subjects in the school from first grade to last. In higher
education, teaching is also conducted in Indonesian, sometimes lectures can be
given in English, but to use Dutch, the language of the former metropolis, is
prohibited. All Indonesian films are broadcast in Indonesian, and the annual reports
of the President of Indonesia include data on the implementation of state plans not
only on the state of the economy, but also on the publication of literature in the state
language and linguistic research.

But even in countries where a common language for the whole society has a
strong position, the state should not pay attention to language policy, seeing it as
an important factor in social consolidation. A good example is Japan. To ensure the
comprehensive development and functioning of the Japanese language, a number
of government agencies have been established, the most important of which are the
State Institute of Japanese, which reports to the Ministry of Education, and the
Institute of Radio and Television Culture, owned by state radio and television.
These institutions are endowed with legislative rights to determine language norms
within their industry, they constantly monitor the emergence of new words, publish
their registers, compile lists of "language existence" of a typical employee, a typical
housewife, and so on. Issues of language policy occupy a prominent place in the
Japanese media, and even television series on linguistic topics are common.
Magazines "Language Existence", "Language", "Bibliographic Monthly" are
published in large numbers.

The situation of multilingualism and language problems is typical for
European countries, such as Finland, Ireland, Great Britain, Belgium, Switzerland,
etc.

Some steps need to be taken to avoid long-standing language problems.

1. Create effective language legislation, not only to give the language the
status of the state and protect it, but also to introduce certain fines and liability for
violating these laws.

2. Give people an incentive to learn the state language, for example, by
requiring knowledge of their native language when hiring or entering higher
education.

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ANTI-MONOPOLY COMPLIANCE AS A WAY OF INTERACTION
BETWEEN ENTREPRENEURS AND GOVERNMENT BODIES IN THE
CONTEXT OF ACHIEVING THE OBJECTIVES OF SUSTAINABLE

Abstract. The scientific work considers the issues of the importance of
implementing the compliance system in the antitrust structure of society and state
legislation not only in Ukraine but also in the world. Foreign and domestic
experience in applying this approach is analyzed. Measures for "advertising™ and
maximum implementation of this system in the legal system of Ukraine are
proposed.

Keywords: Sustainable development goals / Global goals, constitutional
rights, compliance, antitrust law, competition in business.

For centuries, every nation has been striving for prosperity, the pinnacle of
progress, justice, peace, security, so that descendants can live in a better world and
continue to develop and change it, guided by societal values. Today they are called
"Sustainable Development Goals", or "Global Goals", which humanity has set for
itself and to achieve which we must understand that the role of each of us in their
implementation is as important as the role of states. It is not necessary to organize
revolutions, become politicians, or change anything globally to achieve this goal.
It is enough to maintain the laws and moral principles that we have already received
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and have for now, because how can we move forward if we are not able to preserve
and increase the achievements of our predecessors?!

There are many topics related to this issue, one of which is crucial for the
economy of our country and for our rights and freedoms guaranteed at the
constitutional level (Article 23 "Right to free development of one's personality”, 42
of the Constitution of Ukraine "The right to entrepreneurial activity"). The issue is
the implementation of antitrust policy and the effective application of antitrust law,
which is now one of the main priorities of Ukraine in building it as an independent,
democratic, social, legal state in today's conditions is quite a challenge. And if we
really want to achieve this, we must learn not only to defend our rights under the
Constitution, but also to fulfill our duty to society: to understand how our activities
can help our country.

Most citizens of our country can ask the question: "How can you achieve
such lofty goals without being a civil servant, without changing the laws?" In fact,
this is quite possible, because recently in the field of economic activity more and
more companies and enterprises have been paying attention to compliance
procedures (from the English. Compliance, ie compliance) - analysis of compliance
with internal or external requirements or standards. This allows entrepreneurs to
avoid potential risks of violating current legislation, which facilitates the work of
government agencies by reducing the number of such offenses. Verification
procedures can be used to prevent fraudulent or corrupt practices by staff or
contractors, avoid sanctions, verify the application of staff code of conduct,
improve customer handling, and more. The development of modern information
systems and databases also greatly contributes to the spread of compliance
procedures.

The procedure for compliance is always determined depending on the scope
and purpose of the audit. In this case, we focus on antitrust compliance, which aims
to prevent violations of the principle of free competition and public procurement,
non-compliance with which may attract the attention of government agencies that
can initiate certain procedures that will impose numerous fines, sanctions, court
costs and reputational losses. In addition, this procedure can mitigate the negative
effects, if any.

