REPRESENTATION OF THE CONCEPT OF «<HAPPINESS» IN LATIN PHRASEOLOGY

This article reflects the representation of the concept of «happiness» in Latin phraseology and its structure is analyzed.
The term «concepty is determined. We consider the understanding of the concept «happiness» by ancient scholars as eudai-
monia like «good luck» in pre-philosophical period; in mythological worldview as eutychia like «good opportunity», «lucky,
«success», in antiquity. — the ability to «careless life», absence of suffering. It is shown the understanding of «happiness» in
the interpretation of famous scientists. It is made emphasis on distinctive features in the understanding of scientiss.

In the interpretation of Flato, chappiness» is a good possession, and its achievement is the highest purpose of human
existence. In the views of Aristotle, «happiness» and the search for the means of its achievement can be found during the
liberation from the domination of the world. «The formula of happiness» is the highest achievement of pleasure — physical
and spiritual in the view of Aristippus Kirenskyy. Epicurus considered that «true happiness» is freedom from external factors
which have identical inner peace, serenity, ataraxia. The Stoics understood happiness only as a reward for virtue. A person
can be happy in any environment, making the right moral choice. Understanding the «happiness» in Christian philosophy of
Aurelius Augustine is achieved through the knowledge of God and trial of soul.

The highest happiness. in the views of Thomas Aquinas, is the knowledge of God, and the opportunity to see him in the next
life. There are two steps of «happiness» by John Locke, «absence of evil» and «exceeded expectations of norms benefits expe-
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rienced by the subject as joy». According to L. Feuerbach, the bases of all actions and human actions have one desire ~ desire
Jor happiness. This desire is essential; the initial desire of all that lives and loves that exists and wanis to exist. H Skovoroda
believed that happiness of the individual is the main problem of human existence and can be achieved through self-knowledge
through which «internaly, «cordial», «the only» person appears.
