FEATURES OF SOCIAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL SUPPORT FOR
MILITARY PERSONNEL AND VETERANS IN THE UNITED STATES

Abstract. The article examines the essence and key features of the system of
social and psychological support for active-duty military personnel and veterans in the
United States. It is emphasized that, in the context of Russia’s full-scale war against
Ukraine, the issue of psychosocial assistance to service members has become critically
important, while studying international experience—particularly that of the United
States—offers valuable insights for improving Ukraine’s social work system. The study
analyzes the activities of social workers of the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs
(VA), who ensure an interdisciplinary approach to restoring mental health, social
adaptation, and reintegration of veterans into their communities. It is established that
the American model of veteran support is characterized by complexity, structural
organization, and a high level of interagency coordination. Social workers perform a
wide range of functions, including crisis intervention, suicide prevention, long-term
case management, psychotherapy, and social advocacy.

The article highlights the institutional foundations of the veteran support system
in the United States. The main entities include the Department of Veterans Affairs
(VA) - the central federal agency responsible for providing medical, social, and
psychological services; Military OneSource — an information and counseling platform
offering support to military members and their families; Wounded Warrior Project — a
non-governmental organization that implements psychological rehabilitation programs
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for veterans with PTSD and disabilities; U.S. Department of Health and Human
Services (HHS) — a federal agency coordinating behavioral health programs and
interagency initiatives; as well as organizations such as Home Base Veteran and Family
Care, National Center for PTSD, and the Center for Innovation and Research on
Veterans and Military Families, which conduct research, counseling, and rehabilitation
activities.

The research identifies the core principles of social work with veterans in the
United States: client-centeredness, individual approach, continuity of care,
interdisciplinary collaboration, and preventive orientation. The system’s effectiveness
is ensured through the combination of governmental programs, community-based
initiatives, and private-sector involvement, which helps broaden service accessibility
and reduce the risks of social isolation, homelessness, and mental disorders among
veterans. At the same time, major challenges are outlined, including the overload of
the VA system, personnel shortages, bureaucratic obstacles, unequal access to services
across states, and the stigma surrounding mental health issues in the military
environment.

It is concluded that the U.S. experience can serve as a valuable model for
enhancing Ukraine’s system of social and psychological support for military personnel
and veterans. Adapting American practices to the Ukrainian context will contribute to
building an integrated framework of assistance aimed not only at treating war-related
trauma but also at restoring social capacity, psychological resilience, and civic
engagement among defenders.
