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Problem Statement. From February to May 2026, an empirical socio-psychological study of
"administrative resistance™ within state institutions in Ukraine was conducted using the Participatory
Action Research (PAR) method. Its objective is to identify the degree of readiness of the administrative
apparatus—including the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine (CMU) and the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine (MES), among others—to fulfill obligations regarding the support of education and
science. These obligations were undertaken by Ukraine before the European Union within the framework
of the EU-Ukraine Association Agreement (2014) and the implementation of the Ukraine Facility
program (2024-2027). By signing these international agreements, Ukraine committed to creating
favorable conditions for scientific activity and integrating into the European Research Area (ERA).
Avrticle 376 (paragraph g) and Article 375 (paragraphs 2 and 3) of the Association Agreement establish
Ukraine's normative obligations (represented by the CMU and MES) to ensure financial support for
scientific activities. This encompasses not only institutional support but also academic freedom, decent
working conditions for researchers, and support for the dissemination of research results (ensuring
accessibility and eliminating financial barriers for authors) in accordance with the principles of Open
Science in the European Union.

Research Question. The object of this empirical study using the "action research method" is
"administrative resistance" (AR) of state institutions (CMU, MES, and other addressees) based on the
criterion of readiness to implement reforms versus the continued imitation of reforms (covert sabotage).
One type of AR is destructive administrative resistance (an authorial term)—a form of collective
opposition by representatives of the administrative apparatus (state and administrative institutions) to
changes that threaten established bureaucratic schemes or deprive them of administrative or corrupt
advantages.

The empirical tool for evaluating "administrative resistance" consisted of official written appeals from
a specialized NGO to the addressee state institutions (CMU, MES, etc.) regarding specific clauses of the
Licensing Conditions in CMU Resolution No. 1187, paragraph 38 (2026 revision). These conditions
require five publications at the authors' own expense amidst a total deficit of free publication venues,
which contradicts Ukraine's obligations under the EU Association Agreement and current Ukrainian
legislation. Specifically, these requirements conflict with Articles 22, 24, 43, and 64 of the Constitution
of Ukraine; Articles 2-1, 9-1, 125, and 141 of the Labor Code of Ukraine; Article 25 of the Law of
Ukraine "On Remuneration of Labor"; Article 1 of the First Protocol to the Convention for the Protection
of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms; Article 1 of the First Protocol to the European Court of
Human Rights (protection of property); and Articles 419 and 420 of the EU-Ukraine Association
Agreement.

The data in Table 1 and Table 2 demonstrate the statistical impossibility of meeting licensing
publication requirements free of charge. The aforementioned licensing requirements in CMU Resolution
No. 1187, paragraph 38 (2026 revision), are not backed by funding and have created a closed service
market and a monopoly for commercial publishers in Categories "A" and "B". To meet licensing
requirements under the threat of dismissal, researchers are forced to purchase publication services at
their own expense (starting from 1,500 UAH for Category "B" journals and from 10,000 UAH per article
for Category "A" journals). This contradicts the key principles Ukraine committed to implementing as a
candidate for European Union membership in the field of education and science.

Experimental Procedure: Participatory Action Research (PAR). PAR is a methodology that
integrates scientific inquiry with practical action and the participation of a community (or
collective) to address specific social or organizational challenges. As a method for gathering
empirical data and a tool for active socio-psychological intervention, "Action Research” involves
direct engagement by the researcher with the object of study through a series of cyclical actions:
e Research Cycle I: 1-a) problem analysis and planning; 1-b) active communication (oral

inquiries, submission of written requests, statements, petitions, etc.); 1-c) observation of the

system's reaction and reflection.

e Research Cycle Il: 2-a) situational analysis and planning; 2-b) active communication
(submission of objections, appeals to higher-level authorities, etc.); 2-c) observation of the
system's reaction and reflection.

e Research Cycle Il1...

In contrast to traditional research methods, where the researcher remains a detached observer,
PAR—within the scope of studying "administrative resistance"—allows for the disclosure of
non-public mechanisms that obstruct reforms. It identifies the actual, rather than publicly
declared, behavioral strategies of state institutions. To evaluate communication with the
addressees, an "Administrative Resistance Scale" was developed, featuring a scoring system from



0 to 5 points (see Table 3).

Evaluation of Communication with State Institutions. The application of the PAR method made it
possible not only to diagnose the state of the system but also to investigate the communicative and
manipulative techniques used by the administrative resource to evade direct responses to the core of the
problem. For ethical reasons, the names of the addressees will remain anonymous.

Results of Research Cycle I1. A significant shift in the rhetoric of Addressee 1 was observed as a
result of Research Cycle Il. In letter No. 1/7106-26 dated April 8, 2026, the respondent, in addition to
standard administrative manipulations through the citation of regulatory decrees, began to employ the
following arguments: “The development and adoption of a separate regulatory act regarding the full
funding or reimbursement of expenses for scientific publications at the expense of the state budget is not
provided for by the legislation of Ukraine. The expediency and appropriateness of developing such an
act, especially considering that Ukraine is in a state of war, are questionable” (p. 2, letter No. 1/7106-26
dated April 8, 2026). In other words, Addressee 1 (as the specialized regulator) justifies the refusal to
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fulfill Ukraine’s international obligations to the European Union regarding the compensation of
publication costs—necessary to meet licensing requirements—»by citing the state of war or the lack of
existing domestic legislation. This change in rhetoric represents a shift toward Level 3: Recognition of
the Problem (Stagnation)—an official admission that the problem exists, coupled with the assertion that
"changes are currently impossible."

Based on the analysis of the results from the second stage of the experiment, a decision was made to
continue the "Action Research™ by involving the next hierarchical level of addressees. During Research
Cycle 111, the following institutions became the addressees: the Vice Prime Minister for European and
Euro-Atlantic Integration of Ukraine; the Council of Europe Office in Ukraine; and the Committee of
the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine on Education, Science, and Innovation. On April 20, 2026, these entities
received written objections regarding the aforementioned formal brush-offs from previous addressees.
The experiment is ongoing; written responses are expected in May 2026.

Conclusions. The use of active "Action Research" methods is infrequent in Ukrainian social
psychology. These methods were popularized in the social sciences abroad by Kurt Lewin in the mid-
20th century; his motto, “if you want to truly understand something, try to change it,” became the
hallmark of this scientific method. The Action Research method enables individuals and professional
communities to overcome the state of "learned helplessness” and exert a systematic influence on
systems—a prerequisite for any social transformation and development. It aims to replace destructive
models of administrative pressure and ignoring with more realistic and functional models of social
interaction. This method is specifically recommended for highly competitive systems in science,
education, medicine, entrepreneurship, and management, where "learning organizations" are most likely
to survive.

The "Administrative Resistance Scale™ proposed in this study helps determine the readiness of
administrative structures to implement reforms. Through the process of communication, it clarifies
whether these entities remain parasitic structures that merely imitate reform while actually sabotaging
necessary changes through destructive administrative resistance, thereby hindering opportunities for
development.
