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Abstract

The article provides an analysis of the forms and methods employed during the educational internship for higher
education students majoring in 053 "Psychology" (years 2—4) at the Lviv State University of Life Safety during
the spring and summer of 2025, alongside an overview of the institutions and organizations where the training
took place. Specific curriculum deficiencies concerning the organization of clinical practice are scrutinized, and
strategic recommendations are proposed to enhance the framework, aimed at ensuring superior professional
training for future psychologists.

Keywords: Educational and professional program, Principle of consistency and continuity in the educational
process, Educational internship, Client interviewing, Clients' life situations, Active and passive listening,
Interview self-analysis.

Problem Statement. The humanitarian consequences of the war will necessitate
significant societal efforts regarding the rehabilitation and readaptation of military personnel and
their families, internally displaced persons (IDPs), refugees, and Ukrainian children forcibly
deported to the Russian Federation. For years to come, Ukraine will have to rebuild destroyed
cities, villages, industrial, and infrastructure facilities, while providing psychological and social
assistance to citizens affected by the war. Given this, high-quality training for future
psychologists specializing in "Practical Psychology" and "Extreme and Crisis Psychology" will
remain a vital task for the educational system. Graduates will work in social services, charitable
organizations and foundations, religious communities, and Ukrainian branches of international
humanitarian organizations, providing a wide spectrum of psychological and social services to:
o orphaned children, children of IDPs, and children who have returned to Ukraine following

forced deportation or time spent in occupied territories;

o families who have lost a parent to the war, families of veterans who have sustained
disabilities, and veterans (men and women) returning with psychological trauma;

o citizens who have lost housing and property due to hostilities;

o unemployed citizens who have lost the ability to work in their field and require professional
retraining;

. citizens with various dependencies, mental deviations, or disorders;

. problematic families and children in households with an unfavorable socio-psychological
climate;

. individuals released from incarceration and their relatives;

o elderly or chronically ill individuals lacking family care;

o refugees from other countries seeking asylum in Ukraine, etc.

This is not an exhaustive list of categories of people seeking psychological and social
assistance with whom graduates of the 053 specialty will have to work. Each of these categories
possesses specific psychological characteristics; therefore, effective interaction requires
profound socio-psychological knowledge, competence, and experience. Practical training from
the 1st to the 4th year of study is an essential vehicle for acquiring this knowledge and experience.
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Analysis of Recent Publications. Practical training for higher education students is
defined by the Order of the Ministry of Education and Science (MES) of Ukraine No. 93 (dated
April 8, 1993), "Regulations on the Procedure for Practical Training of Students at Higher
Educational Institutions of Ukraine," as well as university-specific regulations. Methodological
features of the domestic educational system are found in the works of V. Kremin, T. Vasyliuk, I.
Lysokon, V. Bobrytska, S. Kalashnikov, S. Kurbatov, T. Semyhina, O. Pozhydayeva, O.
Karahodina, and in the normative acts of the MES [1; 2; 3].

Publications regarding the development of psychological competencies in future
psychologists during practical training at universities are insufficient [4; 5]. Specifically,
Levynska I. B. (2016), based on an analysis of international and domestic experience, explored
the structure of professional competence for future psychologists, which should be developed
during practical training. Kyrylenko V. H., in co-authorship with Kryukova O. V., Kucherovska
N. O., and Paliy V. S. (2017), presented methodological recommendations for conducting a 5-
week practical training session in secondary education institutions, with an emphasis on its
diagnostic component.

The aim of the article is to summarize the results of the practical training for higher
education students of the 053 "Psychology" specialty (bachelor’s level) conducted in the spring
and summer of 2025 at the Lviv State University of Life Safety.

Main Body. Analysis of available materials and publications regarding the content and
forms of practical training confirms that there is no single, rigid standard for its organization.
Universities attempt to organize it individually, varying the calendar dates, duration, and topics.
Higher educational institutions, possessing autonomy in developing educational-professional
programs and their individual components, have the flexibility to implement teaching methods
and forms that satisfy the professional needs of students and prepare them for their future careers.