The urgency of antitrust compliance is confirmed by the practice of
developed countries, whose national legislation provides for these opportunities.
For example, Italy's antitrust law does not contain rules that directly exempt or
mitigate the liability of infringing companies as a result of their compliance
program. At the same time, the guide to determining fines of violations stipulate
that the existence of an effective compliance system in the organization may be a
mitigating circumstance: a reduction of the fine by 15%, but not more than 50% -
if all.
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The experience of the Republic of Korea is also interesting, as it provides a
procedure for certification of programs to the Antimonopoly Office (Korea Fair
Trade Commission), which can be passed after the end of the year of
implementation of the program. If a company with a compliance rating of A or
higher is found guilty of antitrust, such company may claim a fine of up to 20%.

However, it is difficult not to mention the experience of the United Kingdom,
where the antitrust compliance procedure played a significant role. For instance, in
the case of Arriva plc and First Group plc 11, which were found to have violated
Section 2 of the 1998 Competition Act as a result of a market-sharing agreement
relating to bus routes in the Leeds area. This agreement has limited and distorted
competition within the UK. Financial sanctions of £318,175 were imposed on
Arriva plc and £ 529,852 on First Group plc. However, both companies participated
in the leniency program as they provided the antitrust authority with information
about their activities. The Antimonopoly Office also took into account the
availability of compliance programs in the companies, which were found to be
effective, and the amount of the fine was reduced by 10%. As a result, the fine for
Arriva plc was reduced by 36% (to £ 203,632) and for First Group plc by 100% (to
Zero).

The legislative basis for antitrust compliance in Ukraine is the Temporary
Rules for Consideration of Cases of Violations of Antimonopoly Legislation of
Ukraine, approved by the order of the Antimonopoly Committee of Ukraine of
April 19, 1994 Ne5. An analysis of the domestic experience in the process of
reviewing cases of antitrust compliance shows that there is no unity in law
enforcement, as the AMCU's approaches to this or that issue, as well as the
approaches of other antitrust authorities, change over time. The existence of AMCU
practice, which shows the absence of violations in the terms of distribution
agreements of your competitors, at the same time does not protect the company and
does not eliminate the risk that under certain conditions, similar terms of your
company will be considered a violation.

An excellent example of this statement is the practice of the AMCU in cases
of unfair competition, which concerns the charging of outgoing calls by mobile
operators. The AMCU has filed claims against this issue with three mobile
operators. In the case of PJSC VF Ukraine (formerly PJISC MTS Ukraine), the
AMCU provided mandatory recommendations to companies to inform consumers
about the charging of outgoing calls in a form and manner that will not mislead
consumers. Following the implementation of such recommendations, the AMCU
decided to dismiss the case without imposing a fine. In two other cases concerning
PJSC Kyivstar and Lifesell LLC, the AMCU found the method of charging
outgoing calls a violation and imposed fines. The companies did not agree with
such conclusions of the AMCU and, as one of the arguments against imposing a
fine, drew the AMCU's attention to closing the case in a similar situation with PJSC
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VF Ukraine without a fine. The AMCU noted in its decisions that the reference to
another case, which is similar, in the opinion of Kyivstar PJSC and Lifesell LLC,
with their cases, is unfounded, as the issue of the presence or absence of signs of
violations in the actions of business entities as well as their qualifications, are
considered by the AMCU on a case-by-case basis, on the basis of available
evidence and taking into account individual relevant circumstances. "

When comparing foreign experience with domestic, it should be
remembered that although the legislation of Ukraine contains generally accepted
principles of protection of economic competition, the priority of antitrust
compliance in Ukraine may differ from the generally accepted in the world. This is
explained firstly by the fact that the country retains the post-Soviet feature of
building relations between the state and business in the field of competition
protection, and secondly by the conditions under which there are no precedents of
leniency, which is common practice in developed countries.

Thus, despite the differences between our practices and foreign experiences,
we can clearly see that the introduction of antitrust compliance brings real benefits
not only to companies that implement it, but also to government agencies: the first
helps to avoid unpleasant consequences and risks of antitrust violations, and for
others it reduces the number of these cases and simplifies their activities. Thus, we
are faced with the task of researching and "advertising™ it, to help understand the
value and benefits of this tool for doing business, through the implementation of
business entities, for example, through support centers for entrepreneurs portal
"Action.Business". And this intensification, in the application of antitrust
compliance in Ukraine, is important and necessary, because due to this procedure,
there is a real opportunity to achieve a balance of private and public interests,
mostly opposite: the interests of entrepreneurs, state and society, goals ”to which
humanity aspires, as well as counteracting those facts and phenomena that threaten
our freedom, our rights, our trust and unity.