The Department of Practical Psychology and Pedagogy takes a responsible approach to
student practical training, viewing it as a means for students to gain individual experience and
professional skills necessary for performing future job duties. After completing their training,
students more clearly identify gaps in their own knowledge, which serves as a powerful motivator
for further study, knowledge acquisition, and creative application in practice.

In 2025, a cross-cutting (integrated) practice program for years 1-4 was prepared, with
each stage lasting 10 working days [6]. 1st-year students underwent introductory training in early
June. 2nd-year students completed practical training in educational institutions (preschool,
secondary, and vocational) in early April. 3rd and 4th-year students completed practical and pre-
diploma training in social protection institutions and organizations in early June.

Introductory practice for 1st-year students (specialty 053 "Psychology™). The goal is to
familiarize students with the scope of work, main activities, and the specifics of a practical
psychologist’s role across various sectors (preschools, secondary schools, vocational schools,
rehabilitation centers, social services, and commercial firms), as regulated by the MES Order No.
509 (May 22, 2018). Students visit various sites to observe how psychologists implement:
psychological support for the educational process; psychological diagnostics and analysis of
student development; adaptation support; the implementation of developmental, preventive, and
corrective programs; counseling; public relations; and educational outreach.

Practical training for 2nd-year students takes place in person at educational institutions.
Students are encouraged to undergo training in their place of residence. During the training,
students report to the head of the institution and the school psychologist, coordinate their
individual plans, and certify their reports with official seals and signatures. They familiarize
themselves with the "Regulations on the Psychological Service in the Education System of
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Ukraine" (MES Order No. 509), the Psychologist’s Code of Ethics, and the professional standard
"Practical Psychologist of an Educational Institution™ [7].

The schedule involves:

o Days 1-3: Familiarization with the institution, planning, diagnostics of younger students
in inclusive classrooms, and interviewing teachers and parents.

o Days 4-5: Assisting classroom aides and conducting interviews with students and parents
from IDP families.

o Days 6-7: Diagnostics of adolescent anxiety, shyness, or character accentuations; self-
analysis interviews.

o Days 8-9: Career guidance sessions, diagnostics of interpersonal relations among high-
schoolers, and development of class cohesion.

o Day 10: Finalizing reports with the administration.

One key format was career guidance sessions, which are particularly important for orphans
and children deprived of parental care. Additionally, students were tasked with writing a self-
report on an individual emotional support interview. To this end, students revisited the concepts
of "active," "passive," and "empathic" listening. The goal was to understand the interlocutor’s
life situation, emotional state, and interpersonal climate, as well as to provide psychological
assistance. The structure of the self-report is presented in Table 1.

To facilitate the successful completion of the educational internship for second-year
students, the program provides information (including links to online resources) regarding:

o game-based methods and psychodiagnostic techniques for preschool children;

o correctional programs for the cognitive development of preschool children in inclusive
settings;

o psychodiagnostic tools for school-age students;

o vocational guidance tools for middle and high school students, and other materials.

The educational internship for third- and fourth-year higher education students was
conducted at:

o state and municipal centers for social services;

o international, domestic, and private charitable social institutions;
o mental health centers; psychological services of the State Emergency Service of Ukraine
(SESV);

o organizations providing psychological and social services to various categories of citizens.

Students had the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the specifics of the work of
practical psychologists in social service centers, a position mandated by the "Model Staffing
Standards for the Number of Employees of District, City, District-in-City, Settlement, and Rural
Social Service Centers," Order No. 26 of the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine, dated January
26, 2021 [8].

On the first day of the educational internship, students were introduced to the management
and staff of the institution — including practical psychologists, social pedagogues, or social
workers — and coordinated their individual work plans for the internship period. On the second
and third days, they familiarized themselves with the history of the social institution, orders and
instructions, methodological and reporting documentation, the working conditions of a practical
psychologist, as well as the areas of work and methods of providing socio-psychological
assistance, counseling, and client support. From the fourth to the ninth day of the internship,
under the supervision of a practical psychologist or social pedagogue, students participated in
providing socio-psychological consultations and assistance to clients; they conducted supportive
interviews to determine the clients' life and family situations, assess their physical and mental

health status, medical, material, and financial needs, and evaluate their psycho-emotional state.
On the tenth day of the internship, students obtained approval for their internship reports from
the head of the institution and prepared a presentation with a photographic report of their
activities.

Furthermore, students were introduced to the "Case Study" research method — a
psychological and social work technique that involves providing individuals from vulnerable
populations with necessary individual support and assistance through personal interaction (one-
on-one situations) to facilitate their adaptation to new living conditions within the community.
The structure of the case management process is presented in Table 2.

Table 2. The Structure of the Case Study Process (Case Management)
1 | Establishing initial contact with the client (or their guardian).
Identifying the list of client needs: material, medical, physical, physiological, financial, and others.
Assessing the client’s psychological state and psychological barriers regarding the psychologist;
determining the client’s motivation and physical capacity for change.
Clarifying the client’s perception and understanding of their own situation and problems.
Collaborative identification of the list of obstacles preventing the satisfaction of the client's needs.
Evaluating and selecting a problem-solving strategy.
Joint planning of actions and tasks to resolve the client's problems. The psychologist, social pedagogue,
or social worker and the client agree on the goals to be achieved, the methods to be utilized, and the
tasks to be completed; they collectively evaluate various solution options and determine objectively
necessary changes and interventions.
8 | Motivating the client toward activity and engaging the client in relevant actions.
9 | Implementation of the intervention plan and the evolution of the client-psychologist relationship. In the
course of interaction, the client must achieve the necessary changes, and the relationship between them
and the psychologist or social pedagogue must be concluded at the appropriate time.
10 | Referral of the case to other authorities or its formal closure.

The comprehensive educational internship program provides a curated list of over 70
recommended institutions, organizations, and charitable foundations, including web links,
reference information regarding their specific areas of operation, and contact details. This allows
students to select placement sites based on their personal professional interests or geographical
location.

In 2025, the educational internship involved 276 students (92 second-year students, 117
third-year students, and 69 fourth-year students). These students practiced in a total of 190
institutions, facilities, and organizations across 11 regions of Ukraine: Vinnytsia, Zakarpattia,
Ivano-Frankivsk, Kyiv, Lviv, Odesa, Poltava, Rivne, Ternopil, Khmelnytskyi, and Cherkasy
regions.

Second-year students conducted their educational internship in 86 educational institutions,
including 49 schools, 31 lyceums or gymnasiums, and 6 kindergartens.

Third-year students completed their internship in 53 institutions and organizations,
specifically: 31 municipal social services; 12 Ukrainian civic and religious organizations, joint-
stock companies, and limited liability companies; 2 international non-governmental
organizations and foreign social institutions; 7 medical or rehabilitation centers, and 1
kindergarten.

Fourth-year students conducted their internship in 61 institutions and organizations,
including: 20 municipal social services; 7 domestic civic and religious organizations, joint-stock
companies, and limited liability companies; 2 international non-governmental organizations and
foreign social institutions; 3 medical or rehabilitation centers; 3 educational institutions; 3
lyceums, gymnasiums, or higher education institutions; 2 units of the State Emergency Service
of Ukraine; and 1 kindergarten.
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The defense of internship reports provided psychology students with an opportunity to
reflect on their own observations, emotional experiences, and the individual expertise gained
through interaction with preschoolers, schoolchildren, and clients of social services and
charitable organizations. During the reporting process, students demonstrated initiative and keen
interest, sharing extraordinary case studies with their peers and presenting photo and video
documentation from their internship sites.

At the same time, the execution of the educational internship revealed certain deficiencies
and gaps in the planning of the educational process. Specifically, the educational and professional
program for specialty 053 "Psychology" does not allocate hours within the teaching load for
internship supervisors from LSULS, nor does it provide scheduled hours for introductory
briefings to orally explain the goals, objectives, and methodologies required during the
internship. Furthermore, the schedule lacks dedicated hours for concluding the internship through
a formal personal defense of the students' reports. Consequently, introductory meetings and the
defense and discussion of results had to be conducted during extracurricular hours. This
significantly diminishes the perceived value of the educational internship in the eyes of the
students.

Conclusions. The educational internship organized in the summer of 2025 marked a
significant step in the professional development of students majoring in 053 "Psychology" at the
Lviv State University of Life Safety. It can be concluded that the forms and methods of work
selected for the internship program proved to be productive educational tools that can be further
refined and utilized in the future. They provide higher education students with the opportunity to
internalize socio-psychological knowledge within professional activities, cultivate a professional
self-concept, and more carefully evaluate their own successes and gaps when working with
individuals in challenging life situations.

In light of the aforementioned analysis of the 2025 internship organization, it is
recommended that the guarantors of educational programs allocate two academic hours in the
curriculum for an introductory session prior to the internship. Additionally, two academic hours
should be designated for the defense of internship results in the form of a graded credit (Zalik).

Furthermore, the aggregated results of the internship for the current year should be
discussed annually at the meeting of the Department of Practical Psychology and Pedagogy to
enhance its organization and ensure higher quality training for students of specialty 053
"Psychology."

ORGANIZATION OF PRACTICAL TRAINING FOR PSYCHOLOGY STUDENTS AT THE LVIV
STATE UNIVERSITY OF LIFE SAFETY IN 2025

Abstract. This article analyzes the forms and methods of practical training for higher education students
majoring in 053 "Psychology" (years 2—4) at the Lviv State University of Life Safety during the spring-summer
period of 2025, as well as the institutions where said training was conducted. The study identifies certain
shortcomings in the curriculum regarding the organization of practical training and offers recommendations for
improvement to ensure higher-quality practical preparation for future psychologists.

Keywords: educational-professional program, principle of systematicity and consistency in the educational
process, practical training, client interview, clients’ life situations, active and passive listening, interview self-
analysis.

Problem Statement. The humanitarian consequences of the war will necessitate significant societal efforts
regarding the rehabilitation and readaptation of military personnel and their families, internally displaced
persons (IDPs), refugees, and Ukrainian children forcibly deported to the Russian Federation. For years to
come, Ukraine will have to rebuild destroyed cities, villages, industrial, and infrastructure facilities, while
providing psychological and social assistance to citizens affected by the war. Given this, high-quality training
for future psychologists specializing in "Practical Psychology"” and "Extreme and Crisis Psychology" will
remain a vital task for the educational system. Graduates will work in social services, charitable organizations
and foundations, religious communities, and Ukrainian branches of international humanitarian organizations,
providing a wide spectrum of psychological and social services to:

o orphaned children, children of IDPs, and children who have returned to Ukraine following forced
deportation or time spent in occupied territories;

« families who have lost a parent to the war, families of veterans who have sustained disabilities, and
veterans (men and women) returning with psychological trauma;

e citizens who have lost housing and property due to hostilities;

o unemployed citizens who have lost the ability to work in their field and require professional retraining;
« citizens with various dependencies, mental deviations, or disorders;

e problematic families and children in households with an unfavorable socio-psychological climate;

« individuals released from incarceration and their relatives;

« elderly or chronically ill individuals lacking family care;

« refugees from other countries seeking asylum in Ukraine, etc.

This is not an exhaustive list of categories of people seeking psychological and social assistance with whom
graduates of the 053 specialty will have to work. Each of these categories possesses specific psychological
characteristics; therefore, effective interaction requires profound socio-psychological knowledge, competence,
and experience. Practical training from the 1st to the 4th year of study is an essential vehicle for acquiring this
knowledge and experience.

Analysis of Recent Publications. Practical training for higher education students is defined by the Order of the
Ministry of Education and Science (MES) of Ukraine No. 93 (dated April 8, 1993), "Regulations on the
Procedure for Practical Training of Students at Higher Educational Institutions of Ukraine," as well as
university-specific regulations. Methodological features of the domestic educational system are found in the
works of V. Kremin, T. Vasyliuk, 1. Lysokon, V. Bobrytska, S. Kalashnikov, S. Kurbatov, T. Semyhina, O.
Pozhydayeva, O. Karahodina, and in the normative acts of the MES [1; 2; 3].

Publications regarding the development of psychological competencies in future psychologists during practical
training at universities are insufficient [4; 5]. Specifically, Levynska I. B. (2016), based on an analysis of
international and domestic experience, explored the structure of professional competence for future
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psychologists, which should be developed during practical training. Kyrylenko V. H., in co-authorship with
Kryukova O. V., Kucherovska N. O., and Paliy V. S. (2017), presented methodological recommendations for
conducting a 5-week practical training session in secondary education institutions, with an emphasis on its
diagnostic component.

The aim of the article is to summarize the results of the practical training for higher education students of the
053 "Psychology" specialty (bachelor’s level) conducted in the spring and summer of 2025 at the Lviv State
University of Life Safety.

Main Body. Analysis of available materials and publications regarding the content and forms of practical
training confirms that there is no single, rigid standard for its organization. Universities attempt to organize it
individually, varying the calendar dates, duration, and topics. Higher educational institutions, possessing
autonomy in developing educational-professional programs and their individual components, have the
flexibility to implement teaching methods and forms that satisfy the professional needs of students and prepare
them for their future careers.

The Department of Practical Psychology and Pedagogy takes a responsible approach to student practical
training, viewing it as a means for students to gain individual experience and professional skills necessary for
performing future job duties. After completing their training, students more clearly identify gaps in their own
knowledge, which serves as a powerful motivator for further study, knowledge acquisition, and creative
application in practice.

In 2025, a cross-cutting (integrated) practice program for years 1-4 was prepared, with each stage lasting 10
working days [6]. 1st-year students underwent introductory training in early June. 2nd-year students completed
practical training in educational institutions (preschool, secondary, and vocational) in early April. 3rd and 4th-
year students completed practical and pre-diploma training in social protection institutions and organizations in
early June.

Introductory practice for 1st-year students (specialty 053 ""Psychology'’). The goal is to familiarize students
with the scope of work, main activities, and the specifics of a practical psychologist’s role across various
sectors (preschools, secondary schools, vocational schools, rehabilitation centers, social services, and
commercial firms), as regulated by the MES Order No. 509 (May 22, 2018). Students visit various sites to
observe how psychologists implement: psychological support for the educational process; psychological
diagnostics and analysis of student development; adaptation support; the implementation of developmental,
preventive, and corrective programs; counseling; public relations; and educational outreach.

Practical training for 2nd-year students takes place in person at educational institutions. Students are
encouraged to undergo training in their place of residence. During the training, students report to the head of the
institution and the school psychologist, coordinate their individual plans, and certify their reports with official
seals and signatures. They familiarize themselves with the "Regulations on the Psychological Service in the
Education System of Ukraine" (MES Order No. 509), the Psychologist’s Code of Ethics, and the professional
standard "Practical Psychologist of an Educational Institution™ [7].

The schedule involves:

o Days 1-3: Familiarization with the institution, planning, diagnostics of younger students in inclusive
classrooms, and interviewing teachers and parents.

o Days 4-5: Assisting classroom aides and conducting interviews with students and parents from IDP
families.

o Days 6-7: Diagnostics of adolescent anxiety, shyness, or character accentuations; self-analysis
interviews.

o Days 8-9: Career guidance sessions, diagnostics of interpersonal relations among high-schoolers, and
development of class cohesion.

o Day 10: Finalizing reports with the administration.

One key format was career guidance sessions, which are particularly important for orphans and children
deprived of parental care. Additionally, students were tasked with writing a self-report on an individual
emotional support interview. To this end, students revisited the concepts of "active," "passive," and "empathic"
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listening. The goal was to understand the interlocutor’s life situation, emotional state, and interpersonal climate,
as well as to provide psychological assistance. The structure of the self-report is presented in Table 1.
